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JORDANELLE SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT

WATER RESERVATION AGREEMENT

This WATER RESERVATION AGREEMENT ("Agreement") isenteredintoeffective

as of the 18thday of January, 2021 ("EffectiveDate"), by JordanelleSpecial Service District

("District")and N Brockbank Investments, LLC, a Utah limited liabilitycompany, his

successors and/or assigns,("Property Owner"). Districtand Property Owner may also be

referredto collectivelyas thePartiesor individuallyas a Party.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Districtisa specialservicedistrictcreatedby Wasatch County, Utah pursuant
to Chapter 17D-1-101.1 etseq.,Utah Code Annotated; and,

WHEREAS, Districtwas organized for the purpose of,among other things,providing

culinaryand irrigationwater servicetopropertylocatedwithintheboundary of theDistrict;and,

WHEREAS, theAdministrativeControl Board of Districtadopted ResolutionNo. 2015-4

on February 10, 2015, entitledJordanelle Special Service DistrictWater Reservation Policy

authorizingDistrictto enterintoWater ReservationAgreements with owners of propertylocated

within theboundary of the Districtso thatpropertyowners could reservesufficientwater supply
from District'sexistingwater rightsand source capacity("Water Supply") to serve anticipated

development; and,

WHEREAS, Districthas acquired or has contractuallycommitted to secure the Water

Supply and iswillingto reserve,subjectto the terms and conditionsof thisAgreement, a portion
of the Water Supply fordevelopment of certainproperty owned by the Property Owner thatis

eithercurrentlylocatedwithintheboundary of the District,or thatmight in the futurebe located

within the District'sservicearea or boundary, as identifiedon Exhibit (s) A, B, and C hereto

("Property");and,

WHEREAS, Property Owner wishes to reservefrom the Districta portionof the Water

Supply, in an amount describedhereinforuse on the Propertysubjecttothe terms and conditions

of thisAgreement; and,

TERMS OF AGREEMENT

NOW THEREFORE, for good and valuable considerationthe sufficiencyof which is

acknowledged, Districtcommits to reserveof a portionof itsWater Supply to servethe Property
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and PropertyOwner commits topay Districttoreservea portionof itsWater Supply subjecttothe

terms and conditionssetforthherein.

I. WATER RESERVATION.

A. Voluntary Reservation.PropertyOwner has determined thatitisinitsbestinterest

to voluntarilyenterintothisAgreement to secure water for the Property and Property Owner

acknowledges thatithas the option of acquiringappropriatewater rightson itsown and transfer

those water rightsto the Districtin satisfactionof the water dedicationrequirements of District

and Wasatch County. PropertyOwner acknowledges and agreesthatenteringintothisAgreement
isoptionaland thatPropertyOwner has made an independent determinationthatenteringintothis

Agreement to reservea portionof theWater Supply fortheProperty,as specifiedherein,isinthe

bestinterestsof thePropertyOwner.

B. Reserved Supply.Districtwillreservefrom itsWater Supply a totalof 40 acre-feet

of water from one or more of the District'ssource deliverypoints ("Reserved Supply"). The

Reserved Supply includesthe rightto accessa portionof theWater Supply ata pointof delivery
identifiedby the Districtin accordance with allDistrict'srules,policies,and procedures. This

Agreement serves only to reservethe Reserved Supply forfuturedevelopment of the Property.
This Agreement isnot intendedto,and does not address,the additionalfutureobligationsof the

Property Owner relatedto the deliveryand use of water atthe Property which include,without

limitation,payment of impact feesand/orprojectcosts,enteringintoa development and service

agreement with District,and obtainingdevelopment approvalsfrom Wasatch County, Utah.

C. No Ownership Interest.PropertyOwner willnothave any righttotheWater Supply
above and beyond the Reserved Supply. The rightto use the Reserved Supply islimitedto the

rightto accesstheWater Supply fordevelopment of theProperty.Ownership oftheWater Supply
shallremain with theDistrict.

D. Terms of Reservation.

1. Districtwillreservethe Reserved Supply forthe Property Owner forthe

periodof time thatthisAgreement remains ingood standing.

