WITHIN THE PROPERTIES, IF OCCUPIED, SHALL BE OCCUPIED BY AT LEAST ONE PERSON 55

YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER ("QUALIFYING OCCUPANT"). WITHOUT LIMITING THE FOREGOING, AT

NO TIME SHALL LESS THAN 80% OF THE OCCUPIED DWELLING UNITS SUBJECT TO THIS

DECLARATION BE OCCUPIED BY AT LEAST ONE PERSON 55YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER.

THE BOARD SHALL ESTABLISH POLICIES AND PROCEDURES FROM TIME TO TIME AS

NECESSARY TO MAINTAIN THE PROPERTIES AS AN AGE RESTRICTED COMMUNITY INTENDED

FOR HOUSING PERSONS 55YEARS OF AGE OR OLDER UNDER STATE AND FEDERAL LAW.

ArticleI

Name, PrincipalOffice,and Deinitions

1.1. Name. The name of the corporationis Sun River St. George Community

Association,Inc.(the"Association").

1.2. PrincipalOffice.The principalofilceof the Associationshallbe locatedin

Washington County, Utah. The Associationmay have such otheroffices,withinor outsidethe

Stateof Utah, as the Board of Trusteesmay determineor as theaffairsof the Associationmay

require.

1.3. Definitions.The words used intheseSecond Amended and RestatedBy-Laws (the

"By-Laws") shallbe given theirnormal,commonly understooddefinitions.Capitalizedterms

shallhave the same meaning as setforthinthatSecond Amended and RestatedDeclarationof

Covenants,Conditions,and RestrictionsforSun River St.George recordedinthepublicrecords

of Washington County, Utah, as itmay be amended (the"Declaration"),unlessthe context

indicatesotherwise.

ArticleII

Association: Membership, Meetings,Quorum, Voting,Proxies

2.1. Membership. The Associationshallhave one classof membership as more fully
setforthintheDeclaration,thetermsofwhich pertainingtomembership areincorporatedby this

reference.

2.2. PlaceofMeetings. MeetingsoftheAssociationshallbe heldwithintheProperties
oratsuch othersuitableplaceastheBoard may designate.

2.3. Annual Meetings.The firstmeetingoftheAssociation,whethera regularorspecial

meeting,shallbe heldnotlaterthanone yearfrom thefirstsaleofa Lot withinthePropertiestoa

Personotherthana Builder.Subsequentregularannualmeetingsshallbe setby theBoard so as

tooccuratleastthirty(30)days butnotmore thanone hundred twenty (120)days aftertheclose

oftheAssociation'sfiscalyearon a dateand ata time setby theBoard. Annual meetingsareto

be held in St.George or adjoiningcitiesina facilityof adequatesizeforan annualmeeting per

theserequirements,heldMonday throughSaturday9am-6pm and withpropernoticeperBy-Laws

2.5. Ifquorum requirementsarenot met attheproperlynoticedannualmeeting oftheMembers,

theAssociationisnotrequiredtoholdanothermeeting inthatfiscalyear.

2.4. SpecialMeetines.The Presidentmay callspecialmeetings.Inaddition,itshallbe

thedutyofthePresidenttocalla specialmeeting ifso directedby resolutionofa majorityofthe

Board or upon a petitionsignedby atleast5% ofthetotalvoteoftheAssociation.
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2.5. Notice of Meetings. Writtenor printednoticestatingtheplace,day,and hour of

any meetingoftheMembers shallbe deliveredtoeachOwner entitledtovoteatsuchmeeting,not

lessthan ten (10)nor more than sixty(60)days beforethe dateof such meeting,by or atthe

directionof the Presidentor the Secretaryor the officersor personscallingthe meeting. Said

noticeshallbe deliveredeitherpersonally,by mail,orby electronicmeans, includingtextmessage,

email,orwillbe postedinan obviousand prominentplaceon theAssociation'swebsite,and such

noticewillconstitutefairand reasonablenotice.A member wishing not to receivenoticeby
electronicmeans must notifytheAssociationinwritingand must requestof theAssociationto

providenoticetothemember by U.S.mailonly.

2.6. Waiver ofNotice.Waiver ofnoticeof a meeting oftheMembers shallbe deemed

theequivalentof propernotice.Any Member may, inwriting,waive noticeeitherbeforeor after

suchmeeting.Attendanceata meetingby a Member shallbe deemed waiverby suchMember of

noticeof the time,date,and placethereof,unlesssuch Member specificallyobjectsto lackof

propernoticeatthetimethemeeting iscalledtoorder.Attendancealsoshallbe deemed waiver

of noticeof allbusinesstransactedatsuch meeting unlessan objectionon the basisof lackof

propernoticeisraisedbeforethebusinessisputtoa vote.

2.7. Adjournment of Meetings. Ifany meeting of the Association cannot be held

becausea quorum isnotpresent,a majorityoftheMembers who arepresentatsuch meetingmay

adjournthemeeting toa time not lessthanfivenor more thanthirty(30)days from thetime the

originalmeetingwas called.At thereconvenedmeeting,ifa quorum ispresent,any businessmay

be transactedwhich might have beentransactedatthemeetingoriginallycalled.Ifatimeand place
forreconveningthemeetingisnotfixedby thoseinattendanceattheoriginalmeetingor ifforany
reasona new dateisfixedforreconveningthemeeting afteradjournment,noticeof thetime and

placeforreconveningthemeetingshallbe giventoMembers inthemanner prescribedforregular

meetmgs.

The Members presentata dulycalledor heldmeeting atwhich a quorum ispresentmay

continuetodo businessuntiladjournment,notwithstandingthewithdrawalofenough Members to

leavelessthana quorum, providedthatany actiontakenisapproved by atleasta majorityofthe

votesrequiredtoconstitutea quorum.

2.8. Voting. The votingrightsof theMembers shallbe as setforthintheDeclaration

and in theseBy-Laws, and such votingrightsprovisionsare specificallyincorporatedby this

reference.Members may voteinpersonata meetingby voicevoteor ballot.Members may also

voteby mailor electronicmeans,suchasemail,ortheAssociation'swebsite,aslongasa signature

isattached,allas determinedby the Board; provided,however, meetings shallbe held when

requiredby theDeclarationor By-Laws. All Membership votescastfortheelectionof Trustees

shallbe by secretwrittenballot.UnlessotherwiseprovidedforintheDeclaration,allMembership

votesshallbe subjectto the quorum requirementsof Section2.10 of theseBy-Laws and, ifa

quorum isestablished,a MajorityVote ofthevotescastwillconstitutean affirmativeactionofthe

Association.

