WOHALI MASTER OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.

These BYLAWS OF WOHALI MASTER OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.,areeffective

upon recording in the Summit County Recorder's Office pursuant to the Utah Community

Ownership Act (asamended, the"Community AssociationAct") and theUtah Revised Nonprofit

CorporationAct (asamended, the"Nonprofit Act" and togetherwiththeCommunity Association

Act,the"Acts").

RECITALS

A. Wohali Master Owners Association,Inc.(the"Master Association")isorganized
foralllawfulpurposes forwhich a nonprofitcorporationmay be organizedunder the Nonprofit
Act, subjectto the terms and conditionscontained in the Master Declarationof Covenants,

Conditions,Restrictions,and Easements for Wohali (the "Declaration") and the Articlesof

Incorporation.

B. These Bylaws are adopted to complement the Declaration,to furtherdefinethe

rightsof theMaster Associationand the Owners, toprovide forthe abilityto effectivelygovern
and operatetheMaster Associationand theProjectknown as "Wohali Resort,"and tofurtherthe

Master Association'seffortstoprovidea qualitylivingenvironment.

ARTICLE I

DEFINITIONS

1.1 Except as otherwise provided herein or as may be requiredby the context,all

capitalizedterms used hereinshallhave the same meaning and effectas used and definedin the

Declaration.

ARTICLE II

APPLICATION

2.1 All present and futureOwners, Mortgagees, and Residents who may use the

facilitiesof the Projectinany manner are subjectto theseBylaws, the Declaration,and Wohali

ResortRules (the"Rules").The mere acquisitionor rentalofany of theLots,Units,or Parcels,or

the mere actof occupancy or use of any saidLots,Units,Parcels,or the Common Areas will

signifythatthese Bylaws, the Declaration,and the Rules are accepted,ratified,and will be

complied withby saidpersons.Owners, Mortgagees and Residentsareresponsiblethatany oftheir

inviteesand guestswho may use thefacilitiesoftheProjectinany mattercomply totheseBylaws,
theDeclaration,and theRules.

ARTICLE III

OWNERS

3.1 Annual Meetings. The annual meeting ofthe Owners shallbe held each year on a

day and time statedin,or fixedin accordance with,a resolutionof the Board of Directors.The

purposes of theannual meeting may includethe electionof Board Members, the distributionof

financialreportsand budget,a review of any revisionsto theRules,distributingthemost recent

reservestudy,and totransactsuch otherbusinessas may come beforethemeeting.Iftheelection
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of Board Members cannot be held duringthe annual meeting,or atany adjournment thereof,the

Board shallcausetheelectiontobe heldeitherata specialmeeting of theOwners tobe convened

as soon thereafteras may be convenientor atthenext annualmeeting.The Board may from time

totime by resolutionchange the month, date,and time fortheannual meeting.Annual meetings
shallnot be requiredduring the DeclarantControl Period,but the Declarantmay hold annual

meetings atitsdiscretion.

3.2 SpecialMeetings. Specialmeetings of theOwners may be calledby a majorityof

theBoard, thePresident,orupon thewrittenrequestof Owners holdingnot lessthanfortypercent

(40%) of thevotinginterestsof theMaster Association.Any writtenrequestfora specialmeeting

presentedby theOwners shallbe deliveredtothePresidentand shallincludetheoriginalsignature
of each Owner affirmativelysupportingsuch requestalong with a complete statementof the

purpose of themeeting on each page containingsignatures.The Presidentshallthencall,provide
noticeof,and conduct a specialmeeting withinforty-five(45) days of receiptof the Owners'

request.During the Declarant Control Period,specialmeetings may only be calledby the

Declarant.

3.3 Place of Meetings. The Board may designateany placein Summit County, Utah

thatisreasonablyconvenientforthe Owners as the place of meeting forany annual or special

meeting.

