THIS LARGE UNDERGROUND WASTEWATER DISPOSAL SYSTEM MANAGEMENT &

MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT ("Agreement") ismade and entered intoas ofthet_1day of

IA Mr ,2024 by and among the EASTERN SUMMIT COUNTY WATER CONSERVANCY

SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT, a specialservicedistrictofthe Stateof Utah (the "District"),

whose address is60 North Main Street,PO Box 128, Coalville,Utah 84017 and TRAIL RIDGE

PARTNERS LLC, a Utah limitedliabilitycompany (the"Developer"),whose address isPO Box

171003, SaltLake City,Utah 84117 and CHERRY COVE OWNERS ASSOCIATION, a Utah non-

profitcorporation (the"Association"),whose initialaddress isPO Box 171003, SaltLake

City,Utah 84117. The foregoing are referenced herein eitherindividuallyas a "Party"or

collectivelyas the "Parties."

RECITALS

A. The Developer isthe owner ofSummit County Parcel Number(s) NS-227-230

(approximately 337.16 acres)located within Eastern Summit County and more particularly

described in ExhibitA, attached hereto and incorporated herein (the "Property");and

B. The Developer has applied forand received approval fora Master Planned

Development forthirty(30) singlefamily residentialhome siteson the Property to be

recorded as the TrailRidge Subdivision (the "Project");and

C. The Developer has proposed construction ofa Large Underground

Wastewater Disposal System ("LUWD System") forsewage collection,treatment and

disposalto address wastewater management forthe Project.The treatment facilitiesof the

LUWD System (including,but not limitedto,the primary settlingtank,controland

maintenance structures,discharge pumps, forcemains, and drain fields)shallbe located on
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Summit County Parcel Number NS-227, which ismore particularlydescribed in ExhibitB

attached hereto (the "Burdened Parcel") The Burdened Parcel islocated adjacent to the

Property and isowned by Eagle Properties,L.C.,a Utah limitedliabilitycompany, which isan

affiliateofthe Developer; and

D. The Association has been establishedas a Utah non-profitcorporation with

the Utah Department of Commerce and willconduct the affairsofthe homeowners in the

Projectas itrelatesto common areas and expenses through authority derived from the

recorded Declaration of Covenants, Conditions,and RestrictionsforTrailRidge (the

"CC&Rs"), to which alllotsin the Projectshallbe subject.The CC&Rs require the Association

and itsmembers to pay allcostsassociated with the maintenance and operation ofthe

LUWD System. The CC&Rs have been recorded in the Officeofthe Summit County Recorder

(the "Recorder's Office")on h wA '2-t r2-07-'-l ,as Entry No. r2%2©in Book

7E3 F5, beginning with Page 44 ;and

E. Provided that allrequirements within thisAgreement are met, the Districtis

the "Body Politic"that shallsponsor the LUWD System with the Utah Department of

Environmental Quality,DivisionofWater Quality ("DWQ") which, once constructed,will

provide operation and maintenance of the LUWD System forthe benefitofthe Projectand

the Association'smembers. The Association and itsmembers shallbe responsible forall

costsincurred by the Districtinperforming itsduties described herein;and

F. On or about January 25, 2024, DWQ issued thatcertain"Approval in Concept"

Letterforthe LUWD System, a copy ofwhich isattached hereto as Exhibit C (the"Approval

In Concept Letter");and

G. Eagle Properties,L.C.,the owner ofthe Burdened Parcel,has granted the

Districtand the Association a perpetual utilityeasement over and through the Projectand

the Burdened Parcel forthe performance of the maintenance and operation ofthe LUWD

System, which has been recorded in the Recorder's Officeon me-4 t ,as Entry

Number IM N2/4 in Book 53 6 ,beginning at Page 4 19 (the "Burdened Parcel

Easement"); and

H. The LUWD System was recommended forapproval by the Eastern Summit

County Water Conservancy Advisory Board, with finalapproval granted by the Districton

and
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I. The purpose ofthisAgreement isto set forththe rights,duties and

responsibilitiesof the Partiesrelatingto the construction,installation,maintenance,

operation,and replacement ofthe LUWD System.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Partieshereto intending to be legallybound, and in

consideration of the respectiveundertakings made and described herein,do agree as

follows:

1. Design and Engineering of the LUWD System: The Partieshereb agree that the

LUWD System to serve the Projectshallbe an Orenco Advantex treatment system.

