A ResidentialSubdivisionLocated in St.George, Utah

SOMETHING OF WORTH, INC., a Utah corporation,hereinafterreferred to as the

"Developer," isthe owner of the followingdescribedrealproperty,hereinafterreferredto as the

"Property,"locatedinWashington County, Stateof Utah, to-wit:

HEREIN BY THIS REFERENCE

Developer hereby includesallof the Propertyin the Platrecorded herewith of South Rim

atForemaster Ridge, and dividesthe Property intoLots as shown on the Plat,and dedicatesthe

streetsshown on saidPlattothepublic.The easements indicatedon thePlatarehereby perpetually

reservedforpublicutilitiesand forany otheruses asdesignatedthereonor setforthherein,and no

structuresotherthan forsuch utilityor otherindicatedpurposes aretobe erectedwithinthe lines

of saideasements.

Developer furtherdeclaresthatallof thePropertydescribedherein,and any additionalreal

property annexed into the Property, is held and shallbe held, conveyed, hypothecated or

encumbered, leased,rented,used, occupied, and improved subjectto the following limitations,

restrictions,covenants and conditions,allof which aredeclaredand agreed tobe infurtheranceof

a plan forthe subdivision,improvement and saleof the Property,and are establishedand agreed

upon forthepurposes of enhancing and protectingthevalue,desirabilityand attractivenessof the

Property and every Lot,partor portionthereof.The acceptance of any deed to or conveyance of

any Lot, part or portion of the Property by the grantees therein named or by their legal

representatives,heirs,executors, administrators,successors or assigns,shall constitutetheir

covenant and agreement with theDeveloper and with each otherto accept,hold,improve, use and

convey the Property described and conveyed in or by such deed or conveyance subjectto said

covenants, conditions,and restrictions.These covenants,conditions,and restrictionsshallrun

with theland.

ARTICLE 1

DEFINITIONS

As used hereinthe followingterms have the indicatedmeaning:

1.1 Architectural Control Committee means the Committee establishedpursuantto

Article3,herein.

1.2 Developer means Something of Worth, Inc.,a Utah corporation,itssuccessorsand

RSS1gns.
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1.3 Development Phase means thatperiod of time from recordationof the Platand

theseProtectiveCovenants, and continuesuntilsuch time as the Developer no longerowns a Lot

withintheProperty.

1.4 Lot means a parcelof land designatedby number as shown on and includedwithin

thePlat.

1.5 Owner or Lot Owner means and refersto thefee simple titleholder(s)of a Lot in

theProperty.

1.6 Plat means the Plat of South Rim at Foremaster Ridge Subdivision and any

amendments or annexationsthereto.

1.7 ProtectiveCovenants mean theProtectiveCovenants forSouth Rim atForemaster

Ridge Subdivision,and any amendments or annexationsthereto.

ARTICLE 2

USE RESTRICTIONS

2.1 Land Use and Building Type. All Lots shallbe used only for detached single

family residentialpurposes. As used herein,the term "family"isdefinedtomean persons related

by blood or marriage, by legaladoption,or by operationof law. No professional,business or

commercial use shallbe made ofthe same, or any portionthereof;provided,however, thatthe Lot

restrictionscontainedinthissectionshallnotbe construedinsuch a manner astoprohibitan owner

or residentfrom (a) maintaining a personal professionallibrarytherein;(b) keeping personal

business or professionalrecords or accounts therein;or (c) handling personal,business or

professionaltelephone callsor correspondence therefrom.

2.2. Lot Size. Lot sizesas describedon therecorded Platareconsideredminimum Lot

sizesand no person shallfurthersubdivideany Lot otherthan as shown on therecorded Plat.

2.3. Care and Maintenance of Lots. The owner of each Lot shallkeep the same free

from rubbish,litterand noxious weeds. All structures,landscaping and improvements shallbe

maintained ingood conditionand repairatalltimes. After30 days writtennotice,ifweeds arenot

removed by the Lot Owner, the Developer or the ArchitecturalControl Committee may remove

theweeds and charge theLot Owner thecostthereof.Each Lot shallbe subjecttoan easement for

accesstomake repairsupon adjoiningLots and structures;provided however, that:

(a) Any damage caused by such entry shallbe repairedatthe expense of the

Owner whose propertywas thesubjectof therepairwork which caused the same;

(b) Any such entry shallbe made only at reasonable times and with as little

inconvenience as possibleto theOwner of theenteredLot;and

(c) In no event shallsaideasement be deemed to permit entryintothe interior

portionof any home.
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Each owner shallbe responsiblefor maintenance of his Lot, In the event any owner failsto

perform thismaintenance in a manner so as not to detractfrom the appearance of theproperty,or

affectadversely the value or use of any other Lot, the Developer or the ArchitecturalControl

Committee shallhave the rightto have maintenance performed on the Lot and the cost of said

maintenance shallbecome alien againstsuch Lot.

