
BY-LAWS

OF

CANYON VILLAGE-RUST PHASE 1 CONDOMINIUM OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC.
A Non-ProfitCorporation

ARTICLE I
OFFICES

Section1. The principalofficeoftheCorporationshallbe locatedinTooele County,Utah.
The Corporationmay have such otheroffices,eitherwithinorwithouttheStateofUtah astheBoard of
Directorsmay designateorasthebusinessoftheCorporationmay requirefrom timetotime.

The registeredofficeoftheCorporationrequiredby thelaws oftheStateofUtah,tobe
maintainedintheStateofUtah may be,butneed notbe,identicalwiththeprincipalofficeintheStateof

Utah,and theaddressoftheregisteredofficemay be changed from timetotimeby theBoard ofDirectors.

ARTICLE I
PLAN'OFOWNERSHIP

Section1. OWNERSHIP. The subdivisionlocatedon thePropertylegallydescribedas:

(SeeExhibit"A" forProperty Description),and

isknown as Canyon Village-RustPhase 1 Condominiums and islocatedinTooele City,Tooele County,
StateofUtah (hereinafter"Subdivision").

Section2. BYLAWS APPLICABILITY. The provisionsoftheseBylaws areapplicableto
theSubdivision.

Section3. PERSONAL APPLICATION. All presentor futureOwners, tenants,future

tenants,ortheiremployees,orany otherpersonthatmightusethefacilitiesofthelandinany manner are

subjecttotheregulationssetforthintheseBylaws. The mere acquisitionofany ofthesubdivisionlotsor
themere actof occupancyof any residencewillsignifythattheseBylaws areaccepted,ratified,and will
be compliedwith.

ARTICLE III

MEETING OF MEMBERS

Section1. ANNUAL MEETING. The annualmeetingofmembers shallbe heldata date,
time,and placedeterminedby theBoard each year or atsuch othertimesand placesas theBoard of
Directorsmay from timetotimedetermine.Iftheday so designatedfallsupon a legalholiday,thenthe

meetingshallbe heldupon thefirstbusinessday thereafter.The Secretaryshallservepersonally,orby
mail,awrittennoticethereof,notlessthantennormore thanfiftydaysprevioustosuchmeeting,addressed
toeachmember athisaddressasitappearson thecertificatebook;butatany meetingatwhich allmembers
shallbe present,oratwhich allmembers notpresenthave waived noticedinwriting,thegivingofnotice
asaboverequiredmay be dispensedwith.



Section2. SPECIAL MEETINGS. Specialmeetings of members, other than those

regulatedby statute,may be calledatany timeby a majorityof theDirectors.Noticeof such meeting
statingthepurposeforwhich itiscalledshallbe servedpersonallyorby mailorby electronicmail(email),
notlessthantendaysbeforethedatesetforsuchmeeting. Ifmailed,itshallbe directedtoa member at
hisaddressasitappearson thecertificatebook;butatany meetingatwhich allmembers shallbe present,
or atwhich members notpresenthave waived noticeinwriting,thegivingof noticeas above described

may be dispensedwith. Ifemailed,itshallbe directedtoa member athiselectronicaddressasitappears
on thecertificatebook;butatany meetingatwhich allmembers shallbe present,oratwhich members not

presenthavewaivednoticeinwriting,thegivingofnoticeasabovedescribedmay be dispensedwith. The
Board ofDirectorsshallalso,inlikemanner,calla specialmeetingofmembers whenever sorequestedin

writingby members representingnotlessthantenpercent(10%) ofthecapitalmembership certificateof
theCorporationentitledtovoteatthemeetingofmembers upon tendays'notice.No business,otherthan
thatspecifiedinthecallforthemeeting,shallbe transactedatany meetingofthemembers, exceptupon
theunanimous consentofallthemembers entitledtonoticethereof.

