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any Lot nor shallanythingbe aloneor any use made thereonorthereofwhich may be orbecome

an unreasonableannoyance or nuisancetotheOccupant(s)oftheotherLots withintheProperty

by reasonof unsightlinessortheexcessiveemissionof fumes, odors,glare,vibration,gases,

radiation,dust,liquidwaste,smoke ornoise.

The Declaranthas establishedbuildingsetbacksfortheresidencesand structuresof Anderson

The frontbuildingset-backlineshallbe fifty-fivefeet(55')on alllots.

Driveway accesstolots101, 137, 135, 133,132, 131, 130 and 129 shallbe prohibitedfrom

Durfee Streetand 800 East(EastStreet).

Artiendmentto Section3.07.Section3.07,isdeleted.

Section3.07 Easements - deleted

Amendment to Section3.10.Section3.10,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Section3.10 Maintenance

The followingprovisionsshallgovem themaintenance of Lots and allImprovements thereon:

a)Each Owner ofa Lot shallmaintainallImprovements locatedthereoningood and sufficient

repairand shallkeep theImprovements thereonpaintedor stained.Lawns cut,shrubbery

trimmed, windows unbroken and glazed,rubbishand debrisremoved, weeds cutand otherwise

maintainthesame ina neatand aestheticallypleasingcondition.

b) Alldamage toany Improvements shallbe repairedas promptly as isreasonablypossible.

c)A buildingwhich isvacantforany reasonshallbe keptlocked and thewindows glazedin

ordertoprevententranceby vandals.

d) SubdividedLots shallnotbe exempt from theprovisionsof thisDeclaration.These provisions
shallnotapplytosubdividedlandowned by Builders,orby theDeclarant,thatisused for

agriculture,open space,or ina predevelopment status.

e)Allstructures,facilities,equipment,objectsand conditionsdetenninedby theACC, initssole

discretion,tobe offensive,shallbe enclosedwith an approved structureor appropriatelybe
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screenedfrom publicview. Such screenmust be approved by theACC. Alltrash,debris,garbage

and refuseshallbe keptatalltimesina covered container

f)All drainageeasements and drainageswales shallbe maintainedas initiallydesignedand

constructedby theProjectEngineer and approved by Grantsville.

g)Any eventor conditionon a Lot which, inthesolediscretionoftheACC, createsan unsightly
or blightinginfluence,shallbe ina manner satisfactorytotheACC, corrected,removed or

screenedfrom publicview, asthecasemay be,by theOwner of theLot,notwithstandingthefact

thatsuch eventorconditionmay notbe specificallydescribedand/orprohibitedinthis

Declaration.

h) In theeventthatany Owner shallpermitany Improvement, includingany landscaping,which

istheresponsibilityof such Owner tomaintain,tofallintodisrepairso as tocreatea dangerous,

unsafe,unsightlyorunattractivecondition.theBoard and/orit'sassignees,upon thirty(30)days

priorwrittennoticetotheOwner of such Lot,shallhave therightto correctsuch condition,and

toenterupon saidLot and intoany buildingor structurethereon,ifnecessary,forthepurpose of

correctingor repairingthesame, and such Owner shallpromptly reimbursetheAssociationfor

thecostthereof.The Owner of theoffendingLot shallbe personallyliable,and such Owner's

Lot may be subjecttoa mechanic's lienforallcostsand expenses incurredby theAssociationin

takingsuch correctiveaction,plusallcostsincurredincollectingtheamounts due.Each Owner

shallpay allamounts due forsuch work withinten(10)days tallerreceiptof writtendemand

therefor,or theamounts may, attheoptionof theBoard, be leviedas a Limited Assessment

againstsaidLot and shallbe enforceableinthesame manner as otherassessmentssetforthinthe

ArticlesofthisDeclaration.

Amendment to Section3.12.Section3.12,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Section3.12 Boats,Campers and Other Vehicles

No conversionof a garage,which prohibitsor limitstheuse of a garagefortheparkingor

storageofthenumber of automobilesforwhich itisdesigned,shallbe pennitted.Parking on the

lawn or unpaved portionoftheLot isprohibited.No inoperativeor unlicensedvelticleshallbe

parked or storedatany time on a Lot unlesswholly withinan enclosedstructureor screened

from publicview.

Allresidencesshallincludean attachedgaragespace fora minimum of two (2)passenger
vehicles.A maximum ofthree(3)vehiclesand/ortrailersareallowed tobe parked on the

driveway or otherapproved parkingstructureinfrontof thehome.

