DECTLARATION OF RESTRICTIVE COVENANTS,
AGREEMENTS , RESTRICTIONS, AND CONDLTLONS
oF
CANYON RIDCGCE SUBDIVISION

Declaration of rezstrictive covenant=s, agresesments, restrictotions
and conditvtions affectcing the real property known as Canvon Ridge
sSubdivisione.

The undersigned, Canvon Ridge Subdivision, Inc., a Utah
Corporation, being the owner of that certain rTeal property
situated iIn Cache County, State of Utah, and more particularly
described in Exhibitc "A" atrached hereco and made a part hereof.
does herebwy malke this declaration of protective covenanits,
agreemants, restrictilions, and conditions as follows:

B SCENEERAT., TEEMS

1. Mutual and Reciprocal Benefits, etc.

581 of said restriction=, condition=s, covenants, and agreements
shall bPe made for the direct and mutual and reciprocal benefit of
each and every lot created on the above—described property and
=shall be Iintended to create mutual and eguitable servitudes upoeon
each of said lots in favor of each other lot created onn the
afore=zaid property, and to create reciprocal rights and
obligations between the respective owners of zall cof the lots so
created and to create a privity of contract and estate between
the grantees of saldld lots. thedy hedrs, muccessors and assigns.
and shall operate as covenants running with the land for the
bemnefir of +the owners of all other lot=s in said subdivisdion.

2. Term of Restrictions.

Each and all of said restrictions, conditions., covenants and
agreements shall continue in full force and effect and be binding
unitil the 3lst day of December. 2019. Upon that date the said
restrictive covenants shall be extended for an addictional period
of ten yvears unless there iz recorded a doecument with the Cache
County Recorder, Utah, signed by a majority of the thenr existing
record owners of said subdivision terminating safid restcricctions.
On December 31, 2029, and each ten wvear period thereafter, sadid
restrictive covenants shall be extended fox like ten yveaar periods
under the same conditions as above set forth. Provided, howevex.,
ar any rtime after Decembery 21 . 2019, these restrictions,
conditions, covenants and agreements may bhe altered or modified

by a vote of the majoritrty of the record owners of said subdivision.
In 2l)l voting, the owner or owners of each lor of said subdivision
=hall be entitled to one vote per lot regardless of the number of
owners of any lot and such vote shall be evidenced by recording a
written instrument with the Cache County Recorder, Utah, signed
and acknowledged by the owners of the lots dn said subdivision.
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3. RE—1:= Residential Estate——0Ones Acre.

Canvornr Ridge Subdivisdion i=s2 Iin an RE—1 Zone and these covenants
are dintended to be 4idn harmony with the presently exiscing
=urrounding developments and potential developments toe be
selected in the future.

B. GENERAL RESTRLCTIONS.

1. Pets, Annimals, Etcoc.

No more thanm three household pets shall be kept on any of said lots.,
rrovided that at nro time shall more than two dogs be kept on any

of said lots. No more than one horse per acre shall be kept on

any of said lots vunless aAan additiconal and sufficient number of
animal rights consisting of one horse per acre can be secured

from neighboring lots Iin salid subdivision.

2. Silgns .

No commercial signs shall be displavyved on any of sadd lorts in this
subdivision exceplk there may be one for sale or for lease sign

nnot eXceeding 24 dinches by 36 inches when reguired for the purpose
of advertis=ing such =s=ale or lease.

3. Privarte Residences; Moving of Structures.

Lots in this subdivision asbhall be used for private residences only,
except as provided by the North Leogan City ordinances and as
hereinzafter otherwise provided: aAand no astructure shall be moved
from anyv place on said premises without the priorx written approval
of the Architectural Review Committee or dits replacement as
de=zcribed below.

4 . Excavation-

No excavation for stone, gravel, or earth =hall be made in this
subdivision, unless such excavation is made for the purpose of
the erection of a building or structure thereon.

5. Fubbish .

No rubbish, debri=s, or waste products shall be stored or allowed
to accumulate on the lots 4din said subdivision except such as is
kept in the municipal garbage collection schedule.

6. Repaidlr and Storage of Personal Propertv.

Per=zonal property of the lot owner in the process of beding
repaired shall mneot be left in the visible sight of neighbors for
more than 30 days, unles=a =uch repairs occur within the confines
of the lot owner's garage. Recreational vehicles of the lotc
owneyr, which Include but are not limited to boats, snowmobiles.
motor homes and campers, shall not e stored onr any lot for more
than 320 days, unless such vehicles are stored Iin a garage or an
enclosure matching the house architecture and out of sight of
rhe neighbhors.
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7 . Easements.