2. Priorto the execution of a development agreement for the Property,the

Districtwillidentifyand notifyProperty Owner in writingof the potentialsourcesof water and

potentialdeliverypointsavailablefortheReserved Supply.

3. This Agreement does notguaranteeinfrastructureforwater treatment,water

transport,water storage,orothernecessaryfacilitiestodelivertheReserved Supply totheProperty
from theidentifieddeliverypoints.Itremains theresponsibilityof PropertyOwner, as partof the

development approval process with Wasatch County, to identifythe water treatment,water

transport,water storageand/or other capitalfacilitiesrequiredto deliverand use the Reserved

Supply at the Property. Itis the obligationof the Property Owner, through the planning and

development process with Wasatch County and the Wasatch County Water Advisory Board, to

review with the Districtallproposed water treatment,transport,storageand deliveryfacilities

necessaryforapprovalincompliance with theengineeringand design standardsof theDistrictand

Wasatch County. Delivery and use of the Reserved Supply atthe Property willbe subjectto a
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separatedeliveryand serviceagreement. There isno guaranteeby the Districtof availabilityof

any one deliverypoint among the deliverypoints identifiedat the time of enteringinto this

Agreement unlessthereispriorapproval by both Wasatch County and the Districtof the capital
facilitiesneeded fortheproposed development of the Property.

E. ReservationFee.In considerationofthereservationof theReserved Supply and the

District'sinabilitytouse orprovidethatportionofitsWater Supply tootherdevelopment, Property
Owner shallpay a non-refundable annual reservationfee for the Reserved Supply which is

currentlysetat$537.20 per acre-footper year ("Reservation Fee"). As lotsor parcelswithinthe

Property are approved for development and plats are recorded by Wasatch County for

development, a pro rataportionof theReserved Supply,based upon ERU's and/oracre-feet,shall

be assigned to thatlotor parceland the corresponding portionof the Reservation Fee shallbe

reduced from thisAgreement and assignedto the owners of the lotsor parcelsso recorded.The

annual reservationfeeissetby resolutionof theDistrict'sAdministrativeControl Board and will

be reviewed and may be adjustedon an annual basis.

F. Payment Obligations.

1. Upon execution of thisWater Reservation Agreement, Property Owner

shallpay a proratedReservationFee forthecurrentyearcalculatedfrom theEffectiveDate through
thenext December 31.

2. Subsequent to the initialpro-ratapayment, the Reservation Fee will be

billedannual and payment shallbe due from thePropertyOwner on orbeforeFebruary 15 of each

year.

3. On the datethe firstfullannual ReservationFee payment isdue (February

15,2021) PropertyOwner must depositwith theDistrictan escrow amount equaltofour(4)years'
Reservation Fee at the then currentrate("Escrow Fund") or,at the District'ssole discretion,

provide the Districtwith an irrevocableletterof creditguaranteeingpayment of four (4)years
ReservationFees ("Letterof Credit"). The Escrow Fund shallbe depositedby theDistrictin an

escrow reserveaccount dedicatedto guaranteeingfuturepayments of theReservationFee.

4. The Escrow Fund willbe held by theDistrictto securefuturepayments to

theDistrictuntilsuch time thatthePropertyisplatted,developed,and soldtotheultimateowners

of the plattedlots. As individualplattedlotsare purchased by the ultimateowners, who will

become customers of the District,a proportionalinterestin the Escrow Fund willbe releasedto

thePropertyOwner.

G. Penalty forNon-Payment. Interestwillaccrue at a rateof 1.5% per month on all

feesand chargesthatare30 days or more pastdue. Payments receivedshallbe firstappliedtoany

outstandinginterestcharges. In the event a ReservationFee payment remains unpaid fora period

greaterthan 30 days,Districtwilltransfermoney from theEscrow Fund forpayment or callagainst
the Letterof Credit. In such event,Property Owner isrequiredto restorethe Escrow Fund or

Letterof Credittoitsfullbalance. Failuretokeep theReservationFee and Escrow Fund or Letter

of Creditcurrentforthreeconsecutivemonths shallconstitutea defaultunder thisAgreement. If

Property Owner does not cure the defaultwithin 60 days afterwrittennoticefrom the District,
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Districtmay terminatethisAgreement, cancel the water reservation,and seek any otherremedy
availabletoitatlaw. Pursuant toUtah Statelaw,Districtmay certifypastdue feesand chargesto

theWasatch County Assessor forcollectionwith propertytaxes.