2.9. Majority.As used intheseBy-Laws, theterm "majority"shallmean thosevotes,

owners,or othergroup as thecontextmay indicatetotalingmore than 50% of thetotaleligible

number.

2.10. Ouorum. Except asotherwiseprovidedintheseBy-Laws orintheDeclaration,the

presenceoftwenty-fivepercent(25%) oftheMembers oftheAssociationshallconstitutea quorum
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atallmeetingsoftheAssociation.

2.11. Conduct of Meetings. The Presidentshallpresideover allmeetings of the

Association,and theSecretaryshallkeep theminutesofthemeetingsand recordina minute book

allresolutionsadoptedand allothertransactionsoccurringatsuch meetings.

2.12. Action Withouta Meeting. Any actionrequiredor permittedby law tobe takenat

a meetingoftheMembers may be takenwithouta meeting,withoutpriornoticeand withouta vote

ifwrittenconsentspecificallyauthorizingthe proposed actionissignedby Members holdingat

leasttheminimum number ofvotesnecessarytoauthorizesuchactionata meetingifallMembers

entitledtovotethereonwere present.Allsuchconsentsshallbe signedwithinsixty(60)days after

receiptoftheearliestdatedconsent,datedand deliveredtotheAssociationatitsprincipalplaceof

business.Such consentsshallbe filedwiththeminutesoftheAssociation.

ArticleIII

Board ofTrustees: Number, Powers. Meetings

Composition and Selection.

3.1. Governing Body: Composition. The affairsof theAssociationshallbe governed

by a Board of Trustees,each ofwhom shallhave one equalvote.Except withrespecttoTrustees

appointedby the Declarantduringthe DeclarantBoard ControlPeriod,the Trusteesshallbe

Members orresidents;provided,however,no more thanone representativefrom a Lot may serve

on theBoard atthesame time. AllTrusteesshallcomplete,priorto beingelectedtotheBoard,

such trainingand committee or otherservicerequirementsas establishedby theBoard. Trustees

appointedby theDeclarantneed notbe Members oftheAssociationorresidents.Inthecaseofa

Member which isnota naturalperson,any officer,director,partnerortrustofficerofsuchmember

shallbe presumed tobe eligibletoserveasa Trusteeunlessotherwisespecifiedby writtennotice

to the Associationsignedby such Member. No such Member may have more than one such

representativeon theBoard ata time,exceptinthecaseofTrusteesappointedby theDeclarant.

3.2. Number of Trustees.The Board shallconsistof not lessthanthree(3)nor more

thanseven (7)Trustees,as providedinSection3.3and 3.5below.The initialBoard shallconsist

ofthreeTrusteesas identifiedintheArticlesofIncorporation.

3.3. TrusteesDuring DeclarantBoard ControlPeriod. Subjectto the provisionsof

Section3.5,the Declarantshallappointand remove Trusteesin itssoleand absolutediscretion

untiltheTrusteesareelectedby theOwners. Trusteesappointedby theDeclarantshallserveat

thepleasureoftheDeclarantuntilthefirsttooccurofthefollowing:

(a) sixty(60) days afterseventy-fivepercent (75%) of the Maximum Lots the

Declarantreservestocreate,assetforthinSection1.29oftheDeclaration,have been conveyed to

PersonsotherthanBuilders;

(b) two (2)yearsafterDeclaranthasceasedtoofferLotsforsaleintheordinarycourse

ofbusiness;

(c) two (2)yearsafterDeclarantlastexerciseditsunilateralrighttosubjectadditional

propertytotheDeclarationasprovidedinSection7.1oftheDeclaration;
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(d) 15 yearsafterthedatetheDeclarationisrecorded;or

(e) when, initsdiscretion,theDeclarantso determines.

Notwithstandingtheforegoing,ifDeclarantvoluntarilyrelinquishesitsrighttoappointand

remove officersand Trusteesof theAssociationpriortotheterminationof the DeclarantBoard

ControlPeriod,Declarantreservesthe rightto approve or disapprovespecifiedactionsof the

AssociationasprovidedinSection3.19.

Withinthirty(30)days afterterminationoftheDeclarantBoard ControlPeriod,Declarant

shalldelivertotheAssociationallpropertyand otheritemsoftheAssociation.

3.4. Nomination of Trustees. Except with respectto Trusteesappointed by the

DeclarantduringtheDeclarantBoard ControlPeriod,nominationsforelectiontotheBoard shall

be made by a nominatingcommittee.The nominatingcommittee shallconsistof threeor more

Personsand a chairperson,who shallbe a member oftheBoard.The remainingmembers of the

nominating committee shallbe Members, residentsof Dwelling Units,or any officer,director,

partnerortrustofficerofa Member which isnota naturalperson.

The nominatingcommittee shallbe appointedby theBoard no laterthanthree(3)months

beforethe election,and the committee shallserveuntilthe newly electedBoard holds itsfirst

Meeting.The nominatingcommittee shallnominate itsslateof candidatesfortheBoard no later

thanthirty(30)days beforetheelectionshallbe held.

The nominatingcommittee shallmake asmany nominationsfortheelectiontotheBoard

as itshallinitsdiscretiondetermine,butinno eventlessthanthenumber ofpositionstobe filled

from each slateas providedin Section3.5.The nominatingcommittee shallnominate a slateof

Trusteestobe electedatlargeby allMembers. Nominations shallalsobe permittedfrom thefloor.

All nominees shallreviewand signa Board approved CandidatePackage which includesa Code

ofConduct Agreement withintwo (2)days ofnomination.Allcandidatesshallhave a reasonable

and equalopportunitytocommunicate theirqualificationstoMembers and solicitvotes.