3.4 Notice of Meetings. The Board shallcause writtenor printednoticeof the date,
time,locationand a descriptionof any matteror mattersthatmust be approved by the Owners or

forwhich theOwners' approvalissought under Sections825, 910, 1003, 1010, 1002, 1202 and
1402 of theNonprofitAct (and inthecase of a specialmeeting,thepurpose or purposes)forall

Owner meetings.Such writtenorprintednoticeshallbe deliveredtoeach Owner ofrecordentitled
tovote atsuch meeting not more than sixty(60)days',nor lessthan ten(10)days',priorto the

meeting.Such noticemay be sentvia email,text,hand-delivery,orregularmail.Ifsentby email
ortext,such noticeshallbe deemed deliveredand effectiveon thedatetransmittedtotheOwner's
email addressor telephonenumber registeredwith theMaster Association.Ifmailed,such notice
shallbe deemed tobe deliveredand effectiveon thedatedepositedintheU.S. mail ifaddressed
totheOwner's addressregisteredwiththeMaster Association.Each Owner shallregisterwith the
Master Associationsuch Owner's currentemail address,phone number, and mailingaddressfor

purposesof noticehereunder.Such registeredemail,phone number, and mailingaddressmay be

changed from timetotimeby noticeinwritingtotheMaster Association.Ifno addressisregistered
with theMaster Association,theaddressofrecordwith Summit County shallbe deemed tobe the
Owner's registeredaddressand noticetosuch addressmay be made by first-classmail.An Owner

may opt out of receivingnoticesfrom theMaster Associationviaemail or textby givingwritten
noticetotheBoard statingthattheOwner willnot acceptnoticesby way ofemail or text.

3.5 Qualified Voters. An Owner shallbe deemed to be in "good standing" and
"entitledtovote"atany meeting ifsuch Owner has fullypaid such Owner's Assessment account

(togetherwith any interestand/or late fees) at leastforty-eight(48) hours prior to the
commencement of the meeting and is not in violationof any provision of the Governing
Documents (eachsuch Owner, a "QualifiedVoter").

3.6 Record Date forNotice Purposes. The Board may designatea recorddate,which
shallnot be more than sixty(60)days and not lessthan ten(10)days priortothemeeting,forthe

purpose of determiningOwners entitledtonoticeof any meeting of theOwners. Ifno recorddate
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isdesignated,thelastdateon which a noticeofthemeeting ismailed ordeliveredshallbe deemed
tobe therecorddatefordeterminingOwners entitledtonotice.The personsor entitiesappearing
intherecordsoftheMaster Associationon such recorddateastheOwners ofrecordofLots,Units,
orParcelsintheProjectshallbe deemed tobe theOwners ofrecordentitledtonoticeoftheOwner

meeting.

3.7 Ouorum. Those Owners presentinperson or by proxy atany duly calledmeeting
thatiscalledand held in compliance with the requirementsof thisArticleIII,shallconstitutea

quorum fortheadoptionof decisions.

3,8 Proxies.At each Owner meeting,each Owner entitledto vote shallbe entitledto
vote in person or by proxy;provided,however, thatthe rightto vote by proxy shallexistonly
where theinstrumentauthorizingsuch proxy toactshallhave been signedby theOwner or by the
Owner's attorney-in-fact.A proxy may be writtenon paper orreceivedviaemail,text,orany other
electronicor physicalmeans. A signatureas requiredhereinshallmean any indicationthatthe
document isfrom and consentedtoby theperson who ispurportedtohave sentit.Ifa Lot,Unit,
or Parcelisjointlyowned, the instrumentauthorizinga proxy to actmay be executedby any one

(1)Owner of such Lot, Unit,or Parcelor the Owner's attorney-in-factwhen duly authorizedin

writing.A proxy given by or on behalfof an Owner to any person who representsthe Owner at

meetings of theMaster Associationshallbe inwriting,dated,and signedby such Owner or such
Owner's attorney-in-fact.Such instrumentmay allowtheproxy tovoteon any issuearisingatany
particularmeeting(s),or may setforththe specificmattersor issuesupon which the proxy is
authorizedto act.Proxiesshallbe filedwith the Secretary(orwith such otherofficeror person
who may be actingas Secretaryofthemeeting)beforethemeeting iscalledtoorder.The Secretary
shallrecordallproxiesinthemeeting minutes.