The designed wastewater flows shallbe hundred (400) gallonsper day per lotas

required by Utah Rule R317-5-6-1.A, with totalestimated wastewater flow capable of

treating12,000 gallons per day ofwastewater. The wastewater collectionnetwork

shallcollectand conduct wastewater to a centralizedtreatment center located on the

Burdened Parcel.The Burdened Parcel shallalsohouse a pressurized drain field

including both the drain fieldand the replacement areas (two duplicatesystems, in

addition to a reserve area as required by Utah Rule R317-5-3.12.) Treated effluent

must meet the qualitystandards as setforthinthe Approval in Concept Letterand as

required in Utah Rule R317-5-9. Any subsequent changes to the design shallbe

required to receive the approval ofthe Districtand shallbe approved inwriting by

DWQ, as required by the Approval in Concept Letter.Allcostsassociated with the

engineering and design ofthe LUWD System shallbe borne by Developer.

2. Pre-Construction Permit Requirements: Itshallbe the responsibilityof Developer

to submit a completed Utah Underground InfectionControl (UIC) Inventory

Information Form to DWQ as required under Utah Rule R317.7. Itshallalso be the

responsibilityof Developer to submit a plan of operation to DWQ as listedin Utah

Rule R317-3-1.18. The UIC Inventory Information Form and plan of operation shall

be submitted to the Districtforitsreview and approval prior to submitting to DWQ.

Allcostsassociated with the pre-construction permit requirements setforthin this

paragraph shallbe borne by Developer.

3. Construction Permit Requirements: Itshallbe the responsibilityof Developer to
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obtain a construction permit from DWQ prior to beginning any excavation,

construction,or installationofthe LUWD System. The construction permit

applicationshallmeet the requirements setby DWQ as stated in the Approval in

Concept Letter. The construction permit applicationand associated documents shall

be submitted to the Districtforitsreview and approval priorto submitting to DWQ.

Allcostsassociated with the construction permit requirements set forthin this

paragraph shallbe borne by Developer.

4. Construction and Installationof the LUWD System. Priorto the Developer

recording in the Recorder's Officethe platforthe Projector conducting any

development activity,the Developer shalleithercomplete construction and

installationofthe LUWD System or post an improvement completion financial

assurance forthe LUWD System with the District.IfDeveloper electsto post an

improvement completion assurance, the Developer shallprovide financialassurance

forcompletion of 110% ofthe estimated costs of construction ofthe LUWD System

(which includes a 10% warranty). The mechanism forthe financialassurance shall

be agreed to by Developer and the Districtand may include an irrevocableletterof

credit,a cash bond to be escrowed by the Districtor a third-partyescrow agent

pursuant to a cash bond escrow agreement, or a performance or surety bond. The

Developer shallbe solelyresponsible forthe cost,expense and supervision ofthe

construction and installationofthe LUWD System up to and including the isolation

valve at the point of connection with the lateralsewer linefrom each lot(lotowners

shallbe individuallyresponsible forthe septictank and sewer pipes solelyservicing

theirhome at outlined inthe CC&Rs). Notwithstanding the foregoing,Developer shall

coordinate allconstruction and installationefforts,includingbut not limitedto pre-

construction meetings, construction work and supervision of construction and

installationwith the District,which may, in itssole discretion,attend any aspects of

the construction and/or installationofthe LUWD System. Upon completion ofthe

LUWD System construction and installation,the Developer shallbe responsible for

obtaining an inspection and approval ofthe LUWD System from DWQ. Once the

Developer has obtained approval ofthe LUWD System from DWQ, the Developer shall

provide notice thereof to the Districtwho shallalso inspectthe same forapproval of
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any release ofthe financialassurance by the Districtto the Developer.