2.4. Easements. Easements forinstallationand maintenance of utilitiesand drainage

facilitiesare reserved as shown on the recorded Plat. Within these easements, no structure,

plantingor othermaterialshallbe placed or permittedto remain which may damage or interfere

with the installation,maintenance or replacement of utilities,or which may change the direction

or flow of drainage channels in the easements,or which may obstructor retardthe flow of water

through drainagechannels intheeasements. The easement areaof each Lot and allimprovements

initshallbe maintained continuouslyby the Owner of theLot,except forthoseimprovements for

which a publicauthorityorutilitycompany isresponsible.The titleholderof each Lot shallfrom

time to time as may be reasonably requiredgrant rightsover,across,on, under and upon these

easements forsuch additionaluses and servicesas may be provided from time to time by a public

authorityor privateutilitycompany.

2.5. Hazardous Activities.No activitiesshallbe conducted on the Property and no

improvements shallbe constructedon the Property which areor might be unsafe or hazardous to

any person or property. Without limitingthe generalityof the foregoing,no firearmsshallbe

dischargedupon thePropertyand no open firesshallbe lightedorpermittedon thePropertyexcept

ina containedbarbecue or firepitunitwhile attendedand inuse forcooking purposes or withina

safeand well-designedinteriorfireplace.

2.6. Motorbikes. All motorcycles, trailbikes,three-wheel or four-wheel powered

devices,automobiles,and two or four-wheel driverecreationaltype vehiclesare to be operated

only by individualswith driver'slicensesand only on establishedstreetsand parking areasand are

specificallyprohibitedfrom allotherportionsof the Property,and are to be used on saidstreets

only foringress,egress,and access purposes and not forrecreationalpurposes anywhere within

theProperty.

2.7. Pest Control. No Lot Owner shallpermit any thingor conditionto existupon the

Lot which would induce,breed,orharborinfectiousplantdiseasesornoxious insects.Each Owner

shallperform such pestcontrolactivitieson hisLot asmay be necessarytopreventinsects,rodents,

and otherpestsfrom being presenton hisLot.

2.8. Nuisances. No noxious or offensiveactivityshallbe carriedon upon any Lot,part

or portionof the Property,nor shallanything be done thereon which may be or may become an

annoyance to Lot Owners withinthe Property.

2.9. Safe Condition. Without limitingany other provision of these covenants,each

Owner shallmaintain and keep such Owner's Lot atalltimesina safe,sound and sanitarycondition

and repairand shallcorrectany conditionor refrainfrom any activitywhich might endanger the

healthof or interferewith the safetyor reasonableenjoyment of otherOwners of theirrespective

Lots.
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2.10. Oil and Mining Operations. No oildrilling,oil development operations,oil

refining,quarryingor mining operationsof any kind shallbe permittedupon or inany Lot,partor

portionof the Property,nor shallany oilwell,gas well,tank,tunnel,mineral excavationor shaft

be permittedupon or in any such Lot or portionof theProperty.

2.11. Animals, Livestock,Poultry,and Agriculture. No animals,livestock,or poultry
of any kind shallbe raised,bred,or kept on any Lot,partor portionof the Property,except that

dogs, cats or other domesticated household pets may be kept in a home constructedon a Lot,

provided thatthey arenot kept,bred,or maintained forany commercial purpose. Such animals as

arepermitted shallbe strictlycontrolledand kept pursuantto allapplicablelaws and ordinances,
and shallbe on a leashor insidea fence when outsidethe Owner's home.

2.12. Garbage and Refuse Disposal. No garbage, trash,refuse,or rubbish shallbe

deposited,dumped, or kept on any Lot, or below the rim of any Lot, but shallbe depositedin

closed containers,dumpsters, or other sanitarygarbage collectionfacilities,and proper-sized,
closed containersor closed plasticbags shallbe placed forpickup. Garbage thatisplaced for

pickup shallbe locatednear theroadways contiguous to the Lot but shallonly be leftoutside24

hours before scheduled pickup.