Section3. CLOSING OF TRANSFER BOOKS OR FIXING OF RECORD DATE. Forthe

purpose of determiningmembers entitledto noticeof or to vote at any meeting of members or any
adjournmentthereof,or members entitledto receivepayment of any dividend,or in orderto make a
determinationof members forany otherproperpurpose,theBoard of Directorsof theCorporationmay
providethatthemembership certificatetransferbooks shallbe closedfora statedperiodbutnottoexceed,
in any case,fiftydays. Ifthemembership certificatetransferbooks shallbe closedforthepurposeof

determiningmembers entitledtonoticeofortovoteata meetingofmembers, suchbooks shallbe closed
foratleasttendaysimmediatelyprecedingsuchmeeting. In lieuof closingthemembership certificate
transferbooks, the Board of Directorsmay fixin advance a date as the recorddate for any such
determinationofmembers, suchdateinany casetobe notmore thanfiftydaysand,incaseofa meetingof

members, notlessthantendayspriortothedateon which theparticularaction,requiringsuchdetermination
ofmembers, istobe taken. Ifthemembership certificatetransferbooks arenotclosed,and no recorddate
isfixedforthedeterminationofmembers entitledtonoticeofortovoteata meetingofmembers, thedate
on which noticeof themeetingismailedor thedateon which theresolutionof theBoard of Directors

declaringsuchdividendisadopted,asthecasemay be,shallbe therecorddateforsuchdeterminationof
members. When a determinationofmembers entitledtovoteatany meetingofmembers hasbeen made
asprovidedinthissection,suchdeterminationshallapplytoany adjournmentthereof.

Section4. VOTING. Voting shallbe on a per lotbasisand thereshallbe two classesof

votingmembers asfollows:

ClassA. ClassA Members shallbe allOwners of Unitsor condominiums 101 through 124.
ClassA Members shallbe entitledto one (1)vote for each Unit in which the interestrequiredfor

membership intheAssociationisheld. Inno event,however,shallmore thanone ClassA voteexistwith

respecttoany Unit.

ClassB. The ClassB Member shallbe theDeclarant.The ClassB Member shallbe entitledto
six(6)votesforeachUnitor condominiums 101 through124 inwhich itholdstheinterestrequiredfor

Membership intheAssociation.The ClassC Membership shallautomaticallyceaseand be convertedto
ClassA Membership on thefirsttooccurofthefollowingevents:

(a) When thetotalnumber ofvotesheldby allClassB Members equalsthe
totalnumber ofvotesheldby theClassC Member;

(b) ResignationoftheDeclarant;or



(c) The expirationofeight(8)yearsafterthedateon which theDeclarationis

filedforrecordintheofficeoftheCounty RecorderofTooeleCounty,Utah.

As used intheseBylaws,theterm "majorityofOwners" shallmean thoseOwners

owing fifty-onepercent(51%) ofthelotsof thesubdivision.Votes may be castinpersonorby proxy.
Proxiesmust be filedwiththeSecretarybeforetheappointedtimeofeachmeeting.

Section5. PROXY. Each proxy must be executed in writingby the member of the

Corporationorhisdulyauthorizedattorney.No proxy shallbe validaftertheexpirationofelevenmonths

from thedateofitsexecutionunlessitshallhave specifiedthereinitsduration.

Everyproxy shallbe revocableatthediscretionofthepersonexecutingitorofhis

personalrepresentativesorassigns.

Section6. VOTING OF MEMBER CERTIFICATES BY CERTAIN HOLDERS. Member

Certificatesstandinginthename of anothercorporationmay be votedby such officer,agentorproxy as
theBy-Laws of such corporationmay prescribe,or,in the absenceof such provision,as theBoard of
Directorsofsuchcorporationmay determine.

Member Certificatesheldby an administrator,executor,guardianor conservator

may be votedby him eitherinpersonorby proxy withouta transferof suchmember certificatesintohis
name. Member Certificatesstandinginthename ofa trusteemay be votedby him eitherinpersonorby
proxy,butno trusteeshallbe entitledtovotemember certificatesheldby him withouta transferof such
member certificatesintohisname.

Member Certificatesstandingin thename of a receivermay be votedby such

receiver,and member certificatesheldby orunderthecontrolofa receivermay be votedby suchreceiver
withoutthetransferthereofintohisname ifauthorityso todo be containedinan appropriateorderofthe
Courtby which suchreceiverwas appointed.

A member whose member certificatesarepledgedshallbe entitledtovotesuch
member certificatesuntilthemember certificateshave been transferredintothename ofthepledgee,and
thereafterthepledgesshallbe entitledtovotethemember certificatessotransferred.