Amendment to Section3.14.Section3.14,isdeleted.

Section3.14External Energy Devices - deleted
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Amendment to Section3.18.Section3.18,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Section3.18 Landscaping

The followingprovisionsshallgovern thelandscapingof Lots withintheSubdivision:

a)Sod, hydro seed,and/orotherapproved liveground covermust cover 1,000squarefeetofthe

frontyard and,a minimum of two (2)treesof atleasttwo-inch(2")caliperinthefrontyard.
Additionaltreesmay be of a smallersize.Approval of landscapingplansby theAssociationdoes

notensurecompliance with GrantsvilleCityrequirements.

b)All requiredlandscapingon a Lot shallbe installedwithinthreehundred sixty-five(365)days
aftertheearlierofthefollowing:(I)substantialcompletionof theBuildingon theLot,or (II)

occupancy oftheBuildingby an Occupant.

Amendment to Section4.03.Section4.03,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Section4.03Voting

The Associationshallhave thefollowingvotingmembership:

AllOwners of Lots withintheSubdivisionshallbe entitledtoone (1)voteforeach Lot owned.

In additiontoindividualLots owned by theDeclarant,theDeclarantshallbe grantedthevoting

rightsof one (1)Lot per acreforallPropertyyetundeveloped (and Declarant-owned)inthe

Project.

Amendment to Section4.05.Section4.05,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Section4.05Power ofAssociation

The Associationshallhave allpowers of a non-profitcorporationorganizedunder thelaws ofthe

StateofUtah subjectonlytosuch limitationsas areexpresslysetforthintheArticles,theBy-
Laws orthisDeclaration.Itshallhave thepower toperform any and allactswhich may be

necessaryor properfor,or incidentto,thepropermanagement and operationoftheCommon

Areas and theperformance of otherresponsibilitiesincluding,but not limitedto,thefollowing:

(a)Assessments

The power tolevyRegular,Specialand Limited Assessments on theOwners and/orLots and to

enforcepayment thereofinaccordancewiththeprovisionsthereof.A specialassessmentmay be

appliedtotheowners ofa home orlottorecoverlegalfeesincurredby theassociationdue to

enforcementof theCC&Rs againstthatpropertyowner. The assessmentmay be recovered
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throughthecourtsor a lienplacedon theviolator'sproperty.The assessmentcan onlybe applied
when theoutcome of such legalactionfavorstheassociation.

(b)Right ofEnforcement

The power and authorityfrom time totime initsown name, on itsown behalf,or on behalfof

any Owner(s) who consentthereto,to commence and maintainactionsand suitstorestrainand

enjoinany branch orthreatenedbreach oftheArticles,By-Laws, Declarationor ACC

Rules/ACC Standards,and to enforceby mandatory injunctionor otherwise,allprovisions
thereof.

The finescheduleforviolationsshallbe thefollowinggraduatedscale:

Firstviolation= warning
Second violation= $25

Thirdviolation= $50

Fourthviolation= $100

Each subsequentviolation
= $100

Once violationfinesreach$1,000 a lienagainsttheowner willbe filed.Costs associatedwith a

lienwillbe paidby theowner.

Fine amounts areperlotand notperviolation.The owner of thelotwillhave 30 days tocorrect

violation(s)beforemoving tothenextlevelofthegraduatedscale.

The warning shallbe providedinwritingtothe lotowner and describetheviolation(s)and state

theruleorprovisionoftheassociation'sgoverningdocuments thatthelotowner'sconduct

violates.A lotowner who isassesseda warning or finemay requestan informalhearingbefore

theboard to disputethewarning or finewithin30 days aftertheday on which thelotowner

receivesnoticethatthewarning or fineisassessed.

The associationshalltreatalllotowners similarlywhen enforcingviolations.

(c)Delegation ofPowers

The authorityto delegateitspowers and dutiesto committees,officers,employees,orto any

person,firm or corporationtoactas manager.