Such easements and rights of way shall be reserved to the
tundersigned. thefir successors and assigns, in and over said real
Property, for the erection, construction and maintenance and
operation therein ox thereon of drainage pipes or conduics and
pipes, conduits, pole=s, wires and othery means of conveving to and
from lots in szid tract, gas,. electricity, powery, water,
relephone and telegraph services, cable television, sSsewage and
other necessities for rthe convenience to the owners of the lots
in this subdivision, as mav be shown on the plat map of said
subdivision, and the undersigned, their successors and assigns,
shall have the right Tto reserve any further necessary casements
foxr said purposes In contracts and deeds Lo any or all of sadid
lots as shown on said plat. No structure of any kind shall be
eraected over any of such easasements except upon written permission
of the undersigned, thelir =uccessors arnd assigns eXcept As
requiraed by the company fLurnishing the utilities.

8. Maintenance of Lolbts.

Bulldings., cutbhbuildings, fences, landscaping and otherx
improvements shall be continuously maintained to preserve a well
lcept aAappearance. Weeds shall be cut back at least three times or
more per yvear as is necessary. If the appearance of a lot falls
bPelow reasonable levels, the Architecrtrural Review Committreas, o
its successor. shall notifv the owner of the lot in writing and
the ownex shall have 10 days after receipt of such notice to
restore the property to an acceptable level of maintenance.
Should the owner fail to do 2o, the Architectural Review
Committes, oYy itz successory, may order the necessary work done at
the expense of the owner of the l1ot.

C. SPECIFIC RESTRICTIONS ON IMPROVEMEMNTS

1. Intent of FRestrictions on Improvements.

The owners intend by these covenants to vestrict the designs,
materials used., and landscaping of improvemenits only to the
extent of insuring quality In external appearance and maintaining
property values on a long—term basis.

2. Architectural Review Committeea.

The undersigned shall]l appoint an Arxrchitectural Review Commititee,
who shall be an assigned agent or aAagents of the undersignied. The
fTunction of the Committee will bPe to review and approve all
improvement plans of the owners of lots, consistent with the
intent of the ifmprovement covenants. Howewver, the Architectural
Review Committee may make exceptions o the reguirements contained
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herein 4if it can be shown that said requirements would dmpose

a hardship of an cnreasonable natures s=uch as, but nnot l1imited

to, unavailability of prescribed building materials and/or

high usex fees oxr rates prescribed by others. No structures,
residences., outbuildings., tennnis courts, swimming pools, walls,
fences, or other improvements shall be constructed upon any lot
without following the Arxchitectural Review Committee process as
ocoutlined below. Thi=s Committee will s=tay in existence until a
residence has been bPuilt on all lots in this subdivision. Fi% =

such time the undersigned, their successors and assigns, and theirx
agents, will be released from further involvement with +the
archidtectural Review Commibttee. The lot owners, however, mayv
craeate a new committees by majority vote of the lot owners., with
each 1ot having one vote, which agreement for a new committee
shall bpe recorded in the office of the Cache County PRecorder, Utah.

2. Review Procaess.

A . PEELIMINARY SUBMILSSILON. This submissicn to the Committes is
not required but ds highly recommended because it will save time
and expense for the parties. Thi=s submis=sion should be a rough

lavout drawn to =2cale showing propo=sed improvements, including
but peot LlLimited to building design and lLocation, drivewdays, walks
and paths, ocoutbullding=s and patios. The architecture at this
stage shonld be conceptual, show elevation=a and floor plans with
basic dimensions. Information as to colors and materials to be
used should alse be included. If the proposed improvements are
net satisfactory to the Committee, & meeting with the ovnerxr of
the lot and/or his designer, will be held to discuss possible
changes before final submission.

=3 FINAIL SUBMISSION. This submission is redquired and must be a
detailed =ite plan of proposed i1mprovement=. Thi=s =itrte plan
zhould Pe drawn teoe a =cale fo at least 1 inch = 20 feet., should
show proposed grading with spot elevations for clarification
when necessary, should give detadled and accurate information
concerning colors and materials to be used, should present storm
drainage Iinformation, sand should include a landscape plan,
specifyving location, size, and type of materials te be planted,
pPhases of planting, and sprinkler system desight. If mo aaction i1s
taken by the Architectural Review Committee within 25 davs after the
date of this final submission, the owners shall have the rightc

to proceed wirh rhe construction as contained in their final
submi=ssion, provided they first give notice to the Committee in
writing.

L N COMMITTEE'S RIGHT TO STOP CONSTRUCTION. The Comnmittee
reserves the right to stop construction on any residence or ward
work which Jdoes not conform to the approved final submission
drawings or any worlk for which drawing= have not been submitted
and approved by the Commitrtee review process. A copy of the
drawings of the final submission must at all times be left with
the Committee, with name, phase and lot number.
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4 Specific Restrictions.