H. Payment Required Before PlatApproval. The ReservationFees,theEscrow Fund

(asapplicable),and any penaltiesor interestdue under thisAgreement must be paid in fullbefore

the Districtwill enter into a development and serviceagreement for the Property,sign plat

approvals,or provide a finalwill-serveletterfortheProperty.

I. Other Water Rights.Property Owner may at any time during the term of this

Agreement electtoacquireitsown water rightstosatisfyallor a portionof thewater requirements
forthe Property and dedicatethose water rightsto Districtin lieuof continuingto pay allor a

portionof the Reservation Fee to the District.Ifthiselectionis exercisedby Property Owner,

District,upon approvaland acceptanceof thewater rightsofferedindedicationand satisfactionof

District'swater dedicationrequirements,willproportionatelyrefund the Escrow Fund and reduce

any futureReservationFee charged to PropertyOwner.

J. Reduction of Reservation. If,at any time during the term of thisAgreement,

Property Owner determines thatthe ultimatedevelopment of the Property willnot requireallof

theReserved Supply,PropertyOwner may reduce thequantityoftheReserved Supply and District

willthereaftermake appropriatereductionsintheamount of thenext due ReservationFee and the

Escrow Fund.

II. GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS.

A. Applicabilityof DistrictPoliciesand Procedures. Districtshalladopt policiesand

procedures governing the Water Supply and water delivery facilitiesincluding the design,

financing,construction,and operationforthedeliveryof theReserved Supply. Such policiesand

proceduresshallbe adopted inaccordance with District'sstatutoryauthority.PropertyOwner shall

be bound by, and conform to allapplicablepoliciesand procedures adopted by District.Payment
of the Reservation Fee isnot a payment for futurefacilities,infrastructure,or constructionthat

may be requiredto deliverthe Reserved Supply to the Property or forthe use of the Reserved

Supply on theProperty.

B. TransferRestriction.Itisinthebestinterestof the Districtto prohibitthe creation

of a secondary market in the Water Supply. Accordingly, except as expresslyprovided herein,

PropertyOwner has no righttotransferitsinteresttheReserved Supply withouttheexpresswritten

consent of District.Any attempted transferof the Reserved Supply without the expresswritten

consent of the Districtshallbe nulland void. This limitationdoes not prevent the transferor

assignment of Property Owner's interestin thisAgreement to any successor in interestto the

Property includingassignment of the Property as a partof the securityfor a loan,mortgage, or

otherrelatedfinancingforthe Property;provided,however, except as expresslyprovided herein,

the Reserved Supply will not be separatedor alienatedfrom the Property without the written

consentoftheDistrict.The terms ofthisAgreement shallnotbe modified by any such assignment,

exceptto the extentof any reductioninthe quantityof reservedWater Supply resultingfrom any

transferor assignment provided hereinor voluntaryreductioninthequantityof theWater Supply
so reserved,as allowed by paragraphs I.Iand I.Jabove.
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C. Recordation.The Partiesunderstand and acknowledge thattheDistrictor Property
Owner may record thisAgreement in the Wasatch County Recorder's officeforthe purpose of

providingnoticeto any subsequent purchasersor interestholdersinthe Property. Upon 30 days'

priorwrittennoticeto PropertyOwner, the Districtmay alsorecord a noticeof PropertyOwner's

failureto comply with any of the materialterms of thisAgreement, includingbut not limitedto

therequirementtopay fees.

D. PrivateWater Systems Restriction.Itisagainstthe policiesand procedures of the

Districtto allow privatewater rights,privateinfrastructure,or privatewater sourcestobe used for

supplyingwater to development withintheboundary of theDistrict.PursuanttoDistrictpolicies,
no development shallbe provided water serviceby theDistrictwithintheboundary of theDistrict

unless and untilthe Districthas secured,eitherby deed from the Property Owner or by the

reservationof the Water Supply, sufficientwater and source capacityto servethe development
and allinfrastructureneeded toprovide water servicefortheproposed development.