3.5. Electionand Term of Office.Notwithstandingany otherprovisionof theseBy-

Laws:

(a) Not laterthan theterminationof the DeclarantBoard ControlPeriod,the Board

shallbe increasedto six(6)Trusteeselectedby the Members of the Association,and one (1)

appointeeoftheDeclarantas longastheDeclarantowns any propertydescribedinExhibits"A"

or "B" of the CC&Rs forsaleinthe ordinarycourseof itsbusinessinthe development of the

Properties.When Declarantno longerowns any propertydescribedinExhibits"A" or "B" ofthe

CC&Rs forsaleintheordinarycourseof itsbusinessinthedevelopment of the Properties,the

Trusteeappointedby the Declarantshallresignand the remainingTrusteesshallappointa new

Trusteeto fillthe remainderof theterm unfilledby the Declarant'sappointee;thereafter,such

trusteeshipshallbe filledat-largeby thevoteof allMembers, includingtheDeclarantso longas

Declarantis qualifiedfor membership in the AssociationTo accomplish staggeringof the

trusteeships,each trusteeshallservea three(3)yearterm with staggeredelectionsfortwo (2)

trusteeseach year(orthree(3)when theDeclarantno longerappointsa trustee).Beginning in

2018,ofthoseelected,two (2)trusteeswillservea two (2)yearterm and one (1)trusteewillserve

a three(3)yearterm. In2019,ofthoseelected,one (1)trusteewillservea two (2)yearterm and
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two (2)trusteeswillservea three(3)yearterm. Once theDeclarantno longerappointsa trustee,
therewillbe three(3)trusteeselectedthatyear.The threeyeartermswillbe filledby thetrustees

receivingthemost amount of votesinthatapplicableelectionyear.The trusteeshipsshallallbe

filledat-largeby a vote of allthe Members, includingthe Declarantso long as Declarantis

qualifiedforMembership intheAssociation.

3.6. Removal ofTrusteesand Vacancies.Any Trusteeelectedby theMembers may be

removed, with orwithoutcause,by thevoteof Members holdingtwo-thirdsofthevotesentitled

tobe castfortheelectionof suchTrusteeatany meetingoftheAssociationatwhich a quorum is

present.Any Trusteewhose removal issoughtshallbe givennoticepriortoany meeting called

forthatpurpose.Upon removal ofa Trustee,a successorshallbe electedby theMembers entitled

toelecttheTrusteeso removed tofillthevacancy fortheremainderoftheterm ofsuch Trustee.

Any Trusteeelectedby the Members who has three(3)absencesfrom Board meetings
withina twelve(12)month period,or ismore thanthirty(30)days delinquentinthepayment of

any assessmentorotherchargedue theAssociation,may be removed by a majorityoftheTrustees

presentata regularor specialmeetingatwhich a quorum ispresent,and theBoard may appointa

successortofillthevacancy fortheremainderoftheterm.

In theeventof thedeath,disability,or resignationof a Trusteeelectedby theMembers,
theBoard may declarea vacancy and appointa successortofillthevacancy untilthenexttrustee

electionatwhich timetheMembers entitledtofillsuchTrusteeshipmay electa successorforthe

remainder of the term. Any Trusteewhich the Board appointsshallbe selectedfrom among
Members withinthe Voting Group representedby theTrusteewho vacatedthe position.In the

eventofthedeath,disabilityorresignationofa Trusteeappointedby theDeclarant,theDeclarant

may appointa successortofillthevacancy fortheremainderoftheterm.

Meetings.

3.7. OrganizationalMeetings. The firstmeeting of the newly electedBoard shallbe

heldwithinthefirstthirty(30)days ofthe startofthe fiscalyearatsuch timeand placetheBoard

shallfix.

3.8. Regular Meetings.Regular meetingsof theBoard may be held atsuch time and

placeasa majorityoftheTrusteesshalldetermine,butatleastone suchmeetingshallbe heldeach

quarter.Notice of thetime and placeof a regularmeeting shallbe postedina prominentplace

withinthePropertiesand communicated toTrusteesnot lessthanfourdays priortothemeeting;

provided,however, noticeofa meetingneed notbe giventoany Trusteewho has signeda waiver

ofnoticeora writtenconsenttoholdingofthemeeting.

3.9. SpecialMeetings. Specialmeetingsof the Board shallbe held when calledby

writtennoticesignedby thePresidentor by any two Trustees.The noticeshallspecifythetime

and placeofthemeeting and thenatureofany specialbusinesstobe considered.The noticeshall

be given to each Trusteeby: (a)personaldelivery;(b) firstclassmail,postage prepaid;(c)

telephonecommunication,eitherdirectlyto theTrusteeor to a personattheTrustee'sofficeor

home who would reasonablybe expectedtocommunicated such noticepromptlytotheTrustee;

or(d)facsimile,computer,television,or such othercommunication device.All such noticesshall

be given attheTrustee'stelephonenumber, fax number, electronicmail number, or sentto the

Trustee'saddressas shown on therecordsof theAssociation.Noticesof specialmeetingsofthe
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Board shallbe postedina prominentplacewithintheProperties.Noticessentby firstclassmail

shallbe depositedwithintheProperties.Noticesshallbe deliveredortransmittedatleast72 hours

beforethetime setforthemeeting.

3.10. Waiver of Notice. The transactionof any meeting of theBoard, however called

and noticedorwherever held,shallbe asvalidasthoughtakenata meetingdulyheldafterregular
calland noticeif:(a)a quorum ispresent,and (b)eitherbeforeor afterthemeeting each of the

Trusteesnot presentsignsa writtenwaiver of notice,a consentto holdingthe meeting,or an

approvalof the minutes. The waiver of noticeor consentneed not specifythe purpose of the

meeting.Noticeof a meetingalsoshallbe deemed giventoany Trusteewho attendsthemeeting
withoutprotestingbeforeoratitscommencement aboutthelackofadequatenotice.

3.11. TelephonicParticipationin Meetings. Members of the Board or any committee

designatedby the Board may participateina meeting of the Board or committee by means of

conferencecall,television,or similarcommunications equipment,by means ofwhich allpersons

participatingin the meeting can hear each other. Participationin a meeting pursuantto this

subsectionshallconstitutepresenceinpersonatsuchmeeting.