3.9 Votes.With respecttoeach mattersubmittedtoan Owner vote,each Owner entitled
to vote at the meeting shallhave the rightto cast,in person or by proxy, the number of votes

appertainingtothe Lot,Unit,or Parcelof such Owner, in accordance with theDeclaration.The
affirmativevoteof a majorityofthevotesentitledtobe castby theOwners presentorrepresented
by proxy ata meeting atwhich a quorum was initiallypresentshallbe necessaryfortheadoption
of any matter voted on by Owners, unless a greaterproportionis requiredby the Articlesof

Incorporation,theseBylaws, or theDeclaration.When a Lot,Unit,orParcelisjointlyowned, any
Owner may exercisethevote forsuch Lot,Unit,or Parcelon behalfof allco-Owners of theLot,
Unit,or Parcel.In the event of two (2)conflictingvotesby co-Owners of a Lot,Unit,or Parcel,
no vote shallbe counted forthatLot,Unit,or Parcel.In no event shallfractionalor cumulative
votesbe exercisedwith respecttoany Lot,Unit,or Parcel.Only thoseOwners who areQualified
Voters shallbe entitledtovote,whether inperson or by proxy.

3.10 Waiver of Irregularities.All inaccuraciesand irregularitiesincallsor noticesof

meetings and in the manner of voting,in the form of proxiesand the method of ascertaining
Owners present,and in the decisionand votes of the Board or of the Owners shallbe deemed
waived by thoseOwners inattendanceifno objectionismade atthemeeting.For thoseOwners
who arenot inattendanceatthemeeting,therighttochallengeinaccuraciesand irregularitiesin

calls,notices,voting,and decisionsshallbe waived ifno objectionismade withinthirty(30)days
of thedateofthemeeting.

3.11 Action Taken Without a Meeting. Owners have therighttotakeany actioninthe
absence of a meeting which they could take at a meeting by obtainingthe writtenapproval of
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Owners inaccordance with therequirementsof Sections707 and 709 of theNonprofitAct, and

any otherapplicablesectionof the Acts.Any actionso approved shallhave the same effectas

though takenatan Owner meeting.Ballotsorwrittenconsentsmay be obtainedviaany electronic
orphysicalmeans includingbut not limitedtoemail,text,or paper document.

3.12 Minutes of Meetings. The Secretary,or the Manager, shalltake minutes of all

meetings of the Owners. The minutes shallinclude,at a minimum, the following:(1) the

identificationof the Persons present in person and by proxy, (2) the meeting date,(3) the
identificationof any issuethatisvoted on or decidedinthemeeting,(4)thenumber ofvotescast
forand againstany issuedecidedupon, and (5)theexactwording of any resolutionpassed atthe

meeting.The failureto take appropriateminutes or otherwisecomply with thissectiondoes not
invalidateany actiontaken at a meeting.Draftmeeting minutes foreach annual meeting of the
Owners shallbe made availabletoallOwners withinsixty(60)days of theannual meeting.

ARTICLE IV

BOARD OF DIRECTORS

4.1 Powers. The Projectand the businessand affairsof the Master Associationshall
be governed and managed by theBoard of Directors.The Board may exercisebusinessjudgment
and allof the powers of the Master Association,whether derived from the Declaration,these

Bylaws, the Articles,or the Acts, except such powers thatthe Declaration,these Bylaws, the

Articles,and theActs vestsolelyin theOwners.

4.2 Number and Qualifications.The Board of Directorsshallbe composed of three

(3)Persons.AftertheDeclarantControlPeriod,theBoard Members must be atleasteighteen(18)
yearsold and must be an Owner orthespouse ofan Owner of a Lot,Unit,orParcelintheProject.
Ifan Owner isa corporation,partnership,limitedliabilitycompany, or trust,an officer,partner,
member, manager, agent,trustee,or beneficiaryof such Owner may be a Board Member. Ifa
Board Member ceasestomeet any requiredqualificationsduringtheBoard Member's term,such

person'smembership on theBoard shallautomaticallyterminate.

4.3 Election.During theDeclarantControlPeriod,Board Members shallbe appointed
solelyby Declarant.Following theDeclarantControlPeriod,theelectionofBoard Members shall
be made by theOwners and must atalltimeshave atleastone (1)Board Member be an Owner of
a ResortUnitand atleastone (1)Board Member shallbe an Owner of a Lot.At such election,the
Owners or theirproxiesmay cast,with respecttoeach vacancy,asmany votesasthey areentitled
to exerciseunder the provisionsof the Declaration.The Master Associationmay acceptwritten
ballotsforBoard Member electionvotingpurposesfrom thoseMembers unabletoattenda meeting
in which an electionisheld.The persons receivingthe largestnumber of votesshallbe elected.
The electionof Board Members may be conducted through open votingor by secretballotupon
therequestof any Owner. Cumulative votingisnotpermitted.