5. Ownership of the LUWD System: The finalsubdivision platforthe Projectand

associated with the LUWD System shallinclude platnotes consistentwith the

following:

a. Centralized LUWD System Treatment Facilities:The LUWD System

treatment facilityislocated on the Burdened Parcel,located adjacent to and

outside ofthe Projectboundaries. The Districtshallown the centralized

LUWD System treatment facilitiesand associated appurtenances including,but

not limited to,primary settlingtank,controland maintenance structures,

discharge pumps, force mains, drain fieldsand manholes located on the

Burdened Parcel.Pursuant to the Burdened Parcel Easement, the Districtand

the Association hold a perpetual utilityeasement ("PUE") over and through the

Projectand the Burdened Parcel required foraccess,installation,operation

and maintenance ofthe centralizedLUWD System treatment facilitiesand

associated appurtenances, including any required access roads and parking

areas thatare located outside ofthe Projectand itsrecorded subdivision plat.

The Burdened Parcel Easement alsoincludes the area setaside forthe location

of additionaldrain fieldreserve areas.

b. Infrastructure Tributary to the Centralized LUWD System Treatment

Facility:Allsewer mains and appurtenances including,but not limitedto,

manholes and shared lateralsshallbe owned by the Districtand willbe

located within the PUEs and/or sanitarysewer easement identifiedon the

Projectplats.An isolationvalve,located within the PUE, willbe placed on the

lateralserving each lot.

c. Infrastructure Located on Lots: The Developer or Developer's successors-in-

interestshallown and shallbe responsible forthe installationof the building

sewer, building sewer cleanout(s),septictank,lateral,and lateralconnection

located on the individuallotsand upstream ofthe isolationvalve inthe PUE.

Prior to issuance of a certificateofoccupancy, Developer or Developer's

successors in interestshallrecord perpetual easements formaintenance and
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inspection from the existingPUE up to and includingthe septictank and

cleanout between the tank and the building foundation. The Health

Department shallapprove the location,sizeand type of septictank to be

installedon each lot.The requirement setforthinthissubsection shallbe

included within the CC&Rs forthe Project.

6. Operation, Maintenance and Management.

a. DistrictResponsibilities:

i. CertifiedOperator Requirements. The Districtshallbe responsible for

overseeing the day-to-day operations ofthe LUWD System. The District

shallhire a "CertifiedOperator" ("CO") to handle the scheduled

maintenance ofthe LUWD System, which includes the following:

1. Quarterly inspectionsof the LUWDS System and equipment that

meets the requirements ofthe DWQ. The CO willreport the

resultsof each inspection,together with any associated lab

results,to DWQ, the District,and the Association.The facilities

willbe equipped with cellulartelemetry thatwillprovide real

time information on the system and willnotifythe CO and the

Districtifthere are any warning indicators.The inspection shall

include the following:

a. VisuallyInspect Tank Liquid Levels

b. Check Biotube EffluentFilters;Clean as Required
c. Record Elapsed Time Meters and Event Counters forAll

Pumps

d. Inspect Spin Nozzles; Clean as Required
e. Confirm Proper Operation ofAutomatic Distributing

Valve

f. Sample Influentand Effluentand transport to testinglab

g. Review Influentand effluentqualitylab reports
h. Confirm and Record Pump Voltages and Amperage
i. Inspect Distributionof EffluentinAX-Max Units;Clean as

Required

j. Inspect and record water level,ifany, at drain field

observation ports
2. Annual inspection of the septictank and effluentfilterlocated on

each lotwithin the Project,includingfiltercleaning.
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3. Allinspection,sampling, and reporting requirements setforthin

Utah Rule R317-5-9 and R317-5-10

4. Coordination with the Association and the Districtto handle

emergency repairsand maintenance.

ii. Sponsorshio as a Body Politic.The Districtshallprovide oversight and

supervision ofthe LUWD System. The rightsand duties ofthe District

relatingto the LUWD System and to the Districisoperation and

maintenance thereof shallbe governed by the State'sdescription ofthe

rightsand responsibilitiesof a Body Politicas such are currently

defined by Utah Law and as such may be hereafteramended from time

to time. The Association agrees to be bound by the requirements and

recommendations which the Districtshallmake to the Association in

connection with the Districtsagreement with the State of Utah to act as

the Body Politicforthe LUWD System. Any cost ofmaintenance,

upgrade, repair or operation which isreasonably required by the

Districtin itscapacityas the Body Politicover the LUWD System shall

be borne by the Association as setforthabove. The Districtshallhave

no financialresponsibilityrelatingto the LUWD System except for

routine inspections.Ifthe Districtimposes conditions upon the

Association which the Association failsto reasonably implement, the

Districthas the right,but not the duty,to incur the expense of

implementation thereof and to recover the costsof said

implementation from the Association and to take any other action

permitted by law to recover said costs,includingplacing a lienupon the

individuallotscontained within the Project.