2.13. Water Supply. Each home shallbe connected to and use the municipal culinary
water supply. No individualculinarywater supply system shallbe used or permittedto be used

on any Lot,partor portionof theProperty.

2.14. Sewage Disposal. Each home shallbe connected to and use themunicipal sewage

disposalsystem. No individualsewage disposalsystem shallbe permitted on any Lot, partor

portionof theProperty.

2.15. RVs, Boats, and Vehicles. No boats,trailers,buses, motor homes, campers or

trucksshallbe parked on any streetin South Rim formore than 24 hours or on any Lot, except
within an enclosed garage or screened from view, unlessitisa commercial vehiclein theprocess
of being loaded or unloaded. An Owner shalluse the garage portionof the Owner's Lot forthe

storageof motor vehicles.No Owner shalluse a garage forany purpose which prevents storing
of motor vehicles,unless doing so would not resultin additionalmotor vehiclesbeing stored

outsidethe Owners garage.

2.16. Signs; Commercial Activity. No sign, advertisement, notice, lettering,or

descriptivedesign shallbe posted,displayed,inscribed,or affixedtothe exteriorof any structures

locatedon any Lot. No "For Sale,""For Rent," or similarsignsor noticesof any kind shallbe

displayedor placed upon any partof a Lot by Lot Owners otherthan approved by the Developer
or theArchitecturalControl Committee. Any signapproved fordisplayshallbe no largerthan six

square feet. The foregoing restrictionsshallnot apply to the commercial activities,signs and

billboards,ifany,of the Developer or itsagentsduring the constructionand salesperiod.

2.17. Guests. Lot Owners shallbe fullyresponsibleforthe activitiesand actionsoftheir

guests,invitees,tenants,orvisitors,and shalltakeallactionnecessaryorrequiredtoinsurethatall

such persons fullycomply with theprovisionsof theseProtectiveCovenants.
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2.18. Developer Business, Marketing, and Sales. Notwithstanding any provisionsto

the contrary herein contained,itshallbe expressly permissible for Developer, or itswritten

desiguee,tomaintain such facilitiesand conduct such activitiesasinthesoleopinionofDeveloper

may be reasonablyrequired,convenientor incidentaltotheconstructionofhomes and saleof Lots

during the Development Phase, and upon such portionof theProperty includingLots or common

area,ifany, as Developer deems necessary,includingbut not limitedto,a businessoffice,storage

areas,constructionyard,signs,model unitsand salesoffices.Development Phase isdefined as

thattime periodthatcommences upon recordationof the Platand theseProtectiveCovenants, and

continuesuntilsuch time as the Developer no longer owns a Lot within the Property. As partof

theoverallprogram of development of thePropertyintoa residentialcommunity and toencourage

themarketing thereof,theDeveloper shallhave therightof use of any Lots,without charge,during

the salesand constructionperiod to aidin itsmarketing activities.

ARTICLE 3

ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL

3.1. Architectural Control Committee. Prior to the commencement of any

excavation,constructionor remodeling of any structureor of any additionto any structure,or

modification of the naturaltopography of any Lot, or installationof fences or landscaping

elements,approval of theArchitecturalControl Committee isrequired.

(a) Appointment and Membership. The ArchitecturalControl Committee shallconsist

of threepersons. So long as Developer owns a Lot withinthe Property,including

ownership of any Lot in any phase subsequent tothe firstphase,itshallbe entitled

to appoint allmembers of the ArchitecturalControl Committee. Thereafter,the

ArchitecturalControl Committee shall consist of three persons elected by a

majorityof Lot Owners intheProperty.

(b) Submission of Plans. Two complete setsof buildingplans and specificationsshall

be filedwith theArchitecturalControl Committee, togetherwith a siteor plotplan

showing grading, landscaping and alllighting,indicatingthe exact part of the

building site which the improvements will cover, with such a fee as the

ArchitecturalControl Committee may determine from time to time, and an

applicationand such supportingmaterial,such as samples ofbuildingmaterials,as

the ArchitecturalControl Committee deems necessary. No work shallcommence

unless and untilthe ArchitecturalControl Committee shallendorse on one setof

such plansitswrittenapprovalthatsuch plansareincompliance with thecovenants

herein set forth and with the standards herein or hereafterestablishedby said

ArchitecturalControl Committee pursuant hereto. The second setof such plans
shallbe filedas a permanent recordwith theArchitecturalControl Committee.