Member Certificatesof its own membership certificatebelonging to the

Corporationorheldby itina fiduciarycapacityshallnotbe voted,directlyor indirectly,atany meeting,
and shallnotbe countedindeterminingthetotalnumber ofoutstandingmember certificatesatany given
time.

Section7. ELECTION OF DIRECTORS. At each electionfordirectorsevery member
entitledtovoteatsuchelectionshallhave therighttovote,inpersonorby proxy,thenumber ofmember
certificatesowned by him forasmany personsastherearedirectorstobe electedand forwhose election
he hasa righttovote. Thereshallbe no cumulativevoting.

Section8. QUORUM. A majority of the outstandingmember certificatesof the

Corporationentitledtovote,representedinpersonorby proxy,shallconstitutea quorum ata meetingof
themembership certificateholders.
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Ifa quorum shallnotbe presentor represented,themembers entitledto a vote

thereat,presentinpersonorrepresentedby proxy,shallhavepower toadjournfromtimetotimethemeeting
untila quorum shallbe presentorrepresented.At such adjournedmeetingatwhich a quorum shallbe

presentorrepresented,anybusinessorany specifieditemofbusinessmay be transactedwhich mighthave

been transactedatthemeetingasoriginallynotified.

The number of votes or consentof the holdersof any classof membership
certificatehavingvotingpower which shallbe necessaryforthetransactionofanybusinessorany specified
itemofbusinessatany meetingofmembers, includingamendments totheArticlesofIncorporation,orthe

givingofany consent,shallbe amajorityoftheoutstandingmember certificatesoftheCorporationentitled
tovote,representedinpersonorby proxy.

Section9. INFORMAL ACTION BY MEMBERS. Any actionrequiredto be takenata

meetingof themembers, or any otheractionwhich may be takenata meetingof themembers, may be
takenwithouta meetingifa consentinwriting,settingforththeactionsotakenshallbe signedby allofthe
members entitledtovotewithrespecttothesubjectmatterthereof.

ARTICLE IV

DIRECTORS

Section1. NUMBER. The affairsand businessofthisCorporationshallbe managed by a
Board ofDirectors.The firstBoard ofDirectorsshallconsistoftwo (2)members. AftertheDeclarant
no longerhas controloftheAssociation,thenumber of directorsshallbe increasedtonotmore thanfive
and notlessthanthreeby resolutionoftheBoard ofDirectors.Directorsneed notbe members and need
notbe residentsoftheStateofUtah.

Section2. ELECTION. The directorsshallbe electedat each annual meeting of the

members, butifany suchannualmeetingisnotheld,orthedirectorsarenotelectedthereat,thedirectors

may be electedatany specialmeetingofthemembers heldforthatpurpose.

Section3. TERM OF OFFICE. The termofofficeofeachofthedirectorsshallbe two years
and shallbe staggeredsuch thatterms willexpirefordifferentboard members at differenttimesand
thereafteruntilhissuccessorhasbeen elected.

Section4. DUTIES. The Board ofDirectorsshallhavethecontroland generalmanagement
oftheaffairsand businessoftheCorporation.Such directorsshallinallcasesactas a Board,exceptas
hereinprovidedin Section11,regularlyconvened,by a majority,and theymay adopt such rulesand

regulationsfortheconductoftheirmeetingsand themanagement of theCorporation,astheymay deem

proper,notinconsistentwiththeseBy-Laws and thelawsoftheStateofUtah.

Section5. DIRECTORS' MEETINGS. RegularmeetingsoftheBoard ofDirectorsshallbe
heldimmediatelyfollowingtheannualmeetingofthemembers, and atsuch othertime and placeasthe
Board of Directorsmay determine. Specialmeetingsof the Board of Directorsmay be calledby the
Presidentatany time,and shallbe calledby thePresidentortheSecretaryupon thewrittenrequestoftwo
directors.

Section6. NOTICE OF MEETINGS. Notice of meetings,otherthan the regularannual

meeting,shallbe givenby serviceupon each directorinperson,or by mailingtohim athislastknown

address,orby electronicmail (email)athislastknown emailaddress,atleastthreedaysbeforethedate
thereindesignatedforsuch meeting,includingtheday of mailing,of a writtenor printednoticethereof
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specifyingthetimeand placeofsuchmeeting,and thebusinesstobe broughtbeforethemeeting,and no

businessotherthanthatspecifiedinsuchnoticeshallbe transactedatany specialmeeting. At anymeeting
atwhich everymember of theBoard of Directorsshallbe present,althoughheld withoutnotice,any
businessmay be transactedwhich mighthave been transactedifthemeetinghad been dulycalled.