(d)Liabilityof Board Members and Officers

Neitherany member oftheBoard nor any officersof theAssociationshallhe personallyliableto

any Owner, or toany otherparty,forany damage, lossor prejudicesufferedorclaimed on

accountofany act,error,or omission oftheAssociation,theBoard, itsofficer,a manager or any
otherrepresentativeor employee oftheAssociation,ortheACC, providedthatsaidBoard

Member, officer,manager or otherpersonhas,upon thebasisof such informationaswas

available,actedingood faithwithoutwillfulor intentionalmisconduct.
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(e)AssociationRules

The power toadopt,amend, and repealsuch rulesand regulationsas theAssociationdeems

reasonable.Such rulesshallgovern theuse by Owners and Occupants or any otherperson of

Common Areas and otherpropertyowned or controlledby theAssociation:provided,however,
Associationrulesshallnot discriminateamong Owners and shallnotbe inconsistentwith the

Articles,By-Laws orthisDeclaration.A copy of Associationrulesastheymay from time totime

be adopted,amended orrepealed,shallbe made availableto each Owner and Occupant. Upon
such availabilitysaidAssociationrulesshallhave thesame forceand effectas iftheywere set

forthinand were partofthisMaster Declaration.Intheeventof any conflictbetween an

Associationruleor any provisionof theArticles,By-Laws or thisDeclaration,theconflicting

provisionsoftheAssociationrulesshallbe deemed supersededtotheextentof any such

inconsistency.

(f)Emergency Power

The Association,or any person authorizedby the Association,may enteronto any Lot or into

any Buildingor otherstructureon a Lot intheeventof any emergency involvingillnessor

potentialdanger to lifeor propertyor when necessaryinconnectionwith any maintenance or

constructionforwhich itisresponsible.Such entryshallhe made with as littleinconvenienceto

theOccupants as practicableand any damage caused therebyshallbe repairedby theAssociation

unlesssaidentrywas necessitatedby a conditioncaused by theOwner or Occupant.

(g)Licenses,Easements and Right-of-Way

The power to grantand convey to any third-partysuch licenses,easements,right-of-wayor fee

titlein,on through,under or oftheCommon Areas as may be necessaryor appropriateforthe

orderlymaintenance,preservationand enjoyment thereofand forthepreservationof health,

safety,convenience and welfareoftheOwners, forthepurpose of constructing,erecting,

operatingor maintaining:

(i)

Underground lines,cables,wires,conduitsand otherdevicesforthetransmissionof any utilityor

otherservice.

(ii)

Publicsewers,storm drains,water drainsand pipes,water systems,sprinklingand irrigation
water systems,water,heatingand gas linesor pipes.

(iii)

Any similarpublicor quasi-publicimprovements or facilitiesincludingbut notlimitedtoparks,

pathways,street,naturetrails,recreationalfacilities,pools,ponds, entrances,waterways,open
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spaces,clubhouses,game rooms, craftand handicran facilities,greenhouses,hobby facilities,

equestrianfacilitiesand allothercommon amenitiespertainingtotheDevelopment, providing
thattheparticularfeatureor facilityhas been deeded by theDeclaranttotheAssociation.

(h)FiscalYear

The Board shallhave therightto electa fiscalyearfortheAssociationinsteadof a calendaryear
forbudget,Assessment and accountingpurposes.

(i)Board Meeting Minutes

The Board shallkeep a copy of meeting minutes where members can accessthem.Meeting
minutes placedon theAssociation'swebsitewillbe password protectedso onlymembers have

accesstothem.

Amendment to Section5.01.Section5.01,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Section5.01 Use

Each Owner of a Lot,hisfamily,licensees,invitees,lesseesand contractpurchaserswho reside

on theLot,shallbe entitledto use theAssociationpropertiesand thepropertiesof any Sub-

Associationof which theOwner isa Member subjecttothefollowing:

(a)Articles,Etc.

The provisionsoftheArticlesand By-Laws oftheAssociation,thisDeclarationand any

applicableSupplementalDeclarationand therules,regulationsand standardspromulgated
thereunder.Each Owner, inusingtheAssociationshallcomply with thesame.

(b)Suspension ofRights

The rightof theAssociationtosuspend therightstouse_propertiesowned by it(exceptroads

and othermeans of accessby an Owner) forany periodduringwhich any Assessment against
thatOwner's Lot remains unpaid;and forany infractionor publishedrulesand regulationsofthe

Association.

(c)Dedications

The rightof theAssociationtodedicateortransferallor any partofpropertiesowned by itto

any publicagency,authorityor utilityforsuch purposesand subjectto such conditionsas may be

agreedby theBoard, so long as saidtransferdoes not diminishthesecurityoftheMortgagees on

any Lot or Common Area intheSubdivision.
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(d)Mortgage or Conveyance of Common Area

Except as providedinsubsectionC, above,no portionof theCommon Area shallme mortgaged
or conveyed by theAssociationwithoutthepriorapprovalof atleastone half(1/2)of the

Members, which approvalmay be obtainedinwritingorby a voteof therespectiveClass

Members ata meeting calledforsuch purpose.