2. TYPE OF STRUCTURES. Nao building other than one single Lfamily
dwelling housze and appropriate buildings as defined by the Norcth
Logan Zoning Laws for RE—]1 Zone shall be erected on any of said
lots, nor shall any hou=se constructed on any of said lots be used
for any purpose other than a dwelling house or approved
outbuilding=s, except the undersigned can allew churches or
schools to be built in the subdivisdion.

b - ARCHILTECTURAL CONTROLS.

i. Roofs. All roofing shall be split cedax shakes., asphalc
ahingles, or tile roofs.

ifi. Sidings. FEach residence shall have brick, wood, stucco
siding, oxr other material approved by the Architectural Review
Committea.

iii. Trim. Trim should be pricipally wood., and must be
finished with a high qualiry of stain or transparent or opaque or
high quality paint. Saeveral coats of stain or paint should be

used. High guality aluminum siding may be used for the eaves.

iw . Residence Size. The residence to be built should be not
less than 2,200 =mquare feet, total Iincludes 1,500 sguare Teet
main floor and does not include 400 or more sguare Lfeet Fidinished
sarage .

. Building Line and Hedight Restrictions. No residence or
outbuilding shall be less than 15 feer from the exterior sideline
or backline of any lot.

No portion of any residence or outbuilding shall be less than
40 feet from the fromt line of any lot.

No building shall be more than two stories in heights, and
ridgeline shall not exceed 20 feet from the existing ground level
except z2s otherwise approved by the Architectural Review
Committees.

vi. Substitutions. Subsritutrions will be discouraged by the
Architectural Review Committee. No substitution=s may be made
without the prior written approval of the Committee.

C . FENCING .

1. Fencing must noli compete with or dominate a house. Planting
should bPe a part of all fencing plans.

idi. Fencing must be approved by the Archirtectural Review
Committee and must comply with RE-~1 North Logan City Zoning

requirement=s.
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iidi. Fences must be completed within sixty days of comencement
of construction ©of the fence, wealther permitting.

d. SITE PLANNING

i, Drainage and Erosion Control. Drainage must conform to the
site plan and cannot exceed a radioc of 2Z:1. Construction must
not cause excesgsive soll erosion.

i. Grading. Grading of a s=ite =hould be designed to minimi=ze
the amount of cutrtting or Filling and not affect adijoining
propertties.

= LANDSCAPING. Landscaping must be in harmony with the intent
of these IiImprovement restcrictions.

f. DILIGCENCE TN CONSTRUCTION OF TMPROVEMENTS. Once the
construction of any residence or other structures other than
fencing 1is begun, work thereon must proceed diligently and bhe
completed within 12 months, weather permitting. Landscaping
from the fromntline of the lot and back at least 120 feet must
be completed withinr 18 month=z of commencement of construction

of any residence, weather permitting. Lot owners of lots one

acre or more shall be aallowed a reductiorn in the landscaping

footage reduilirements of 120" baclk from the front lot line in

favor of an equal amount of landscaping square footage minus the
Foortprint of the residence constructed omn saidid lot. Where possible,
natural drainases should he left inm A natural state, as to retain
stormwater. However, if it can be demonstrated that the proposed

landscaping would be in harmony with the contrel of storm water, said
landescaping may be installed.

= TEMFPFORARY TRATIL.ERS. No temporary trailers on site during
construction will be allowed unless submittred and approved by the
Architectural] EReview Committesa. In any event, if use of a

temporary trailer is approved by the Architectural Review
Committeea, smaid trailer shall be parked dmmediately adjacent to
the residence being constructed and may be on site for noe more
than four months.

D. VIOLATION, ACCEPTANCE, AND INVALIDITY OF RESTRICTIONS.

L. Viclations of Restrictions:; Penalties.

Violations of any of the restrictions, conditions,., covenants., or
agreements herein contained, shall give the undersigned. their
successors and assignzs=, the right to enter upon the property
where such violation occurred and after wrdtten notice of 10
davy=s the undersigned may remove any structure or building or
correct any condition in violation of these restrictioms at the
expense of the owner of the lot without being deemed guilty of a
trespass .- The wviolation of any of these covenants is a nuisance.
Such a remedy shall be deemed cumulative and not exclusive.
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2 . LAcceptance of Restrictions.

A11 1ot owners bv acceptance of contracts oxr deeds to s=aild lots
shall be conclusively deemed to have consented and agreed to all
these restrictive covenants.

3. Invaliditbty.

It is expresslyv agreed that in the event anvy covenant or
condition or restriction hereinabove contained, or any part or
portion thereof, iz held to be invalid, or void, such
determination that it is invalid or vodd shall in o manner
affect the remainder covenants and the same shall continue to be
enforceable .