E. Development Approval. Pursuanttothepoliciesand proceduresofWasatch County
and the District,no development of property within the JordanelleBasin Overlay Zone willbe

approved withoutverificationfrom theDistrictof an adequatewater supply,includingwater rights
and source capacity,to servethe proposed development. Partiesmust enterintoa development
and serviceagreement to obtainwater servicefortheProperty.AfterthePartieshave enteredinto

a development and serviceagreement, Districtwill issue a finalwill-serveletterto Wasatch

County. This Agreement must be ingood standingwith allfeespaid beforetheDistrictwillissue

a finalwill-serveletter.If,afterDistrictissuesthe finalwill-serveletter,PropertyOwner failsto

comply with any term of thisAgreement, Districtwillrescindthe finalwill-serveletterand any

development and serviceagreement. In such event,DistrictwillrecordnoticeagainsttheProperty
that sufficientwater supply is not availableto serve the Property. In the event a transferor

assignment as provided hereinoccurs aftera finalwill-serveletterisissued,Districtwillmodify
thefinalwill-serveletterand any development and serviceagreement toreflectsuch transferof or

assignment.

F. Pledge Restriction.PropertyOwner willnotpledge,infer,or otherwiserepresentto

any partythattheReserved Supply can or willbe deliveredtothePropertyby theDistrictwithout

firstobtainingtherequiredapprovalsfrom Wasatch County and Districtwhich includes,without

limitation,payment of impact feesand/orprojectcosts,enteringintoa development and service

agreement, and constructionof requiredfacilities.

G. Notice. All noticesrequiredor desiredto be given hereunder shallbe in writing
and willbe deemed tobe given on the dateof personalserviceor mailed by certifiedmail,return

receiptrequested,postage prepaid,and addressedtothePartiesatthe follow addresses:

H. Authority. Property Owner hereby representsand acknowledges thatthe person

executingthisAgreement isthe authorizedowner, agent,or representativeof thePropertyOwner

and isfullyauthorizedto signthisagreement and bind thePropertyOwner as describedherein.

I. Attorney'sFees.The Partieseach agree thatshould any actionariseas a resultof

thisAgreement whether by filingsuitor otherwise,theprevailingPartyisentitledtothepayment
of allcostsand expenses,includingreasonableattorney'sfeesand courtcosts,incurredas a result

of the action.

J. Entire Agreement. This Agreement, togetherwith Exhibits attachedhereto and

documents referencedherein,containthe entireagreement between thePartieswith respectto the

reservationof the Water Supply and supersede any priorpromises, representations,warranties,

inducements, or understandingsbetween thePartieswhich arenot containedherein.

K. Captions. The captions or section headings contained in this Agreement are

intendedforconvenience only and arenot tobe used to construeor limitthetextherein.

L. No Liabilityof DistrictOfficials.No officer,representative,agent,or employee of

theDistrictshallbe personallyliabletothePropertyOwner or any successoror assignintheevent

of defaultorbreach by theDistrictor forany obligationarisingunder theterms of thisAgreement.

M. No Third-PartyRights.The obligationsof the Partiessetforthin thisAgreement
shallnot createany rightsor obligationsto any otherperson or partyexcept the extentexpressly

provided herein.

N. Jurisdiction.PartiesagreethatthisAgreement isgoverned by thelaws of the State

of Utah and any judicialactionassociatedwith thisAgreement shallbe taken intheThird Judicial

DistrictCourt of and forWasatch County, Utah.

O. No Waiver. Any Party'sfailureto enforce any provisionof thisAgreement shall

not constitutea waiver of any rightto enforcesuch provision.The provisionsmay be waived only
in writingby the Partyintendedto benefitfrom theprovision,and waiver by a Party of a breach

hereunder by the otherParty shallnot be construedas a waiver of any succeeding breach of the

same or otherprovisions.

P. Severability.Ifany portionofthisAgreement isheld tobe unenforceable,inwhole

or inpart,theremaining provisionsof theAgreement shallcontinuein fullforceand effect.

Q. Time of the Essence. Time is expresslymade of the essence with respectto the

performance of each and every obligationhereunder.

R. Amendment. This Agreement may only be amended by a writingsigned by both

Parties.