3.12. Quorum of Board of Trustees. Trusteesshallconstitutea quorum for the

transactionofbusiness,and thevotesofa majorityoftheTrusteespresentata meetingatwhich a

quorum ispresentshallconstitutethedecisionoftheBoard,unlessotherwisespecificallyprovided
in theseBy-Laws or the Declaration.A meeting at which a quorum isinitiallypresentmay
continuetotransactbusiness,notwithstandingthewithdrawalof Trustees,ifany actiontaken is

approved by atleasta majorityof therequiredquorum forthatmeeting.Ifany meeting of the

Board cannotbe heldbecausea quorum isnotpresent,a majorityoftheTrusteespresentatsuch

meeting may adjournthemeeting toa time not lessthan five(5)nor more thanthirty(30)days
from the dateof the originalmeeting.At the reconvened meeting,ifa quorum ispresent,any

businesswhich might have been transactedatthe meeting originallycalledmay be transacted

withoutfurthernotice.

3.13. Compensation. No Trusteeshallreceiveany compensationfrom theAssociation

foractingas such;providehowever, any Trusteemay be reimbursedforexpenses incurredon

behalfoftheAssociationupon approvalofa majorityoftheotherTrustees.Nothing hereinshall

prohibitthe Associationfrom compensating a Trustee,or any entitywith which a Trusteeis

affiliated,forservicesorsuppliesfurnishedtotheAssociationina capacityotherthanasa Trustee

pursuanttoa contractoragreementwiththeAssociation,providedthatsuchTrustee'sinterestwas

made known totheBoard priortoenteringintosuchcontractand such contractwas approved by

a majorityoftheBoard,excludingtheinterestedTrustee.

3.14. Conduct of Meetings. The Presidentshallpresideover allmeetingsoftheBoard,

and theSecretaryshallkeep a minutebook ofBoard meetings,recordingallBoard resolutionsand

alltransactionsand proceedingsoccurringatsuch meetings.

3.15. Open Meetings.SubjecttotheprovisionsofSection3.16,allmeetingsoftheBoard

shallbe open to allMembers, but attendeesotherthan Trusteesmay not participatein any

discussionor deliberationunlesspermissionto speak isrequestedon hisor her behalfby the

President. In such case,the Presidentmay limitthe time any such individualmay speak.

Notwithstandingtheabove,thePresidentmay adjournany meetingoftheBoard and reconvenein
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executivesession,and may excludepersonsotherthanTrustees,todiscussmattersof a sensitive

nature,such aspendingorthreatenedlitigationand personnelmatters.

3.16. Action Without a Formal Meeting. Any actionto be taken at a meeting of the

Trusteesor any actionthatmay be takenata meeting of theTrusteesmay be taken withouta

formalmeeting ifa consentinwriting,settingforththeactionso taken,shallbe signedby allof

theTrustees,and such consentshallhave thesame forceand effectasa unanimous vote.Written

consentor consentsshallbe filedwith theminutesoftheproceedingsoftheBoard.Within three

(3)days afterallwrittenconsentsto an actionhave been obtained,the Board shallpost in a

prominentplacewithinthePropertiesa noticeof theactionto be takenor actuallytakenby the

Board.Failuretogivenoticeshallnotrendertheactiontobe takenoractuallytakeninvalid.

Powers and Duties.

3.17. Powers. The Board shallhave allof the powers and dutiesnecessaryforthe

administrationof theAssociation'saffairsand forperformingallresponsibilitiesand exercising
allrightsoftheAssociationassetforthintheGoverning Documents and asprovidedby law.The

Board may do or causetobe done allactsand thingsthatarenotby theGoverning Documents or

Utah law directedtobe done and exercisedexclusivelyby themembership generally,including

enteringintocovenantstoshareCostsand cross-useagreementsforthebenefitofthemembers of

theAssociation.

3.18. Duties.The dutiesoftheBoard shallinclude,withoutlimitation:

(a) preparingand adopting,in accordancewith the Declaration,an annual budget

establishingeach Owner's shareoftheCommon Expenses and any Neighborhood Expenses;

(b) levyingand collectingsuch assessmentsfrom theOwners;

(c) providingfortheoperation,care,upkeep,and maintenanceoftheArea ofCommon

Responsibility;

(d) designating,hiring,and dismissingthepersonnelnecessaryto carryouttherights
and responsibilitiesoftheAssociationand,where appropriate,providingforthecompensationof

such personneland forthe purchaseof equipment,supplies,and materialsto be used by such

personnelintheperformanceoftheirduties;

(e) depositingallfunds receivedon behalfof the Associationin a bank depository

which itshallapprove,and usingsuchfundstooperatetheAssociation;provided,any reservefund

may be deposited,intheTrustees'bestbusinessjudgment,indepositoriesotherthanbanks;

(f) making and amending userestrictionsand rulesinaccordancewiththeDeclaration;

(g) opening of bank accounts on behalfof the Associationand designatingthe

signatoriesrequired;

(h) making orcontractingforthemaking ofrepairs,additions,and improvements toor

alterationsoftheCommon Area inaccordancewiththeDeclarationand theseBy-Laws;
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(i) enforcing,by legalmeans,theprovisionsoftheGoverningDocuments and bringing

any proceedingswhich may be institutedon behalfof or againstthe Owners concerningthe

Association; provided,the Associationshallnot be obligatedto take actionto enforceany

covenant,restrictionorrulewhich theBoard reasonablydeterminesis,or islikelytobe construed

as,inconsistentwith applicablelaw,or inany case inwhich theBoard reasonablydetermines

thattheAssociation'spositionisnotstrongenough tojustifytakingenforcementaction;

(j) obtainingand carryingpropertyand liabilityinsuranceand fidelitybonds, as

providedintheDeclaration,payingthecostthereof,and filingand adjustingclaims,asappropriate;

(k) paying alltaxes and/orassessmentswhich are or could become alien on the

Common Area ora portionthereof;

(1) payingthecostof allservicesrenderedtotheAssociationor itsmembers and not

chargeabledirectlytospecificOwners;

(m) keeping books with detailedaccountsof the receiptsand expendituresof the

Association;

(n) making availabletoany prospectivepurchaserofa Lot,any Owner, and theholders,

insurers,and guarantorsofany Mortgage on any Lot,currentcopiesoftheGoverning Documents,

and allotherbooks,records,and financialstatementsoftheAssociation;

(0) permittingutilitysuppliersto use portionsof the Common Area reasonably

necessarytotheongoing developmentoroperationoftheProperties;

(p) indemnifyinga Trustee,officeror committee member, or former Trustee,officer

orcommittee member oftheAssociationtotheextentsuch indemnityispermittedorrequiredby
Utah law,theArticlesortheDeclaration;and

(q) assistingintheresolutionofdisputesbetween Owners and otherswithoutlitigation,
assetforthintheDeclaration.