4.4 Term of Office.During theDeclarantControlPeriod,Board Member terms shall
be determinedexclusivelyby Declarant.Following theDeclarantControlPeriod,theOwners shall
electBoard Members fortwo (2)yearterms.However, atthefirstelectionfollowingtheDeclarant
ControlPeriod,themajorityof Board Members receivingthehighestvoteswillhold two (2)year
terms and theremaining willhold a one (1)year term to establishstaggeredterms.(i.e.two (2)
Board Members willservea two (2)yearterm and one (1)Board Member willservea one (1)year
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term)The terms shallbe staggeredand overlapso thatelectionsforBoard Member positionsare
held each yearattheannualmeeting.Board Members may serveconsecutiveterms ifelected.

4.5 Regular Meetings. The Board shallhold meetings atleastannuallyor more often
atthediscretionof theBoard. During theDeclarantControlPeriod,Board Meetings shallbe held
atthediscretionof theDeclarantso long asatleastone (1)Board Meeting isheld each yearand a
Board Meeting isheld each time theMaster Associationincreasesa feeorraisesan Assessment.

4.6 SpecialMeetines. Specialmeetings oftheBoard may be calledby thePresidentor
a majorityofBoard Members on atleasttwo (2)businessdays'priornoticetoeach Board Member.

4.7 Meeting Notice. Notice shallbe given to Owners who have requestednotice

personally,and Board Members, by email,orby telephone,includingtextmessage atleasttwo (2)
businessdays' in advance of the meeting; provided thatsuch noticeshallnot be requiredif

(a)noticeof the Board meeting was includedin a Board meeting schedulethatwas previously
provided to the Owners, or (b)the Board meeting isto address an emergency. By unanimous
consentof theBoard, Board meetings may be held withoutcallor noticetothe Board Members,
butnoticeshallalways be provided,exceptas contemplatedinclauses(a)and (b)above,tothose
Owners who have requestednoticeofBoard meetings.

4.8 Quorum and Manner of Action.A majorityof Board Members shallconstitutea

quorum forthetransactionof business.The actof a majorityof theBoard Members presentatany
meeting atwhich a quorum ispresent,and forwhich propernoticewas provided,shallbe theact
of the Board. Board Members shallact only as the Board of Directors,and individualBoard
Members shallhave no powers as such.

4.9 Owner Attendance. Any Owner may request notice of Board meetings by
requestingsuch noticefrom a Board Member and providinga validemail addressatwhich the
Owner willreceivenotice.Owners who have requestednoticeof Board meetings shallbe given
noticealong with theBoard Members and shallbe provided any call-innumber or othermeans of
attendanceby electroniccommunication thatisprovided toBoard Members. IfOwners attenda
Board meeting,theBoard shallselecta specificperiodof time duringthemeeting toallow Owner
comrnents and limitOwner comments to such time period.The Board in itssolediscretionmay
seta reasonablelengthof time thateach Owner may speak.

4.10 Open Meetings. Except as provided in (a) through (f)below, following the
DeclarantControlPeriod,Board meetings shallbe open to Owners. The Board may hold a closed
executivesessionduringa meeting of theBoard ifthepurpose of theclosedexecutivesessionis
to:

(a) Consultwith legalcounseltoobtainlegaladviceand discusslegalmatters;

(b) Discuss existingor potentiallitigation,mediation,arbitration,or an administrative

proceeding;

(c) Discussa labororpersonnelmatter;

(d) Discuss a matter relatingto contractnegotiations,includingthe review of a bid or

proposal;

(e) Discussa matterinvolvinga Person,iftheBoard determinesthatpublicknowledge of
thematterwould violatethePerson'sprivacy;or

(f) Discussa delinquentassessment.
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During the Declarant Control Period,Board meetings may be closed to Owners; provided,
however, thatthe Board, in itssolediscretionand without obligation,determinesto open the

meeting (ora portionthereof)totheOwners; provided,further,thatduringtheDeclarantControl
PeriodtheMaster Associationmust hold open Board meetings atleastone (1)time per year,and
each time theMaster Associationincreasesa feeorraisesan Assessment.