b. Developer Responsibilities:

i. LateralLines and SepticTanks. Maintenance ofthe laterallinesand

septictank between each home and the connection point with the main

lineshallbe the responsibilityof Developer or Developer's successors-

in-interestas setforthin the CC&Rs. Ifthe Association incurs

maintenance costsforfacilitieslocated on each lot,then the Association
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shallassess each lotowner forsuch costsincluding,but not limitedto,

effluentfilterreplacement and tank pumping. Allother maintenance

and repair costswillbe equitably assessed to alllotswithin the

subdivision,together with theirregularAssociation assessments, as set

forthinthe CC&Rs.

ii. Costs and Fees. The Association willpay alloverhead costs,CO costs,

maintenance costs,and septictank pumping charges relatedto the

LUWD System. Said charges shallbe billedby the District,on a periodic

. basis determined by the District,to the Association,which shallthen

assess each lotwithin the Projectforallofthe costsdirectly

attributableto each lot,includingbut not limitedto effluentfilter

replacement and tank pumping. Allother costswillbe common

expenses that willbe equallyassessed to alllotswithin the Projectas

part ofregular assessments. The Partiesunderstand and agree that as

the LUWD System isunder the jurisdictionofthe District,which isa

specialservicedistrictwithin the Stateof Utah, the Districthas the

power to collectfeesand lienproperty in the event such feesremain

unpaid.

iii.Reserve Fund. The Developer and/or the Association shallestablish,

maintain and replenish a reserve fund in the initialamount oftwenty

thousand dollarsand no cents ($20,000.00). The reserve fund shallbe

establishedprior to or upon finalLUWD System inspection and

approval and shallbe utilizedforthe express purpose of funding

ongoing repairs,improvements, and potentialcatastrophes to those

portions ofthe LUWD System owned by the District.The Districtshall

alsohave the rightto include an on-going,periodicreserve fund

assessment to the Association foreach lot,in order to augment the

reserve fund over time to assistin the ongoing maintenance and

replacement costs ofthe LUWD System. The minimum reserve fund

balance shallbe reviewed by the Districton an annual basis and may be

revised,consistentwith Utah law, by the Districtas deemed necessary.
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The reserve fund shallbe maintained inan account acceptable to the

.District,and the Districtshallhave access to the reserve fund to provide

any maintenance, repairs,or improvements to the LUWD System that,

in the opinion of the District,are deemed necessary.

7. Future Connectivity to Public Sewer. Developer understands and agrees that the

LUWD System may be discontinued by the Districtand the Projectmay be required to

connect to a public sewer system ifthe provisions ofSummit County Code, Title2,

Chapter 20, Section 11 are met. Ifthe LUWD System isdiscontinued,the Districtwill

terminate any interestitmay have on the Burdened Parcel.The LUWD isdesigned to

be large enough to accommodate the connections foreach lotinthe Project,plus

additionalconnections from future residentialdevelopment east ofthe Project.

Subject to obtaining approval from Summit County as the land use authority,which

approval isnot hereby deemed given,Developer shallhave the rightto connect

additionalhomes or parcelsto the LUWD System so long as the Developer pays all

associated costsassociated with expanding the LUWD System, and the Districtand

DWQ determine that such connections willnot unreasonably impair the LUWD

System to continue to operate as designed or intended.

8. Conformance with Governmental Requirements. The Developer and Association

hereby warrant and agree thatthe LUWD System shallbe constructed and

maintained in conformance with the requirements setforthby the District,DWQ, and

allother applicablegovernmental laws and requirements, and that allrespective uses

ofthe LUWD System shallbe in conformance with allapplicablefederal,state,county

and municipal laws, ordinances, regulationsand requirements.