(c) Rights of Approval. The ArchitecturalControl Committee shallhave the rightto

refuseor approve any plans and specificationsand shallhave theright,inso doing,

to take intoconsiderationthe suitabilityof theproposed building,thematerialsof

which itistobe built,thesiteupon which itisproposed tobe erected,theharmony
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thereofwith the surroundings,and the effectof saidbuilding,or otherstructureso

planned,on theoutlook from adjacentor neighboringproperty.

(d) ArchitecturalStandards. The ArchitecturalControl Committee may promulgate

and maintain a listof standardsfor guidance in approving or disapprovingplans
and specificationspursuanttothisArticle.

(e) Time Frame forAction. In the event theArchitecturalControl Committee failsto

approve ordisapproveinwritingany such planswithin45 days afterthesubmission

thereofto the ArchitecturalControl Committee, then approval shallbe deemed to

have been given.

(f) Non-Liability. The ArchitecturalControl Committee shallnot be held liablefor

damages by reason of any action,inaction,approval,or disapprovalby itwith

respectto any requestmade pursuanttothisArticle.Any errorsor omissions inthe

design of any building,otherimprovement or landscapingand any violationof any

governmental ordinance are the soleresponsibilityof the Lot Owner and the Lot

Owner's designer,architect,or contractor.The ArchitecturalControl Committee's

review ofplansshallinno way be concerned with structuralormechanical integrity

or soundness.

(g) Waiver. The approval of the ArchitecturalControl Committee of any plans and

specificationsfor any work done or proposed shallnot constitutea waiver of any

rightof the ArchitecturalControl Committee to disapprove any similarplans and

specificationssubsequentlysubmitted.

(h) Rules and Resulations. The ArchitecturalControl Committee shall adopt

reasonablerulesand regulationsforthe conduct of itsproceedings and to carryout

itsduties and may fix the time and place for itsregular meetings and such

extraordinarymeetings as may be necessary,and shallkeep writtenminutes of its

meetings, which shallbe open for review and inspectionupon request. The

ArchitecturalControl Committee shall,by majorityvote,electone of itsmembers

as chairman and one of itsmembers as secretaryand the dutiesof each willbe such

as usuallyappertainto such offices.Notice of meetings shallbe given to owners

who have made applicationtotheArchitecturalControl Committee forapprovalof

plans.

(i) Compensation. Members shall be entitledto reimbursement for reasonable

expenses incurredby them in connection with the performance of any Committee

functionor duty. Professionalconsultantsretainedby the ArchitecturalControl

Committee shall be paid such compensation as the Architectural Control

Committee determines.

(j) Developer Exemption. Developer shallbe exempt from theprovisions,restrictions,

and requirements of thisArticle,as the same existsor as itmay be amended,

supplemented, or replaced in accordance with other provisionsof the Protective

Covenants.
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3.2. Governmental Permit Required. No home, accessory or additionto a home,

otherstructureorbuildingshallbe constructedormaintained,and no gradingorremoval ofnatural

vegetation or change in naturalor approved drainage patternsor installationof fencing or

landscapingelements shalloccur on a Lot untilany requiredpermit or requiredapproval therefor

is obtained from the appropriategovemmental entityfollowing submission to the appropriate

governmental entityof such informationas itmay require.The grantingof a permit or approval

by any governmental entitywith respecttoany mattershallnot bind or otherwiseaffectthepower
of theArchitecturalControl Committee torefuseto approve any such matter.

3.3. Design Restrictions.In order topromote a harmonious community development

and protectthe characterofthesubdivision,thefollowingguidelines,togetherwith any guidelines
hereafterestablishedby theArchitecturalControl Committee, areapplicableto theProperty:

(a) Purpose and Intent.The intentof thesearchitecturalguidelinesisto encourage a

blending of styleswithinthe Propertywith the naturalsurroundingsand prevailing
architectureof the created environment of the Property. These standardsallow

design latitudeand flexibility,while ensuringthatthevalue of thePropertywillbe

enhanced through the controlof siteplanning,architectureand landscapeelements.

The architecturalguidelinesserve as an evaluativeaidto owners, builders,project

developers, design professionals,City staff,the Planning Commission, City

Council and the ArchitecturalControl Committee in the design review of

individual,privateand public developments within the Property. The City of St.