Any directormay waive noticeofany meetingundertheprovisionsofArticleX.

The attendanceofa directorata meetingshallconstitutea waiverofnoticeofsuchmeetingexceptwhere

aDirectorattendsa meetingfortheexpresspurposeofobjectingtothetransactionofany businessbecause

themeetingisnotlawfullyconvened orcalled.

Section7. VOTING. At allmeetingsoftheBoard ofDirectors,eachdirectoristohave one

vote,irrespectiveofthenumber ofmember certificatesofmembership certificatethathe may hold. That

actofa majorityofthedirectorspresentata meetingatwhich a quorum ispresentshallbe theactofthe

Board ofDirectors.

Section8. VACANCIES. VacanciesintheBoard occurringbetween annualmeetingsshall

be filledfortheunexpiredportionofthetermby a majorityoftheremainingdirectors.

Section9. REMOVAL OF DIRECTORS. Any one or more of the directorsmay be

removed,whetherwith orwithoutcause,atany timeby a voteofthemembers holdinga majorityofthe

membership certificate,atany specialmeetingcalledforthatpurpose.

Section10. QUORUM. The number ofdirectorswho shallbe presentatany meetingofthe

Board ofDirectorsinordertoconstitutea quorum forthetransactionofany businessorany specifieditem

ofbusinessshallbe a majority.

The number ofvotesofdirectorsthatshallbe necessaryforthetransactionofany
businessorany specifieditemofbusinessatany meetingoftheBoard ofDirectorsshallbe a majority.

Ifa quorum shallnotbe presentatany meetingoftheBoard ofDirectors,those

presentmay adjournthemeetingfrom timetotime,untila quorum shallbe present.

Section11. COMPENSATION. By resolutionoftheBoard of Directors,thedirectorsmay
be paidtheirreasonableand realexpenses,ifany,relatedtotheAssociation.

Section12. PRESUMPTION OF ASSENT. A DirectoroftheCorporationwho ispresentat

a meetingoftheBoard ofDirectorsatwhich actionon any corporatematteristakenshallbe presumed to

have assentedtotheactiontakenunlesshisdissentshallbe enteredintheminutesofthemeetingorunless

he shallfilehiswrittendissentto such actionwiththepersonactingas Secretaryof themeetingbefore

adjournmentthereofor shallforwardsuch dissentby registeredmailtotheSecretaryoftheCorporation

immediatelyaftertheadjournmentofthemeeting. Such righttodissentshallnotapplytoa directorwho

votedinfavorofsuchaction.

Section13. OTHER COMMITTEES. By resolutionoftheBoard ofDirectors,thedirectors

may designatecommitteesofnotlessthantwo directors,toassisttheBoard initsduties.
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ARTICLE V

OFFICERS

Section1. NUMBER. The officersof thisCorporationshallbe: Presidentand Secretary,
orTreasurer,togetherwithsuchotherofficersasmay be appointedby theBoard ofDirectors,asdetermined

by theBoard ofDirectors,toincludeVice Presidents.

Any officermay holdmore thanone office.

Section2. ELECTION. All officersof the Corporationshallbe electedannuallyby the
Board ofDirectorsatitsmeetingheldimmediatelyafterthemeetingofmembers, and shallholdofficefor
thetermofoneyearoruntiltheirsuccessorsarefullyelected.Officersneed notbe members oftheBoard.

The Board may appointsuchotherofficers,agents,and employeesasitshalldeem

necessarywho shallhave such authorityand shallperform such dutiesas from time to time shallbe

prescribedby theBoard.

Section3. REMOVAL OF OFFICERS. On an affinnativevote of a majorityof the
Members of theBoard of Directors,any officermay be removed, eitherwith or withoutcause,and his
successorelectedatany regularmeetingoftheBoard ofDirectorsoratany specialmeetingoftheBoard
ofDirectorcalledforsuchpurpose.

Section4. DUTIES OF OFFICERS. The dutiesand powers of the officersof the

Corporationshallbe asfollows:

PRESIDENT

The PresidentshallpresideatallmeetingsoftheBoard ofDirectorsand members.