(e)

Notwithstandingotherprovisionsof thesection,theAssociationmay limittheuse and feerental

or saleof any Associationfacilitiesperrulescreatedby theAssociation.

Amendment to Section6.02.Section6.02,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Section6.02Regular Assessments

Regular Assessments shallbe assessedon a calendaryearbasisunlessotherwisedeterminedby
theBoard. The Regular Assessments shallbe based upon advance estimatesof annualcash

requirementsas determinedby theBoard forthemaintenance and operationoftheCommon

Areas and alleasement areas,ifany,controlledby theAssociationand fortheperformance by
theAssociationof itsotherdutiesand responsibilities.Such estimatesmay include,but shallnot

be limitedto,expenses of management, administrationand ACC activities,taxesand special
assessmentsof localgovermnent units,premiums forallinsurancewhich theAssociationis

requiredor permittedtomaintainhereunder,landscapingand careof grounds,lighting,water

charges,trashcollection,sewerage charges,repairand maintenance,legaland accountingfees,
and any deficitremainingfrom previousperiodsand thecreationof reserve,surplusand/or

sinkingfund(s),and otherexpenses or obligationsincurredor expectedas theymay be required

by theAssociationincompliance with thisDeclaration.

The initialannualRegular Assessment forthecalendaryearduringwhich theDeclarantconveys
feetitleto a Lot toan owner shallbe theamount of:

$5.00 perLot permonth pro-rataforplattedbut unimproved Lots,conveyed from theDeclarant

toan individualorBuilder.

$10.00 perLot per month pro-ratafordeveloped lots(withinfrastructure),withouthomes

completed.A Lot willbe considered"developed"when theLot iseligibleforbuildingpermit
and thelothas been conveyed from theDeclaranttoan individualor Builder.

$20.00 perLot permonth pro-ratawith a completed home.
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Amendment to Section6.06.Section6.06,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Section6.06Assessment Due Date

The due datesforRegular,Specialand Limited Assessments shallbe March 1,unlesssome other

due dateisestablishedby theBoard. Each instalhnentof an Assessment shallbe delinquentif

not paidwithinthirty(30)days alterthedue datethereof.Nothing hereincontainedshallprohibit
theBoard from requiringthatSpecialor Limited Assessments be paid ina lump sum insteadof

installments.

Additionof Section6.08.Section6.08,isadded initsentiretyas follows:

Section6.08Reinvestment or Transfer Fee Covenant

A reinvestmentfeecovenant was filedwith Tooele County on May 28,2010. Upon transferof

realpropertythereisa reinvestmentfeeof $50.

Amendment to Section8.02.Section8.02,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Amendment to Section8.07.Section8.07,isamended and restatediniisentiretyas follows:

Section8.07Application

To requestACC approvalfortheconstruction,alteration,modification,removal or demolitionof

any improvements with theProperty,theOwner shallsubmit a writtenapplicationina form

requiredby theACC and containallinfonnationrequestedand be accompanied by allother

materialtobe submitted,ashereafterprovided.

Allapplicationsmust contain,or have submittedtherewith,thefollowing(collectivelycalled

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Amendment to Section8.08.Section8.08,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Section8.08Decision

In reviewingtheapplicationand thematerialssubmittedtherewithand inreachinga decision

thereon,theACC shalluse itsbesteffortsand judgment toassurethatallimprovements shall

produce and contributetoan orderlyand aestheticallycomplementary designand appearance and

be ofthequalityrequiredtomaintaintheSubdivisionas a qualityresidentialdevelopment.

Unless extended by mutual consentoftheOwner and theACC, theACC shallrenderitsdecision

with respecttoan applicationwithinthirty(30)days alterthereceiptof a properlysubmittedand

complete application.The decisionoftheACC can be intheform of an approval,a conditional

approvalor denial.

The decisionof theACC shallbe inwriting,dated,and a copy thereofsenttotheOwner atthe

addressshown on theapplication.

A conditionalapprovalshallsetforthwith particularitytheconditionsupon which the

applicationisapproved and theOwner shallbe requiredtoaffixa copy of saidconditionstothe

working drawings orblueprintswhich aretobe kepton thejob siteduringtheentirecourseof

thework towhich saidplansrelate.