3.19. Right of DeclaranttoDisapproveActions. During the DeclarantBoard Control

Period,ifDeclarantvoluntarilyhas relinquisheditsrightto appointand remove officersand

Trusteesofthe Association,the Declarantshallhave a rightto disapproveany action,policyor

program of the Association,the Board and any committee which, inthe solejudgment of the

Declarant,would tendto impairrightsoftheDeclarantorBuildersundertheDeclarationorthese

By-Laws, or interferewithdevelopment,constructionofany portionoftheProperties,ordiminish

thelevelofservicesbeingprovidedby theAssociation.

(a) The Declarantshallbe givenwrittennoticeof allmeetingsand proposed actions

approved atmeetings(orby writtenconsentinlieuofa meeting)oftheAssociation,theBoard or

any committee.Such noticeshallbe givenby certifiedmail,returnreceiptrequested,orby personal

deliveryat the address ithas registeredwith the Secretaryof the Association,which notice

compliesastotheBoard meetingswith Sections3.8,3.9,3.10,and 3.11and which noticeshall,

exceptinthecaseof theregularmeetingsheldpursuanttotheBy-Laws, setforthinreasonable

particularitytheagenda tobe followedatsaidmeeting;and
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(b) The Declarantshallbe giventheopportunityatany such meeting tojoininor to

have itsrepresentativesoragentsjoinindiscussionfromthefloorofany prospectiveaction,policy,
orprogram which would be subjecttotherightordisapprovalsetforthherein.The Declarant,its

subject,itsrepresentativesor agentsmay make itsconcerns,thoughts,and suggestionsknown to

theBoard and/orthemembers ofthesubjectcommittee.

(c) No action,policyor program subjectto the rightof disapprovalsetforthherein

shallbecome effectiveorbe implemented untiland unlesstherequirementsofsubsections(a)and

(b)above have been met and thetimeperiodsetforthinsubsection(d)below has expired.

(d) The Declarant,acting through any officeror Trustee,agent or authorized

representative,may exerciseitsrightto disapproveat any time withinten days followingthe

meeting atwhich such actionwas proposedor,inthecaseofany actiontakenby writtenconsent

inlieuofa meeting,atany timewithintendays followingreceiptofwrittennoticeoftheproposed
action.

Thisrighttodisapprovemay be used toblockproposedactions,butshallnotextendtothe

requiringofany actionorcounteractionon behalfofany committee,theBoard,ortheAssociation

unlesssuch actionor counteractioncountermands an action,policyor program thatwas not

properlynoticedand implemented inaccordancewiththeseBy-Laws. The Declarantshallnotuse

itsrighttodisapprovetoreducethelevelofserviceswhich theAssociationisobligatedtoprovide
or to preventcapitalrepairsor any expenditurerequiredto comply with applicablelaws and

regulations.

3.20. Management. The Associationmay, but shallnot be requiredto,employ forthe

Associationa professionalmanagement company orcompanies atsuchcompensationastheBoard

may establish,toperformsuchdutiesand servicesastheBoard shallauthorize;provided,however,

thatsuch management company may not be terminatedby the Board unlessterminationis

approved by voteof theGeneralMembership oftheAssociation.At leastfortypercent(40%) of

totalAssociationMembers must vote,and sixty-sevenpercent(67%) ofthosevotesareneeded to

carrythechange.The Declarant,or an affiliateof theDeclarantmay be employed as managing

company ormanager.The Board may delegatetoone of itsmembers theauthoritytoacton behalf

of theBoard on allmattersrelatingto the dutiesof themanaging company or manager, ifany,

which might arisebetween meetingsoftheBoard.

3.21. Accounts and Reports.The followingmanagement standardsofperformanceshall

be followedunlesstheBoard by resolutionspecificallydeterminesotherwise:

(a) accrualaccounting,as definedby generallyacceptedaccountingprinciples,shall

be employed; providedhowever,thatany subsidyfundedby theDeclarantmay be calculatedon a

cashbasisofaccounting;

(b) accounting and controlsshould conform to generallyaccepted accounting

principles;

(c) cashaccountsoftheAssociationshallnotbe commingled withany otheraccounts;

(d) no remunerationshall be acceptedby the managing company from vendors,

independentcontractors,or othersprovidinggoods or servicestotheAssociation,whether inthe
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form of commissions, finder'sfees,servicefees,prizes,gifts,or otherwiseanythingof value

receivedshallbenefittheAssociation;

(e) any financialorotherinterestwhich themanaging company may have inany firm

providinggoods or servicestotheAssociationshallbe disclosedpromptlytotheBoard;and

(f) the followingfinancialand relatedinformationshallbe regularlypreparedand

distributedby theBoard toallMembers oftheAssociation:

(i) The Board shallcause a reservebudget and a Common Expense budget

(collectivelyreferredtoasthe"Budget")fortheAssociation(which includesthebudgetforeach

of theNeighborhoods,ifany),to be preparedforeach fiscalyearof theAssociation,a copy of

which shallbe distributedtoeach Member of theAssociationnot lessthan30 nor more than60

daysbeforethebeginningofthefiscalyeartowhich theBudget relates.A copy oftheBudget shall

be distributedpersonallyor by mail or othermanner reasonablydesignedto providedeliveryto

each oftheMembers oftheAssociation.The Budget shallincludethefollowinginformation:

(1) theestimatedrevenueand expensesoftheAssociationon an accrual

basisfortheforthcomingfiscalyear;

(2) the amount of the totalcash reservesof the Associationcurrently

availableforthe replacementor major repairof the Area of Common Responsibilityand for

contingencies;

(3) an estimateof the currentreplacementcosts,of the estimated

remaining usefullifeof,and the methods of funding to defrayfuturerepair,replacementor

additionsto,thosemajor components oftheArea ofCommon Responsibility;

(4) a generalstatementsettingforththeproceduresused by theBoard

incalculationand establishmentof reservestodefraythe futurerepair,replacementor additions

tomajor components oftheArea ofCommon Responsibility;

(5) a statementdisclosingwhether the Declarant or a Builder is

contributing"in kind" servicesor materialpursuantto a contractwith theAssociationand that

theirassessmentobligationmay be reducedor abatedby theamount oftheagreedvalueof such

servicesormaterials;and

(6) a statementdisclosingwhethera subsidycontractexistsbetween the

Declarantand theAssociation.