4.11 Board Meetings Generally. The Board may designateany place in Summit

County as the placeof meeting forany regularor specialBoard meeting.The Board may allow
attendanceand participationatany Board meeting by telephoneorany otherelectronicmeans that
allowsforBoard Members to communicate orallyinrealtime.Following theDeclarantControl

Period,ifa Board meeting isheld by telephone,theMaster Associationshallprovide the call-in
informationsuch thatOwners may call-intoaccessthemeeting.

4.12 Board Action. Notwithstandingnoncompliance with any provisionwithin these

Bylaws, Board actionisbindingand validunlesssetasideby a courtof law.A personchallenging
thevalidityofa Board actionforfailuretocomply with theseBylaws may notbringthechallenge
more than sixty(60)days aftertheBoard has takentheactionindispute.

4.13 Compensation. No Board Member shallreceivecompensation forany services
thatsuch person may renderto theMaster Associationas a Board Member; provided,however,
thata Board Member may be reimbursedforexpenses incurredinperformance of such dutiesasa
Board Member to the extent such expenses are approved by a majority of the other Board
Members. Nothing herein contained shallbe construed to preclude any Board Member from

serving the Projectin any other capacityand receivingcompensation therefore,so long as

approved inadvance by a majorityofdisinterestedBoard Members.

4.14 Resignation and Removal. A Board Member may resignatany time by delivering
a written resignationto another Board Member. Unless otherwise specifiedtherein,such

resignationshalltakeeffectupon delivery.Any Board Member who isappointedby theDeclarant

may only be removed by theDeclarant.The Declarantmay remove a Board Member itappoints
atany time and forany reason,initssolediscretion.A Board Member electedby theOwners after
the DeclarantControl Period may be removed at any time,with or without cause,at a special
meeting of the Owners duly calledforsuch purpose upon theaffirmativevoteof more than fifty
percent(50%) of the entirevoting interestsof the Master Association.At such a meeting, the
Owners shallvote for a new Board Member to fillthe remaining term of the removed Board
Member. Board Members may alsobe removed by a majorityvote of the other activeBoard
Members upon theoccurrenceof any of thefollowing:(a)failureto attendthree(3)consecutive
Board meetings;(b)failuretoremain currenton Assessments,or (c)a violationof theGoverning
Documents. If removal occurs based on the preceding sentence,then the remaining Board
Members may appointa replacementtoservetheremaining term oftheremoved Board Member.

4.15 Vacancies. Ifvacanciesoccur in the Board during the DeclarantControlPeriod,
theDeclarantshallappointa Board Member tofillthevacancy.Following theDeclarantControl
Period, if vacancies occur in the Board for any reason (includingdeath, resignation,or

disqualification)exceptremoval by theOwners, theBoard Members then inofficeshallcontinue
toact,and such vacanciesshallbe filledby a majorityvote of theBoard Members then inoffice,
though lessthan a quorum. A vacancy inthe Board occurringby reason of removal of a Board
Member by theOwners may be filledby electionoftheOwners atthemeeting atwhich such Board
Member isremoved. Any Board Member electedor appointedhereunder to filla vacancy shall
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serve for the unexpired term of his predecessor.Except by reason of death, resignation,
disqualification,or removal, Board Members shallcontinueto serve untiltheirsuccessorsare
elected.

4.16 Action Without a Meeting. Board Members have the rightto take any actionin
the absence of a meeting which they could take at a meeting subjectto the requirementsof
Section813 of the Nonprofit Act and any otherapplicablesectionsof the Acts. Any actionso

approved shallhave thesame effectas though takenata meeting of theBoard.

4.17 Waiver of Notice.Before or atany meeting of theBoard, any Board Member or
Owner may waive noticeofsuch meeting and such waiver shallbe deemed theequivalentofproper
notice.Attendance by a Board Member orOwner atany meeting thereofshallbe a waiver ofnotice

by thatBoard Member or Owner of thetime,place,and purpose thereof.

4.18 Ad journment. The Board may adjournany meeting from day today forsuch other
time as may be prudentor necessary,provided thatno meeting may be adjournedforlongerthan

thirty(30)days.

4.19 Meeting. A Board meeting does not includea gatheringof Board Members at
which theBoard does notconduct and vote on Master Associationbusiness.