9. Indemnification. Developer shallindemnify, defend, and hold harmless the District

and itsaffiliates,members, managers, agents,employees, contractors,and

representatives for,from, and againstallclaims,damages, expenses (including,

without limitation,reasonable attorneys'feesand reasonable investigativeand

discovery costs),liabilities,and judgments on account of injuryto persons, lossof life,

or damage to property resultingfrom the negligentor willfulact or omission ofthe

Developer or itsmembers, except to the extent such claims are due solelyto the gross
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negligence or willfulact or omission of the District.

10.Waivers. No waiver of any requirements, breach or defaultshallconstitutea waiver

of any other requirement, breach or default,whether ofthe same or any other

covenant or conditions.No waiver, benefit,privilegeor servicevoluntarilygiven or

performed by eitherParty shallgive the other any contractualrightby custom,

estoppel,or otherwise.

11. Entire Agreement. This Agreement, together with the recitalsabove and any exhibits

attached hereto,contains the entireagreement between the Partiesrelativeto the

operation and use of sewer system. No promise, representation,warranty or

covenant not included in thisAgreement shallbe binding upon the Partiesunless

reduced to writing and signed by each Party.

12.Recordation. This Agreement shallbe recorded in the Recorder's Officeagainstthe

Property and the Burdened Parcel contemporaneous with recordation ofthe

subdivision platassociated with the Project.

13.Amendment. No subsequent amendment or addition to thisAgreement shallbe

binding upon the Partiesunless reduced to writing and signed by each Party.

14.Notices. Any notice,demand, request,consent,approval or other communication to

be given by one Party to the other shallbe given by; hand delivery,confirmed

overnight mail or by mailing inthe United Statesmail,certifiedor registered,

addressed to the applicableParty at the addresses shown at the beginning ofthis

Agreement. Any such notice shallbe deemed to have been given (i)upon delivery,if

personally delivered or delivered by any form of Federal Express\overnight delivery

service,or (ii)ifmailed, upon receipt.Either Party may change the address atwhich it

desires to receive notice upon givingwritten notice of such request to the other Party.

15.Successors and Assigns; Survival. This Agreement shallinure to the benefitof,and

be binding upon, the Partieshereto and theirrespectivesuccessors,assigns and

nominees. Allcovenants, representations and warranties contained herein shall

survive the closingofany transferor saleofthe Projectproperty or the property in

which the LUWD treatment facilitiesare located.

16.Agreement Shall Run with the Land. This Agreement shallrun with the land as to

allproperty benefittedand burdened thereby as described in ExhibitA and Exhibit B,
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including any partitionor divisionof such property. The rights,covenants and

obligationscontained in thisAgreement shallbind,burden, and benefitthe

Association and itsmembers.

17. Governing Law. This Agreement shallbe governed by,interpreted under, and

enforced in accordance with,the laws ofthe State ofUtah applicableto agreements

made and to be performed wholly within the Stateof Utah.

18.Execution of Other Documents; Compliance with Regulations. The Partieshereto

willdo allother things and willexecute alldocuments which are necessary forthe

construction and operations ofthe system contemplated hereby. Furthermore, the

Partieswillcomply attheirown expense with allapplicablelaws and governmental

regulation required forthe Districtsor Summit County's approval ofthe Project.

19.No lointVenture. The Partiesunderstand, acknowledge and agree thatthis

Agreement shallnot constitutenor be regarded as jointventure agreement and that

the Partiesshallnot be regarded in any manner whatsoever as partners or joint

venturers in connection with the property or the transactionscontemplated

hereunder. The Partiesare responsible fortheirrespectivetax,liability,and business

consequences resultingfrom said cooperation.

20. Captions. The captions ofthe various paragraphs ofthisAgreement are for

convenience and ease of reference only and do not define,limit,augment or describe

the scope, content,or intentofthisAgreement or ofany part ofthisAgreement.

21. Partial Invalidity.Ifany term ofthisAgreement or the applicationthereof to any

person or circumstance shall,to any extent,be invalidor unenforceable, the

remainder ofthisAgreement, or the applicationofsuch term to persons or

circumstances other than those as to which itisheld invalidor unenforceable, shall

not be affectedthereby, and each term, covenant or condition of thisAgreement shall

be validand be enforced to the fullestextent permitted by law.

22.Warranty of Authority. The individualssigningthisAgreement forthe Partieseach

grants,by theirsignature,that they have fullauthority to enter intothisAgreement

on behalf ofthe Party forwhom signs.