George Zoning Regulationswillapply forany areaof designnot addressedinthese

guidelines.

(b) Permitted and Required Structures.The only buildingor structurepermittedtobe

erected,placed or permittedtobe locatedon any Lot withinthePropertyshallbe a

singlefamily home for each Lot, not to exceed the height requirements found in

thissection.Each home must includea minimum of two and maximum of fourcar

private,enclosed,and attachedgarage. All constructionshallbe of new materials,

except thatused brick may be used so long as itconforms with the buildingand

subdivisionordinances of the City of St.George, Utah. All structuresshallbe

constructedin accordance with the zoning and buildingordinances of the City of

St.George, Utah, in effectfrom time to time.

(c) Minimum Area. The minimum totalsquare footage of livingarea on the ground
floorlocatedwithinthe areaofthe foundationforany home constructedon any Lot

within the Property shallbe not lessthan 2,000 square feet,exclusiveof porches,

balconies,patiosand garages.

(d) Setbacks. The following minimum setback standards apply to the Lot. All

measurements shallbe made from the applicableLot lineto the foundation,porch

or otherextensionof such building,whichever isnearerto such Lot line.

Front: Minimum of 25 feetLot lineto structure.
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Sides: Minimum of 10 feetfrom Lot lineto structureon one side,

and minimum of 8 feetfrom Lot linetostructureon theother

side.

Rear: Minimum of 10 feet,except rim lots,ifany, which shallbe

a minimum of 30 feetfrom Lot lineto structure.

No home shallhave frontageon Foremaster Drive.

(e) Building Height. Homes shallnot exceed two storiesin height above the street

level.Maximum buildingheightshallbe 25 feetforallhomes. Height ismeasured

from a base lineparallelto the existingLot grade toa parallellineintersectingthe

highestpointof any roof element.

(f) Home Elevations.Elevationsshould be consistentwith the intendedarchitectural

styleof thehome and carriedaround allfourelevationsof the structure.

(g) Garages. All homes constructedon a Lot in the Property shallinclude a fully

enclosed,privateattachedgarage,builtto accommodate not lessthan two and not

more thanfourvehicles.Carports,orothersuch partiallyenclosedparking facilities

arenot a substitutefora garage and are not allowed. The heightof a garage door

header shallbe limitedtotheheightof therooflineof thehome and shallgenerally

not exceed ten feet. The Architectural Control Committee shall have the

discretionaryauthorityand power toconsiderand grantapprovalof variancesfrom

the 10 footheightlimitation.No Owner shallremodel a garage or use a garage on

any Lot for residentialpurposes. Garage doors, as with other elements of the

structure,shallbe of colorsand materialswhich blend with theexteriorand enhance

the overallappearance of thestructure.

(h) Driveways. Each driveway on a Lot shallbe constructedout of cement, asphalt,or

brick. Driveways consistingof cinders,sand,gravel,or dirtshallnot be permitted
on any Lot. Driveways of othermaterialsmust be approved by the Architectural

Control Committee. The driveway on each Lot shallbe in a colorwhich blends

with the exteriorof the structurelocatedon such Lot.

(i) Windows. Colors forwindows must be designatedon the plansthataresubmitted

tothe ArchitecturalControl Committee forapprovalpriorto construction.

(j) Facades. Facades shallbe stone or accents of stone,stone veneer,brick or brick

veneer, stucco, masonry siding or such other material as approved by the

ArchitecturalControl Committee.

(k) Roof and Roofing Materials. Roof material shallbe limitedto slate,clay or

concrete tile,or such materials as may be establishedand allowed by the

ArchitecturalControl Committee. Roof colorsshallalsobe limitedto thosecolors

establishedand allowed by theArchitecturalControl Committee.

(1) ExteriorBuilding Materials. Exteriorconstructionmaterialswill be limitedto

stone,stoneveneer,brickorbrickveneer,stucco,masonry sidingor othermaterials
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approved foruse by the ArchitecturalControl Committee, and shallbe in colors

and materials,as approved by theArchitecturalControl Committee.

(m) Reflective Exterior Surfaces or Materials. No reflectiveexteriorsurfaces or

materialsshallbe used. Sheet metal,flashing,vents and pipes must be coloredor

paintedtomatch thematerialtowhich theyareattachedorfrom which theyproject.