He shallpresentateachannualmeetingofthemembers and directorsa reportof
theconditionofthebusinessoftheCorporation.

He shallcause to be calledregularand specialmeetings of the members and
directorsinaccordancewiththeseBy-Laws. He shallappointand remove,employ and discharge,and fix
the compensationof allservants,agents,employees,and clerksof the Corporationotherthanthe duly
appointedofficers,subjecttotheapprovaloftheBoard ofDirectors.

He shallsign and make allcontractsand agreements in the name of the

Corporation.
He shallseethatthebooks,reports,statementsand certificatesrequiredby the

statutesareproperlykept,made and filedaccordingtolaws.

He shallsignallcertificatesof membership certificate,notes,draftsor billsor

exchange,warrantsorotherordersforthepayments ofmoney dulydrawn by theTreasurer.

He shallenforcetheseBy-Laws and perform allof the dutiesincidentto the

positionand office,and which arerequiredby law.
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VICE PRESIDENT

DuringtheabsenceorinabilityofthePresidenttorenderand performhisdutiesor
exercisehispowers,assetforthintheseBy-Laws orinthelawsunderwhich thisCorporationisorganized,
thesame shallbe performedand exercisedby theVice President;and when so acting,he shallhave allthe

powers and be subjecttoalltheresponsibilitiesherebygiventoorimposed upon suchPresident.

SECRETARY

The SecretaryshallkeeptheminutesofthemeetingsoftheBoard ofDirectorsand
ofthemembers inappropriatebooks.

He shallgiveand serveallnoticesoftheCorporation.

He shallbe custodianof therecordsand of the sealand affixthe latterwhen

required.

He shallkeep the membership certificateand transferbooks in the manner

prescribedby law,so as to show atalltimesthe amount of capitalmembership certificateissuedand

outstanding;themanner and thetime compensationforthesame was paid in,thenames of theowners

thereof,alphabeticallyarranged,thenumber ofmember certificatesowned by each,thetimeatwhich each

personbecame suchowner,andtheamount paidthereon;andkeep suchmembership certificateandtransfer
books open dailyduringthebusinesshoursattheofficeoftheCorporation,and permitsuch member to
make extractsfrom saidbooks totheextentprescribedby law.

He shallsignallcertificatesofmembership certificate.

He shallpresent to the Board of Directorsat their statemeetings all
communicationsaddressedtohim officiallyby thePresidentorany officerormember oftheCorporation.

He shallattendtoallcorrespondenceand performalldutiesincidenttotheoffice
ofSecretary.

TREASURER

The Treasurershallhave thecareand custodyof,and be responsiblefor,allthe
fundsand securitiesoftheCorporationand depositallsuch fundsinthename oftheCorporationinsuch
bank or banks,trustcompany or trustcompanies,or safedepositvaultsas theBoard of Directorsmay
designate.

He shallexhibitatallreasonabletimeshisbooks and accountstoany directoror
member oftheCorporationupon applicationattheofficeoftheCorporationduringbusinesshours.

He shallrendera statementoftheconditionsofthefinancesoftheCorporationat
eachregularmeetingoftheBoard ofDirectors,and atsuch othertimesasshallbe requiredofhim,and a
fullfinancialreportattheannualmeetingofthemembers.

He shallkeep,attheofficeoftheCorporation,correctbooks of accountofallits
businessand transactionsand othersuchbooks ofaccountastheBoard ofDirectorsmay require.

He shalldo and performalldutiesappertainingtotheofficeofTreasurer.

Section4. BOND. The Treasurershall,ifrequiredby theBoard of Directors,giveto the

CorporationsuchsecurityforthefaithfuldischargeofhisdutiesastheBoard may direct.

ARTICLE VI

MEMBERSHIP

Section1. MEMBER INTERESTS. Only owners withinthe Subdivisionor theDeclarant

may be members ofthisCorporation.

Section2. TRANSFER OF MEMBERSHIP CERTIFICATE. The membership ofan owner
ofaLotorCondominium withintheSubdivisionshalltransferimmediatelyupon therecordationoftransfer
to a thirdparty.Membership intheCorporationshallonlybe fora Lot or Condominium and shallnot
increaseeveniftherearemore thanone Owner ofa particularLot orCondominium.