A denialof an applicationshallstatewith particularitythereasonsforsuch denial.

Amendment to Section8.10.Section8.10,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Section8.10 Hearing

An Owner submittingan applicationunder Section8.07,above,or servedwith a writtennotice

of deviationorviolation,shallhave therighttorequestand be heard ata hearingheldby the

ACC forthepurpose of presentingfactsand informationtotheACC. Such hearingmust be

requestedby such partywithinten(10)days from thedatethewrittennoticeofthedecisionof

theACC issenttotheOwner as evidencedby therecordsof theACC. The hearingshallbe held

withinten(10)days followingreceiptby theACC oftherequestfora hearing,unlesstheACC

shallextend saidperiodoftime because oftheunavailabilityof ACC members. A hearingmay
be continuedby theACC forthepurpose of furtherinvestigationorto receiveadditional

evidence.Upon completionofthehearing,theACC shallissuea writtenopiniontotheinvolved

partieswithinten(10)businessdays thereafterwhich opinionshallsetforththefindingsof the

ACC with respecttothemattersatissueand shallaffirm,modify or rescinditspreviousdecision

as containedintheoriginalwrittennotice.IftheACC incursany costsor expenses inconnection

with theinvestigation,processingor hearingon a matterinvolvinga deviationor violation,

includingthecostsofretaininga consultant(s)to advisetheACC and legalfees,such costsshall

be paidby theComplaint unlessan Owner isfound tobe inviolationinwhich eventsuch Owner

shallpay allcosts.The payment of such costsshallbe enforceableas providedinthis

Declaration.
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Amendment to Section8.11.Section8.11,isamended and restatedinitsentiretyas follows:

Section8.11Appeal

An Owner shallhave therightto appealtotheBoard a decisionoftheACC on an application
with respecttotheconditionsimposed thereonor a denialthereof,or a decisionof theACC

adversetotheOwner reachedfollowinga hearingheldpursuantto Section8.10.

A noticeof appealshallbe inwritingand shallbe deliveredtotheSecretaryof theBoard within

ten(10)days from thedateofthedecisionby theACC. Said noticeof appealshallbe datedand

shallcontainthename oftheOwner and a copy of thewrittendecisionor determinationofthe

ACC. The failureof an Owner toappeala decisionoftheACC inthemanner and withinthetime

hereinprovidedshallterminateallrightsof saidOwner to appealsaiddecisionand itshallbe

bindingand enforceable.

The Board shallfixa dateforthehearingof such an appealwhich dateshallhe no laterthanten

(10)days from thedateof receiptof a noticeof appealunlessextended by theBoard because of

theunavailabilityof Board members.

The Board may requiretheOwner toprovideadditionalinformationtofacilitatetheBoard's

decisionand thefailureof such partytocomply promptly with such a requestshallentitlethe

Board todeny theappeal,inwhich eventthedecisionby theACC shallhe consideredfinaland

not subjecttofurtherappeal.At thehearingtheOwner, and theACC, togetherwith their

representativesand otherwitnesses,shallpresenttheirpositiontotheBoard. The orderof

presentationand theevidencetobe admittedshallbe solelywithinthediscretionof theBoard

provided,however, thattheOwner, and theACC shallhave theopportunityto questionand

cross-examinewitnessespresentedby theother.The Owner, and theACC willhave the

opportunitytopresentfinalargument consistentwith rulesadopted by the Board forsuch hearing

process.Any partymay be representedby an attorneyatany hearingby theACC or Board.

Upon receivingalloftheevidence,oraland documentary, and followingtheconclusionof the

hearing,theBoard shallretireto deliberateand shallreconvene ata time and placedetermined

by theBoard, atwhich time theBoard shallcastitsofficialballotand thedecisionshallbe duly
recordedintheminutes ofthemeeting.The Owner, and theACC members shallbe givenwritten

noticeofthe decision.

IftheBoard incursany costsor expenses inconnectionwiththeinvestigation,processingor

hearingon an appeal,includingthecostsofretaininga consultant(s)toadvisetheBoard and

legalfees,such costsshallbe paidby theparty(s)filingtheappealunlessthedecisionby the

Board constitutesa substantialreversalofthedecisionoftheACC. inwhich eventsuch costs

shallbe paidby theAssociation.Ifthepartyfilingtheappealisobligatedtopay such costs,

payment of thesame shallbe enforceableas providedbelow.