The Budget shallbecome effectiveunlessdisapprovedas providedinSection8.3of the

Declaration.The portionsof the Budget relatingto particularNeighborhoods shallbecome

effectiveunlessdisapprovedasprovidedinSection8.4oftheDeclaration.

If,aftertheAssociationhas distributedtheBudget toallMembers, a Member requests,in

writing,additionalcopiesof such Budget,theAssociationshall,within10 days of receiptofthe

request,providetosuch Member a copy oftheBudget.The Associationmay chargea feeforthis

service,which shallnotexceedthereasonablecosttoreproduceand delivera copy oftheBudget.

Subjecttoapplicablelaw,inlieuofdistributingtheBudget asspecifiedinthisSection,the

Board may electtodistributea summary oftheBudget ("Summary") toallMembers witha written

noticethattheBudget isavailableatthebusinessofficeoftheAssociationor atanothersuitable

locationwithintheboundariesof thePropertiesand thatcopieswillbe providedupon requestat

theexpenseoftheAssociation.Ifany Member requestsa copy oftheBudget,theAssociationshall

provideone copy totheMember withoutchargeby first-classUnitedStatesmailand deliversuch

copy within5 days of such request.The writtennoticethatisdistributedto each of theMembers

shallbe inatleast10 pointboldtypeon thefrontpage oftheSummary.

(ii) The Board shallcause an annual report("FinancialStatement")to be

preparedin accordancewith generallyacceptedaccountingprinciplesto be distributedto each

Member of theAssociationwithinone hundred 120 days aftercloseof the Association'sfiscal

year.A copy oftheFinancialStatementshallbe distributedpersonallyorby mailorothermanner

reasonablydesignedto providedeliveryto each of the Members of the Associationand shall

consistof:

(1) a balancesheetasoftheend ofthefiscalyear;

(2) an income and expense statementforthefiscalyear(thisstatement

shallincludea scheduleofassessmentsreceivedand receivablesidentifiedby thenumbers ofthe

Lotsand thenames oftheOwners assessed);and

(3) a statementofchangesinfinancialpositionforthefiscalyear.

The FinancialStatementshallbe preparedby an independentaccountantforany fiscalyear
inwhich the grossincome to theAssociationexceeds$75,000.00.IftheFinancialStatementis

not preparedby an independentaccountant,itshallbe accompanied by the certificateof an

authorizedofficeroftheAssociationthatthestatementswere preparedwithoutindependentaudit

orreviewofthebooks and recordsoftheAssociation.

(iii) The Board shalldo thefollowingatleastquarterly:

(1) cause a current reconciliationof the Association'soperating

accountstobe made and reviewthesame;

(2) causea currentreconciliationoftheAssociation'sreserveaccounts

tobe made and reviewthesame;

(3) review the currentyear'sactualreserve,revenues and expenses

compared tothecurrentyear'sBudget;

(4) reviewthemost currentaccountstatementspreparedby thefinancial

institutionwhere theAssociationhas itsoperatingand reserveaccounts;

(5) review an income and expense statementfor the Association's

operatingand reserveaccounts;and

(6) reviewthedelinquencyreportlistingallOwners who aredelinquent
inpayingany assessmentsatthetimeofthereportand describingthestatusofany actiontocollect
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suchassessmentswhich remaindelinquent.

(iv) A statementof the Association'spoliciesand practicesin enforcingits

remediesagainstMembers fordefaultinthepayment ofassessments,includingtherecordingand

foreclosingof liensagainstLots,tobe distributedtoMembers oftheAssociationwithinsixty(60)

days beforethebeginningofeach fiscalyear.

3.22. Borrowing. The Associationshallhave thepower toborrow money forany legal

purpose,provided,the Board shallobtainMember approvalin the same manner provided in

Section8.11 of the DeclarationforSpecialAssessments ifthe proposed borrowing isforthe

purpose of making discretionarycapitalimprovements and thetotalamount of such borrowing,

togetherwithallotherdebtincurredwithintheprevious12-month period,exceedsorwould exceed

5% ofthebudgetedgrossexpensesoftheAssociationforthatfiscalyear.No Mortgage lienshall

be placedon any portionoftheCommon Area withouttheaffirmativevoteorwrittenconsent,or

any combinationthereof,ofMembers representingatleast80% ofthetotalvoteintheAssociation.

3.23. RightsoftheAssociation.The Associationshallhave therighttocontractwithany
Person forthe performance of variousdutiesand functions.This rightshallinclude,without

limitation,the rightto enterintocommon management, operational,or otheragreements with

trusts,condominiums, cooperatives,orNeighborhood and otherowners or residentsassociations,
withinand outsidetheProperties;provided,any common management agreementshallrequirethe

consentofa majorityofthetotalnumber ofTrusteesoftheAssociation.The Associationshallnot

have the rightto terminateany such contractenteredintoduringthe DeclarantBoard Control

Period.

3.24. Enforcement.

(a) Notice. Priorto im ositionof an sanctionas rovidedin the Declaration,the

Board orthemanagement company shallservetheallegedviolatorwithwrittennoticeincluding:

(i)thenatureof theallegedviolation,(ii)theproposed sanctiontobe imposed,(iii)a statement

thattheallegedviolatormay presenta writtenrequestfora hearingtotheBoard withinThirty(30)

days ofdeliveryofthenotice;and (iv)a statementthattheproposedsanctionshallbe imposed as

containedinthenoticeunlessa requestfora hearingisreceivedby theBoard withinsuch time

period.Proofof propernoticeshallbe placedintheBoard'srecordbook. Proofshallbe deemed

adequateifa copy ofthenotice,togetherwith a statementofthedateand manner of delivery,is

enteredby the officer,Trustee,or company who deliveredsuch notice.The noticerequirement
shallbe deemed satisfiediftheallegedviolatorrequestsa hearing.