ARTICLE V

OFFICERS

5.1 Officers.The officersof the Master Associationshallbe a President,Secretary,
Treasurer,and such other officersas may be appointed by the Board. Notwithstanding the

immediately preceding sentence,officersshallnot be requiredduring the Declarant Control
Period.

5.2 Election,Tenure, and Qualifications.Officersshallbe electedby the Board at
thefirstBoard meeting followingeach annualmeeting of theOwners. Each officershallhold such
officeuntilthenextensuingmeeting oftheBoard followingtheannualmeeting oftheOwners and
untila successor has been electedand qualified,or untilsuch officer'sdeath,resignation,
disqualification,or removal inthemanner provided intheseBylaws, whichever firstoccurs.Any
personmay holdany two (2)ormore of such offices,exceptthatthePresidentmay not alsobe the

Secretary.No personholdingtwo (2)or more officesshallactinor executeany instrumentinthe

capacityofmore than one (1)office.

5.3 Subordinate Officers.The Board may appointsuch otherofficersor agentsas it

may deem advisable,each of whom shallhave such title,hold officeforsuch period,have such

authority,and perform such dutiesas theBoard may from time totime determine.

5.4 Resignation and Removal. Officersmay resignatany timeby deliveringa written

resignationto any Board Member or to any managing agent of the Master Association.Unless
otherwisespecifiedtherein,such resignationshalltakeeffectupon delivery.Any officermay be
removed and replacedupon theaffirmativevote of a majorityof theBoard Members atany time,
with or withoutcause.

5.5 Vacancies. If a vacancy occurs in any officeby reason of death,resignation,
removal,disqualificationor any othercause,or ifa new officeshallbe created,such vacanciesor

newly createdofficesmay be filledby majorityvote of theBoard atany regularor specialBoard

meeting.
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5.6 President.The Presidentshallbe the chiefexecutiveof the Master Association.
The Presidentshallpresideatmeetings of theBoard of Directorsand atmeetings of theOwners.
At the meetings,the Presidentshallhave allauthoritytypicallygrantedto the person presiding
over themeeting includingbut not limitedto:(a)therighttocontroltheorderof themeeting,(b)
therighttoarrangefortheremoval of any disruptiveOwner orperson,and (c)therighttoimpose
and enforce reasonablerulesand procedures relatedto the meeting, such as those found in
"Robert'sRules of Order" or "The Modern Rules of Order."The Presidentshallsignon behalfof
the Master Associationallconveyances,mortgages,documents, and contracts,and shalldo and

perform allotheractsand thingsasrequiredby theBoard. Additionally,thePresidentisauthorized
toprepare,execute,certify,and record,on behalfof theMaster Association,any amendments to
theDeclarationthatareadopted and approved pursuanttotheterms and conditionsthereof.

5.7 Secretary. The Secretaryshallkeep the minutes of the Master Association,
includingtheminutes of Board and Owner meetings,and shallmaintainsuch books and records
astheseBylaws, theDeclaration,Rules,any resolutiontheBoard,or Section1601 oftheNonprofit
Act may require.The Secretaryshallalso act in the place of the Presidentin the event of the
President'sabsence or inabilityor refusalto act.The dutiesof the Secretarymay be delegatedto
the Manager by the Board. Additionally,the Secretary,at the directionof the President,is
authorizedto prepare,execute,certify,and record,on behalf of the Master Association,any
amendments totheDeclarationthatareadopted and approved pursuanttothetermsand conditions
thereof.

5.8 Treasurer. The Treasurershallhave the custody and controlof the funds and
financialaccounts of the Master Association,subjectto the action of the Board, and when

requestedby thePresident,shallreportthestateofthe financesof theMaster Associationateach
meeting of theOwners and atany meeting of theBoard. The Treasurershallperform such other
dutiesas requiredby theBoard. The dutiesof theTreasurermay be delegatedtotheManager by
theBoard.

5.9 Compensation. No officershallreceivecompensation forany servicesrenderedto
the Master Associationas an officer;provided,however, thatan officermay be reimbursed for

expenses incurredin performance of such dutiesas an officerto the extentsuch expenses are

approved by theBoard.