( Colors. Colors shall be limited to those establishedand ved b the

ArchitecturalControl Committee.

(o) ProhibitedStructures.Dome structures,log homes, pre-manufactured homes; re-

locatedhomes; and Earth or Berm homes of any type arenot allowed.

(p) Temporary or Other Structures.No structureof a temporary nature,and no trailer,

bus,basement, outhouse,tent,shack,garage,or otheroutbuildingshallbe used at

any time as a home eithertemporarilyor permanently,nor shallany such structures

be erectedorplaced on thePropertyatany time. No old or second-hand structures

shallbe moved onto any of saidLots. ItistheDevelopers intentionthatallhomes

and otherbuildingsto be erectedwithin the subdivisionbe new construction,of

good quality,workmanship, and materials.

(q) Accessory Buildings.All storageor utilitybuildingsmust be designed and builtso

as tobe of the same materialsand appearance as theresidence.All heatingand air

conditioningequipment, pipes,wires and otherutilityrelatedequipment, pipesand

lines,shallbe placed as discretelyas possibleand covered with landscaping or

permittedscreeningmaterials.Roof mounted heatingor airconditioningequipment
willnot be permitted.

(r) Sight Obstructions. No structure,wall,hedge or shrub plantingwhich obstructs

sightlinesat elevationsbetween three and six feetabove the roadways shallbe

placed or permittedto remain on any corner Lot withinthe triangularareaformed

by the streetpropertylinesand a lineconnecting them atpoints30 feetfrom the

intersectionof thestreetlines,or inthe case of a rounded propertycorner,from the

intersectionof the streetpropertylinesextended. The same sightlinelimitations

shallapply to any Lot within 10 feetfrom the intersectionof a streetpropertyline

with the edge of a driveway or pavement. No treeshallbe permittedto remain

within such distancesof such intersectionsunlessthe foliagelineismaintained at

such heighttopreventobstructionof such sightlines.

(s) Fencing. Fencing, walls,and otherbarriersshallbe approved by the Architectural

Control Committee priorto any construction,and shallnot exceed four feetin

height. Walls shallbe of brick,stone,decorativecoloredblock,or othermaterials

and finishesas may be establishedand allowed by the ArchitecturalControl

Committee. The colorsof thewallsmust blend with theexteriorof the structureon

the Int. All walls and colors must be approved by the ArchitecturalControl

Committee. No wooden, chain link,or wire mesh materialsare permitted. The

ArchitecturalControl Committee shallhave the discretionaryauthorityand power
to consider and grant approval of variancesfrom the four foot height limitation
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specifiedhereinforaestheticallycompatible wallsofthe materialsapproved by the

ArchitecturalControl Committee, subjecttothe followinglimitations:

i. No wall may be more than sixfeetinheight.

ii. Variancesmay be grantedonly forwallswhich arelocatedeitheron therear

lotlineof theLot,sidelotlineof theLot or on theperimeterof a patio,open porch,

swimming pool or courtyard.Ifa wallmore than four feetinheightislocatedon a

sidelotline,itmay not extend beyond the frontof thehouse.

iii. Variances may be grantedonly forwallswhich areintendedto enhance the

privacy of the Owner of such Lot.

iv. No wall shallunreasonably interferewith the lineof sighttoward, or view

from, any neighboring Lot.

(t) External Illumination.Any lightused to illuminategarages,patios,parking areas

or for any other purposes shallbe arranged to reflectlightaway from adjacent
residencesand away from thevisionof passingmotorists

(u) ExternalTelevisionor Other Antennas. Antennas forradio,television,or devices

forthe receptionor transmissionof radio,microwaves or othersimilarsignalsare

restrictedtotheatticorinteriorofthehome. Satellitedishantennasshallbe allowed

provided they arelocatedin such areasas may be designatedby the Architectural

Control Committee, and screened from view. In no event shallsatellitedish

antennas be visiblefrom neighboring propertyor exceed 20 inchesin diameter or

width.

(v) External Apparatus. No Lot Owner shallcause or permit anything (including,
without limitation,awnings, canopies or shutters)to hang, be displayed or

otherwise affixedto or placed on the exteriorwalls or roof or any partthereof,or

on the outside of windows or doors, without the prior written consent of the

ArchitecturalControl Committee.