ARTICLE VI

OBLIGATION OF OWNERS

Section1. ASSESSMENTS. All Owners/Members areobligatedto pay assessmentsand
feesimposedby theBoard ofDirectorsand/ortheCCRs tomeet allSubdivisioncommunal expenses,which

may includea liabilityinsurancepolicypremium and an insurancepremium forapolicytocoverrepairand
reconstructionwork incaseofwind,fire,earthquakeorotherhazard. The assessmentsshallbe made pro
rataforeachlotorcondominium owned, asstipulatedintheDeclaration.Such assessmentsmay include

monthlypayments toa generaloperatingreserveand a reservefund forreplacements.Assessmentsshall
be subjecttochange. Each Unitowner shallpay hisorherown utilitycostswhich areindividuallymetered
intheSubdivision.

ARTICLE VII

INDEMNIFICATION

Section1. . INDEMNIFICATION. Any person made a party or involvedin any civil,
criminaloradministrativeaction,suit,orproceedingby reasonofthefactthathe orhistestatororintestate
isorwas director,officer,oremployee,oftheCorporation,orofany Corporationwhich he,thetestator,or
intestateservedas suchattherequestoftheCorporation,shallbe indemnifiedby theCorporationagainst
expensesreasonablyincurredby him orimposed on him inconnectionwithorresultingfrom thedefense
ofsuchaction,suit,orproceedingand inconnectionwithorresultingfrom any appealtherein,exceptwith

respecttomattersastowhich itisadjudgedinsuch action,suit,orproceedingthatsuch officer,director,
or employee was liabletotheCorporation,ortosuch otherCorporation,fornegligenceormisconductin
theperformanceofhisduty. As used hereintheterm "expense"shallincludeallobligationsincurredby
suchpersonforthepayment ofmoney, includingwithoutlimitationsattorney'sfees,judgments,awards,
fines,penalties,and amounts paidinsatisfactionofjudgment or insettlementofany such action,suit,or

proceeding,exceptamounts paidtotheCorporationor such otherCorporationby him. A judgment or
convictionwhetherbasedon pleasofguiltyornolocontendereoritsequivalent,oraftertrial,shallnotof
itselfbe deemed an adjudicationthatsuchdirector,officer,oremployeeisliabletotheCorporation,orsuch
otherCorporation,fornegligenceormisconductintheperformanceof hisduties.Determinationofthe

rightsof such indemnificationand the amount thereofmay be made atthe optionof thepersonto be
indemnifiedpursuanttoproceduresetforthfrom timetotimeintheBy-Laws, orby any ofthefollowing
procedures:(a) orderof theCourtor administrativebody or agency havingjurisdictionof theaction,
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suit,orproceeding;(b) resolutionadoptedby a majorityofthequorum oftheBoard ofDirectorsofthe

Corporation,withoutcountingin such majoritya quorum any directorswho have incurredexpensesin

connectionwithsuchaction,suitorproceeding;(c)ifthereisno quorum ofdirectorswho havenotincurred

expensesinconnectionwithsuch action,suit,orproceeding,thenby resolutionadoptedby a majorityof

theconunitteeofmembers any directorswho have notincurredsuch expensesappointedby theBoard of

Directors;(d) resolutionadoptedby a majorityof the quorum of the directorsentitledto vote atany

meeting;or(e)orderofany CourthavingjurisdictionovertheCorporation.Any suchdeterminationthat

a payment by way of indemnityshouldbe made willbe bindingupon theCorporation.Such rightof

indemnificationshallnotbe exclusiveofany otherrightwhich suchdirectors,officers,and employeesof

theCorporationandtheotherpersonsabove-mentionedmay have orhereafteracquireand,withoutlimiting
thegeneralityof such statement,theyshallbe entitledtotheirrespectiverightsofindemnificationunder

any By-Laws, Agreement,voteofmembers, provisionof law,or otherwise,aswellastheirrightsunder

thisArticle.The provisionsofthisArticleshallapplytoany member ofany committeeappointedby the

Board of Directorsas fullyas though such person had been a director,officeror employee of the

Corporation.

ARTICLE VIII

AMENDMENTS

Section1. HOW AMENDED. TheseBylaws may be amended by theAssociationina duly
constitutedmeeting forsuch purpose,and no amendment shalltakeeffectunlessapprovedby Owners