Ifa timelyrequestfora hearingisnotreceivedby theBoard withinThirty(30)days,the

sanctionstatedinthenoticeshallbe imposed;providedtheBoard may, butshallnotbe obligated

to,suspend any proposed sanctionifthe violationiscuredor ifa cureisdiligentlycommenced

withintheThirty(30)day period.Such suspensionshallnot constitutea waiver of therightto

sanctionfutureviolationsofthesame orotherprovisionsand rulesby any Person.

(b) Hearing. Ifa hearingisrequestedwithinthe allottedThirty(30)day period,the

hearingshallbe heldbeforetheBoard inexecutive("closed")session.The allegedviolatorshall

be affordeda reasonableopportunityto be heard. The minutes of the meeting shallcontaina

writtenstatementoftheresultsofthehearingand thesanction,ifany,imposed.
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3.25. ProhibitedActs. The Board shallnottakeany ofthefollowingactionsexceptwith

thewrittenconsentorvoteofatleasta majorityoftheMembers otherthantheDeclarant:

(a) toincuraggregateexpendituresforcapitalimprovements totheArea of Common

Responsibilityin any fiscalyear in excessof 5% of the budgeted Common Expenses of the

Associationforthatfiscalyear;

(b) to sellduringany fiscalyearpropertyof theAssociationhavingan aggregatefair

market valuegreaterthan5% ofthebudgetedCommon Expenses oftheAssociationforthatfiscal

year;

(c) to pay compensation to Trusteesor officersof the Associationfor services

performed intheconductoftheAssociation'sbusiness;provided,however,theBoard may cause

a Trusteeor officerto be reimbursedforexpenses incurredin carryingon the businessof the

Association;or

(d) to enterintoa contractwith a thirdPerson wherein thethirdPerson willfurnish

goods or servicesfortheArea of Common Responsibilityor the Associationfora term not to

exceedthree(3)years,withthefollowingexceptions:

(i) agreements for cable televisionservicesand equipment or satellite

televisionservicesand equipment not toexceed sixyearsduration,providedthatthe supplieris

notan entityinwhich Declaranthas a director indirectInterestof 10% ormore; and

(ii) agreementsforsaleor leaseof burglaralarm and firealarm equipment,
installationand servicesthereof,nottoexceed fiveyearsduration,providedthatthesupplierisnot

an entityinwhich Declaranthas a director indirectinterestof 10% or more.

No contractwith theAssociationnegotiatedby Declarantshallexceed a term of one year

exceptasmay otherwisebe providedinparagraph(d)ofthisSection.

ArticleIV

Officers

4.1. Officers.The officersof the Associationshallbe a President,Vice President,

Secretary,and Treasurerand shallbe electedfrom among themembers oftheBoard;otherofficers

may, butneed notbe members oftheBoard.The Board may appointsuch otherofficers,including
one ormore AssistantSecretariesand one ormore AssistantTreasurers,asitshalldeem desirable,

such officerstohave theauthorityand perform thedutiesprescribedby theBoard. Any two (2)
ormore officesmay be heldby thesame person,excepttheofficesofPresidentand Secretary.

4.2. Electionand Term ofOffice.The Board shallelecttheofilcersoftheAssociation

atthefirstmeetingofthenewly electedBoard assetforthinArticleIII.The newly electedBoard

shallofficiallybe sworn inand assume theirresponsibilitiesatthismeeting.

4.3. Removal and Vacancies. The Board may remove any officerwhenever in its

judgment thebestinterestsoftheAssociationwillbe served.A vacancy arisingbecauseofdeath,

resignation,removal,orotherwisemay be filledby theBoard fortheunexpiredportionoftheterm.
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4.4. Powers and Duties.The officersof theAssociationshalleach have such powers
and dutiesasgenerallypertaintotheirrespectiveoffices,aswellassuchpowers and dutiesasmay

specificallybe conferredor imposed by theBoard ofTrustees.The Presidentshallbe thechief

executiveofficerof theAssociation.The Vice PresidentshallactinthePresident'sabsenceand

shallhave allpowers,dutiesand responsibilitiesprovidedforthePresidentwhen so acting.The

Secretaryshallkeep theminutesofallmeetingsoftheAssociationand theBoard and shallhave

chargeof such books and papersastheBoard may direct.IntheSecretary'sabsence,any officer

directedby theBoard shallperform alldutiesincidenttotheofficeof Secretary.The Treasurer

shallhave primary responsibilityfor the preparationof the budget as provided for in the

Declarationand theseBy-Laws and may delegateallor partof thepreparationand notification

dutiestoa financecommittee,management company, or both.

4.5. Resignation.Any officermay resignatany time by givingwrittennoticeto the

Board of Trustees,thePresident,ortheSecretary.Such resignationshalltakeeffecton thedate

ofthereceiptof such noticeor atany latertime specifiedtherein,and unlessotherwisespecified

therein,theacceptanceof suchresignationshallnotbe necessarytomake iteffective.

4.6. Agreements, Contracts,Deeds, Leases,Checks, Etc. All agreements,contracts,

deeds,leases,checks,and otherinstrumentsof theAssociation(otherthan forthewithdrawalof

reservefunds)shallbe executedby atleasttwo officersorby suchotherpersonorpersonsasmay
be designatedby resolutionof theBoard. The Board shallrequiresignaturesforthewithdrawal

ofreservefundsofeithertwo members oftheBoard or a member oftheBoard and officerofthe

Associationwho isnotalsoa member oftheBoard. For purposesofthisSection,"reservefunds"

means monies the Board has identifiedin the Budget for use to defraythe futurerepairor

replacementof,or additions,to thosemajor components which the Associationisobligatedto

mamtam.

4.7. Compensation. Compensation of officersshallbe subjecttothe same limitations

ascompensationofTrusteesunder Section3.13.

ArticleV

Committees

5.1. General.The Board may establishsuch committeesand charterclubsas itdeems

appropriateto perform such tasksand functionsas the Board may designateby resolution;

provided,however, any committee member, includingthecommittee chair,may be removed by
thevoteof a majorityof theTrustees.Any resolutionestablishinga charterclubshalldesignate
therequirements,ifany,formembership therein.Each committee and charterclubshalloperate
inaccordancewiththetermsoftheresolutionestablishingsuchcommittee orcharterclub.