ARTICLE VI

COMMITTEES

6.1 Designation of Committees. The Board may designatecommittees orboards as it
deems appropriatein carryingout itsduties,responsibilities,functions,and powers. At leasttwo
(2)Board Members must be appointedto serveon each such committee or board.No committee
members shallreceivecompensation forservicesrenderedtotheMaster Associationas a member
ofa committee orboard;provided,however, thata committee orboard member may be reimbursed
forexpenses incurredinperformance ofsuch dutiesasa committee orboard member, totheextent
thatsuch expensesareapproved by theBoard.A committee orboard shallnothave powers,duties,
or responsibilitiesbeyond thosespecificallyassignedby the Board in a writtenresolution.The
Board may terminatea committee or board atany time.

6.2 Proceeding of Committees or Boards. Each committee or board may appointits
own presidingand recordingofficersand may meet atsuch placesand timesand upon such notice
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as such committee or board may determine.Each such committee orboard shallkeep a recordof
itsproceedingsand shallregularlyreportsuch recordstotheBoard.

6.3 Quorum and Manner of Acting. At each committee or board meeting, the

presence of members constitutingat leasta majority of the authorizedmembership of such
committee or board (butin no event fewer than two (2)members) shallconstitutea quorum for
the transactionof business,and the act of a majorityof the mernbers presentat any meeting at
which a quorum ispresentshallbe the actof such committee or board.The committee or board
members shallactonly as a committee or board,and theindividualmembers thereofshallhave no

powers as such.A committee orboard may only exercisetheauthoritygrantedtoitby theBoard.

6.4 Resignation and Removal. A committee or board member may resignatany time

by deliveringa writtenresignationtoa Board Member, orthepresidingofficerof such committee
or board.Unless otherwisespecifiedtherein,such resignationshalltakeeffectupon delivery.The
Board may atany time,with or withoutcause,remove any committee orboard member.

6.5 Vacancies. Ifany vacancy occursina committee or board due to disqualification,
death,resignation,removal, or otherwise,theremaining members shall,untilthefillingof such

vacancy by theBoard, constitutethethen totalauthorizedmembership ofthecommittee or board
and,provided thattwo (2)or more members areremaining,may continueto act. Such vacancy
may be filledatany meeting of theBoard.

ARTICLE VII

INDEMNIFICATION

7.1 Indemnification.No Board Member, officer,or committee or board member shall
be personallyliableforany obligationsof theMaster Associationor forany dutiesor obligations
arisingout of any actsor conduct saidBoard Member, officer,or committee or board member
performed for or on behalfof the Master Association.The Master Associationshalland does

hereby indemnify and hold harmlesseach person who shallserveatany timeas a Board Member,
officer,or committee or board member of the Master Association,as well as such person'sheirs
and administrators,from and againstany and allclaims,judgments and liabilitiesto which such
personsshallbecome subject,by reasonofthatpersonhaving heretoforeorhereafterbeen a Board
Member, officer,or committee or board member of the Master Associationor by reason of any
actionallegedto have been heretoforeor hereaftertakenor omittedtohave been takenby him as
such Board Member, officer,or committee or board member and shallreimburseany such person
foralllegaland otherexpensesreasonablyincurredinconnectionwith any such claim orliability;
provided thatno such person shallbe indemnifiedagainstor be reimbursed foror be defended
againstany expense or liabilityincurredinconnectionwith any claim oractionarisingout ofsuch
person'swillfulor intentionalmisconduct.The rightsaccruingtoany person under theforegoing
provisionsof thisSection7.1shallnot excludeany otherrighttowhich such personmay lawfully
be entitled,nor shallanything hereincontainedrestrictthe rightof the Master Associationto
indemnify orreimburse such person inany propercase,even though not specificallyprovidedfor
hereinorotherwisepermitted,The Master Association,itsBoard Members, officers,committee or
board members, employees, and agentsshallbe fullyprotectedin takingany action,making any
payment, or inrefusingtodo so inrelianceupon theadviceof counsel.

7.2 Other Indemnification.The indemnificationprovidedhereinshallnot be deemed
exclusiveof any otherrighttoindemnificationtowhich any person seekingindemnificationmay
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be entitledunder the Acts or under any agreement, vote of disinterestedBoard Members or
otherwise,both as to actiontaken in any officialcapacityand as to actiontaken in any other

capacitywhileholdingsuch office.ItistheintentthatallBoard Members, officers,and committee
orboard members be and hereby areindemnifiedtothefullestextentpermittedby thelaws of the
Stateof Utah and theseBylaws. The indemnificationhereinprovided shallcontinueas to any
person who has ceasedtobe a Board Member, officer,committee or board member, or employee
and shallinuretothebenefitof theheirs,executorsand administratorsof any such person.