(w) Clothes Drving. No portionof any Lot shallbe used as a drying or hanging area

for laundry of any kind, itbeing the intentionhereof thatallsuch facilitiesbe

provided withinthehome tobe constructedon each Lot.

(x) Slope and Drainage Control.No structure,plantingorothermaterialshallbe placed
orpermittedtoremain orotheractivitiesundertaken which may damage orinterfere

with establishedslope ratios,createerosion or slidingproblems, or which may

change the directionof flow of drainagechannels. The slopecontrolareasof each

Lot and allimprovements in them shallbe maintained continuouslyby the owner

of the Lot, except forthose improvements forwhich a public authorityor utility

company is responsible. Lot owners are responsibleto see thatno nuisance or

damage iscreatedby drainagelocationor flow to any adjacentproperty.

(y) Lateraland Subiacent Support and Drainage. An owner's activitieswhich affect

thelateralor subjacentsupport,orboth,of adjacentlandowners shallbe responsible
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for damages proximately caused by such activities.Owners shallbe responsible
for alldamage proximately caused by drainage from theirLot(s) to adjacent
landowners.

3.4. Construction and Contractor Provisions. In order to promote a harmonious

community development and protectthecharacterof theSubdivision,thefollowingguidelinesare

applicableto the Property:

(a) Completion of Construction.Upon initiationof siteexcavationfortheconstruction

on a Lot,work thereon shallbe continuouslyand diligentlypursued from and after

the commencement of such construction,and in any event shallbe completed
withinnine months from the dateexcavationcommences.

(b) Building MaterialsStorage. No Lot,partor portionof the Property shallbe used

ormaintained asa storageforbuildingmaterialsexceptduringa constructionphase.
Once a home isoccupied or made availableforsaleallbuildingmaterialsshallbe

removed or storedinsidesuch home, out of publicsight.

(c) Landscaping. Within four months aftercompletion of constructionof any home

upon a Lot, the owner of such Lot must have substantiallycompleted the

landscapingof such Lot,inaccordance with a detailedlandscapingplan previously

approved by theArchitecturalControl Committee as provided in Section3 hereof.

Such landscapingmay include,but shallnot be limitedto,grass,trees,shrubbery,

rock, or other appropriateground cover, acceptableto the ArchitecturalControl

Committee. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary,Lot Owners shall

comply with St.George City landscaping ordinances. The plantingof treesand

shrubs and grass,consistentwith general practicesand reasonable methods on

similarlandscapes in the area,isencouraged and recommended. Should any Lot

Owner failto comply with theprovisionsof thissection,theArchitecturalControl

Committee shallhave therightto seek an orderfrom a courtof properjurisdiction

requiringspecificperformance to comply with theprovisionshereof,and shallalso

have the authorityto complete the landscapingand requirethe Lot Owner topay a

reasonableamount forsuch completion. All attorney'sfeesand costsincurredin

any such action,and allexpenses incurredin connection with such completion,
shallconstitutealien on such Lot Owner's Lot, and shallalso be a personal

obligationof saidLot Owner, enforceableatlaw,untilpayment thereforismade.

(d) Soils Test. The Lot purchaser is encouraged to obtain a soils test and

recommendation on foundation from a Utah registered engineer prior to

construction,and the ArchitecturalControl Committee may condition final

approvalofplanson whether they followtherecommendations setforthinthesoils

engineer'sreport. By approving the commencement of constructionafterreview

of any soilstestand recommendation, the ArchitecturalControl Committee isnot

warranting and shallnot be deemed to have warranted the resultsof such testor

recommendation.

(e) Damages. Any damage inflictedon existingimprovements such as curbs,gutters,

streets,concrete sidewalks and such, by the owner and/or theiragents of any

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particularLot inthe subdivisionmust be repairedwithin30 days aftersuch damage
isdiscovered,and the expense of such repairshallbe borne by thepurchaseror Lot

Owner.

ARTICLE 4

ENFORCEMENT

4.1. Violation Constitutes Nuisance. Every actor omission whereby any restriction,

covenant or conditionset forthin these ProtectiveCovenants is violatedin whole or in part,is

declaredto be and shallconstitutea nuisance,and may be abated by appropriatelegalactionby
the Developer, the ArchitecturalControl Committee, or a Lot Owner. The remedies provided for

hereunder shallbe deemed cumulative and not exclusive.