5.2. Deed RestrictionEnforcement Committee. In additionto any othercommittees

which theBoard may establishpursuanttoSection5.1,theBoard shallappointa Deed Restriction

Enforcement Committee consistingofatleastthreeand no more thanseven Members. Acting in

accordancewiththeprovisionsoftheDeclaration,theseBy-Laws, and resolutionstheBoard may

adopt,the Deed RestrictionReinforcement Committee shallbe responsibleto taking such

enforcementactionsetforthinSection4.3(b)oftheDeclarationand be thehearingtribunalofthe

Associationand shallconducthearingsheldpursuanttoSection3.24.The Board may alsoappoint
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a subcommitteeconsistingofatleastthree(3)and no more thanseven(7)members tofunctionas

thejuryortrierof factsforallhearingsheldpursuanttoSection3.24.

5.3. ArchitecturalReview Committee. Inadditiontoany othercommitteeswhich the

Board may establishpursuanttoSection5.1,unlesstheDeclarantcontinuestohave therightto

appointallmembers oftheARC pursuanttoSection9.2oftheDeclaration,theBoard shall

appointan ArchitecturalReview Committee or itssuccessor,theModificationCommittee,

consistingofatleastthree(3)and no more thanseven(7)members. Actinginaccordancewith

theprovisionsoftheDeclaration,thecommittee shallapproveallarchitecturalplansfor

conformance withthedesignstandardsperSection9.2oftheDeclaration.

ArticleVI

Miscellaneous

6.1. FiscalYear. The fiscalyear of the Associationshallbe July 1 throughJune 30,
unlessotherwiseestablishedby Board resolution.

6.2. ParliamentaryRules. Except as may be modifiedby Board resolution,Robert's

Rules ofOrder (currentedition)shallgoverntheconductofAssociationproceedingswhen not in

conflictwithUtah law,theArticlesof Incorporation,theDeclaration,ortheseBy-Laws.

6.3. Conflicts.Ifthereareconflictsbetween theprovisionsofUtah law,theArticlesof

Incorporation,theDeclaration,and theseBy-Laws, theprovisionsof Utah law,the Declaration,
theArticlesof Incorporation,and theBy-Laws (inthatorder)shallprevail.

6.4. Books and Records.

(a) Inspectionby Members and Mortgagees. The Board shallmake availablefor

inspectionand copying by any holder,insureror guarantorof a firstMortgage on a Lot,any

Member, orthedulyappointedrepresentativeof any of theforegoingatany reasonabletime and

fora purpose reasonablyrelatedto hisor her interestina Lot:the Declaration,By-Laws, and

Articlesof Incorporation,including any amendments, the rulesof the Association,the

membership register,books of account,and theminutesof meetingsoftheMembers, theBoard,
and committees. The Board shallprovideforsuch inspectionto takeplaceattheofficeof the

Associationor atsuch otherplacewithinthePropertiesastheBoard shalldesignate.

(b) Rules forInspection.The Board shallestablishruleswithrespectto:

(i) noticetobe giventothecustodianoftherecords;

(ii) hoursand days oftheweek when suchan inspectionmay be made; and

(iii) payment ofthecostofreproducingcopiesofdocuments requested.

(c) Inspectionby Trustees. Every Trustee shallhave the absoluterightat any
reasonabletime to inspectallbooks,records,and documents oftheAssociationand thephysical

propertiesowned or controlledby theAssociation.The rightof inspectionby a Trusteeincludes

therighttomake a copy of relevantdocuments attheexpenseoftheAssociation.
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6.5. Notices. Except as otherwiseprovidedinthe Declarationor theseBy-Laws, all

notices,demands, bills,statements,or othercommunications underthe Declarationor theseBy-
Laws shallbe inwritingand shallbe deemed tohave been dulygivenifdeliveredpersonallyorif

sentby United Statesmail,firstclasspostageprepaid:

(a) iftoa Member, attheaddresswhich theMember hasdesignatedinwritingand filed

with the Secretaryor,ifno such addresshas been designated,attheaddressof the Lot of such

Member; or

(b) iftotheAssociation,theBoard,orthemanaging company, attheprincipaloffice

of the associationor themanaging company or atsuch otheraddressas shallbe designatedby
noticeinwritingtotheMembers pursuanttothisSection.

6.6. Amendment.

(a) By Declarant.Priortotheconveyance of thefirstLot toan Owner, theDeclarant

may unilaterallyamend theseBy-Laws. Aftertheconveyance of the firstLot to an Owner, the

Declarantmay unilaterallyamend theseBy-Laws onlyifsuchamendment is:(i)necessarytobring

any provisionintocompliance with any applicablegovernmentalstatutes,rule,regulation,or

judicialdetermination;(ii)necessarytoenableany reputabletitleinsurancecompany toissuetitle

insurancecoverageon theLots;(iii)requiredby an institutionalorgovernmentallender,purchaser,
insureror guarantorof Mortgage loans,including,forexample,the FederalNationalMortgage
Associationor FederalHome Loan Mortgage Corporation,toenableittomake, purchase,insure

orguaranteemortgage loanson theLots;or(iv)otherwisenecessarytosatisfytherequirementsof

any governmentalagency forapprovaloftheseBy-Laws. Thereafterand otherwise,theseBy-Laws

may be amended inaccordancewith subsection(b).

(b) By Members Generaliv. Except as provided above, these By-Laws may be

amended only by the affirmativevote or writtenconsent,or any combinationthereof,of sixty-
sevenpercent(67%) ofthetotalofthosewho vote,providedthat,atleastfortypercent(40%) of

the totalvotes in the Associationare cast,and with the consentof the Declarantduring the

DeclarantBoard ControlPeriod.Inaddition,theapprovalrequirementssetforthinArticleXII of

the Declarationshallbe met, ifapplicable.Notwithstandingthe above,the percentageof votes

necessarytoamend a specificclauseshallnotbe lessthantheprescribedpercentageofaffirmative

votesrequiredforactiontobe takenunderthatclause.

Ifan Owner consentsto any amendment tothe Declarationof theseBy-Laws, itwillbe

conclusivelypresumed thatsuch Owner has theauthorityto do so,and no contraryprovisionin

any mortgage or contractbetween the Owner and a thirdpartywillaffectthe validityof such

amendment.