7.3 Insurance. The Board, in itsdiscretion,may directthatthe Master Association
purchase and maintain directorsand officersinsuranceon behalfof any person who isor was a
Board Member, officer,committee or board member, Manager or employee of the Master
Associationor isor was servingatthe requestof the Master Associationas a Board Member,
officer,committee or board member, Manager, employee, or agent of anotherassociation,sub-
association,corporation,partnership,jointventure,trustor otherenterpriseagainstany liability
assertedagainst,and incurredby, such person inany such capacityor arisingout of such penion's
statusas such,whether or not the Master Associationwould have the power to indemnify such
person againstliabilityunder theprovisionsof thisArticleVII.

7.4 Settlement by Master Association.The rightofany persontobe indemnifiedshall
be subjectalways to the rightof the Master Associationthrough the Board, in lieuof such
indemnity,to settleany such claim, action,suitor proceeding at the expense of the Master
Associationby thepayment oftheamount of such settlementand thecostsand expenses incurred
inconnectiontherewith.

ARTICLE VIII

RULES AND REGULATIONS

8.1 Rules. The Board shallhave theauthoritytoadoptRules as itdeems necessaryfor
themaintenance,operation,management, and controlof theProject.The Board may from time to
time,by resolution,alter,amend, and repealsuch Rules and use theircommercially reasonable
effortsto seethatthey arestrictlyobserved by allOwners and Residents.Owners areresponsible
toensurethattheiroccupants,invitees,and guestsstrictlyobservetheRules thenineffectas well
as the covenants and restrictionsof theDeclarationand shallbe jointlyand severallyliablefor
theirviolationsand resultingfines.Copies of allRules adopted by the Board shallbe sentto all
Owners atleastten(10)days priortotheeffectivedatethereof.

ARTICLE IX

AMENDMENTS

9.1 Amendments by Declarant. So long as the Declarant owns one or more Lots,

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9.2 Amendments by the Master Association.AftertheDeclaranthas soldallof the
Lots,Units,or Parcelsto thirdparties,the Bylaws may be amended by the Owners upon the
affirmativevote of at leastsixty-sevenpercent (67%) of the voting interestof the Master
Association.Any amendment(s) shallbe effectiveupon recordationin theofficeof the Summit
County Recorder.In such instrumentthe Presidentshallexecutethe amendment and certifythat
thevoterequiredby thisSection9.2has occurred.Ifa Lot,Unit,orParcelisowned by more than
one Owner, thevoteof any one Owner shallbe sufficienttoconstituteapprovalforthatLot,Unit,
orParcelunder thisSection9.2.Ifa Lot,Unit,or Parcelisowned by an entityortrust,thevoteof
any one officer,trustee,oragentoftheentityshallbe sufficienttoconstituteapprovalforthatLot,
Unit,or Parcelunder thisSection 9.2.No acknowledgment of any Owner signatureshallbe
required.No amendment shallrestrict,limit,or impair any Declarantrightswithout the express
writtenconsentof theDeclarant.

ARTICLE X

MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

10.1 Waiver. No restriction,condition,obligation,or provisioncontained in these
Bylaws shallbe deemed tohave been abrogatedorwaived by reasonofa failuretoenforcethesame,
irrespectiveof thenumber of violationsor breachesthereofwhich may occur.

10.2 Invalidity:Number; Captions. The invalidityof any partof theseBylaws shall
not impair or affectin any manner the validity,enforceability,or effectof the balance of
these Bylaws. As used intheseBylaws, thesingularshallincludetheplural,and thepluralshall
includethe singular.The masculine and neutershalleach includethe masculine,feminine and
neuter,as the contextrequires.All captionsareintendedsolelyforconvenience of referenceand
shallinno way limitany of theprovisionsof theseBylaws.

10.3 Conflicts.These Bylaws areintendedto comply with theDeclaration.In case of
any irreconcilableconflict,the Declaration shallcontrolover these Bylaws.