4.2. Enforcement. Each and allof therestrictions,covenants and conditionscontained

inthisdocument isand areforthebenefitof theDeveloper and theLot Owners of any Lot,partor

portionof theProperty. Each such restrictivecovenant and conditionshallinureto thebenefitof

and pass with each and every Lot,partorportionofthePropertyand shallapply to and be binding

upon each and every successorininterest.Saidrestrictions,covenants and conditionsareand shall

be deemed covenants of equitableservitude,and the actualor threatenedbreach thereof,or the

continuance of any such breach,or compliance therewith,may be enforced,enjoined,abated,or

remedied by appropriateproceedings at law or in equity by the Developer or a Lot owner or

owners; provided,however, thatno such breach shallaffector impair the lienof any bona fide

mortgage or trustdeed which shallhave been given in good faithand forvalue,except thatany

subsequent owner of saidLot,partor portionof the Propertyshallbe bound and obligatedby the

saidrestrictions,covenants and conditions,whether such ownership isobtainedby foreclosure,at

a trustee'ssale,or otherwise.The ArchitecturalControl Committee may levy a fineor penaltyin

the amount of $50.00 againstany owner who failstorefrainfrom violationof thesecovenants or

a ruleof the Association,afterthreedays writtennotice,and opportunityforhearing. A finein

thesaidamount may be leviedforeach day of a continuingviolation.All attorney'sfeesand costs

incurredin any such action,and allexpenses incurredand any fineslevied,shallconstitutealien

on such Lot,and shallalsobe a personalobligationof saidLot Owner, enforceableatlaw, until

such payment thereforeismade.

4.3. Right to Enforce. The provisionscontainedinthesecovenants shallbind and inure

to thebenefitof and be enforceableby theDeveloper or a Lot owner or Owners, and each of their

legalrepresentatives,heirs,successorsand assigns,and failureto enforceany of saidrestrictions,

covenants,or conditionsshallin no eventbe deemed a waiver of therighttodo so thereafter.

ARTICLE 5

AMENDMENT AND EXPANSION

5.1. Amendment. During theDevelopment Phase, Developer may unilaterallyamend

these ProtectiveCovenants. Upon completion of the Development Phase, the restrictions,

covenants and conditionscontained hereinmay be amended by a recorded instrumentsigned by
no lessthan the Owners of 67% of the totalnumber of Lots in the Property,provided thatall

signaturesmust be notarizedand obtained within a 180 day period. Written noticeof any such

proposed amendment shallbe sentto every owner of any Lot,partor portionof the Property at

least30 days in advance.

2. a Declarationof Annexation (aftersatisfyingconditionshereafterstated),which

shallstatethe Developer's intentionto have the area describedthereinsubjectto

these Protective Covenants. Upon the recording of such a Declaration of

Annexation the property described thereinshallbe subjectto these Protective

Covenants.

Any additionalpropertiesannexed hereto by the Developer shallbe exclusivelyfor

residentialsingle-familydwellings,architecturallycompatible to the existinghomes, constructed

out of similarmaterials,and Lots thereinshallconstituteLots under theseProtectiveCovenants.

ARTICLE 6

GENERAL PROVISIONS

6.1. Duration of Covenants. The covenants, conditions,and restrictionscontained

herein shallrun with and bind the land for a period of 50 years from the date thisdocument is

recorded,afterwhich time saidcovenants shallbe automaticallyextended for successiveperiods
of 10 years each, subjectto amendment as herein setforth.Until the Developer or itsdesignee
ceases to act as the ArchitecturalControl Committee, the covenants and restrictionscontained

hereinmay be modified,amended or repealedinwhole or inpartatany time and from time totime

by the Developer, or his successor,or assigns,by recorded instrument.

6.2. Notices. Any noticerequiredunder the provisionsof thisdocument to be sentto

any Lot owner shallbe deemed to have been properlysentwhen mailed, postage prepaid,to the

lastknown addressof such owner.

6.3. Construction and Sever ability.All of the covenants,conditions,and restrictions

containedinthisdocument shallbe construedtogether.Invalidationof any one ofsaidrestrictions,

covenants or conditions,or any partthereof,shallnot affectthe enforceabilityor applicabilityof

any of the remaining restrictions,covenants or conditions,orpartsthereof.

6.4. Assignment of Powers. Any and allrightsand power of the Developer herein

contained may be delegated,transferredor assigned. Wherever the term "Developer" is used

herein,itincludesDeveloper and itssuccessorsand assigns.
