WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees,ina duly calledmeeting, voted to change, amend and

completely restatethe originalBy Laws; and

NOW THEREFORE, the Board ofTrustees,at a duty calledmeeting on November 6,2008,

adopted these amended and restatedBy Laws and now desirethat upon recordationwith the

Summit County Recorder,the priorBy Laws willbe superseded intheirentiretyby this

document.

HIDDEN COVE OWNERS ASSOCIATION

Pursuanttothe provisionsoftheUtah Non-ProfitCorporationsAct,the Board ofTrusteesoftheHidden

Cove Owners' Associationvoted tochange, amend and completelyrestatethe originalBy-Laws dated

June 7, 1973. Therefore,the Board ofTrusteesvotedtoadopt theforegoingBy Laws ata dulycalled

meetingon November 6,2008. Upon recordationofthisinstrumentwiththe Summit County Recorder,

theoriginalBy-Laws shallbe entirelysuperseded by thesenew and restatedBy Laws.

ARTICLE I- ORGANIZATION OF ASSOCIATION

The Associationisorganizedas a non-profitcorporationunderthe"UtahNon-ProfitCorporationActofthe

StateofUtah"solelyand strictlyas an Associationoflandowners,and the Board ofTrusteesactsas an

agentforsaidowners inthe maintenance,control,operation,and management, ofthesubdivision.Itis

notintendedthattheAssociationrealizeany profiton itsactivities,althoughcontingencyor reservefunds

may be permRtedtoaccumulateatthediscretionoftheBoard ofTrustees.

ARTICLE II- NAME AND PRINCIPAL OFFICE

Section1 - Name: The name oftheCorporationis"HiddenCove Owners Association"and itisreferred

tohereinas the"Association".

Section2 - Qfficey The officesoftheAssociationshallresidewithininHidden Cove Subdivisionatthe

home ofthePresidentorSecretaryoftheCorporation.The Associationshallmaintaina postofficebox in

Summit County forthereceiptofallmail.

ARTICLE III- MEMBERS

Section1 - Members. The Corporationshallbe made up ofitsMembers. Membership isappurtenantto

ownershipofa plattedLotintheHidden Cove Subdivision.Membership shalltransferwth titletothatLot

upon payment ofthe transferfeeas establishedby the Board ofTrusteesand may not be assignedor

transferredexceptinconjunctionwithsaidtitle.

Section2 - MultipleOwnership.There isone (1)Membership appurtenanttoeach LotintheSubdivision.

In the event thata Lot isowned by more than one person or entity,as tenantsincommon or joint

tenancy,those personsowning such dividedinterestshalldecideamong themselveswho willrepresent

Membership ofthatLot.Only one votewillbe acceptedfrom each Lot.

Section3 - A Persons leasingor rentinga propertyon a plattedLotintheSubdivisionshallhave

no rightsofMembership.

Section4 - Meeting and Authority.Members shallhave the authorityto electa Board of Trusteesto

conductthebusinessand affairsoftheAssociationon theirbehalf.Such Trusteesshallbe electedatthe

annualmeetingoftheMembers oftheAssociation.
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ARTICLE IV: BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Section1 - Structure.The Board ofTrustees("Board")shallconsistofsix(6)Members, electedby the

generalMembership of theAssociationatitsannual meeting. Each Trusteeshallservea term ofthree

(3)years,which terms shallbe staggeredevery two years between Trustees. The Board of Trustees

shallappointOfficersof the Corporation(President,Vice-President,Secretary,Treasurer)from among

the Trusteestoserveone (1)year terms,which appointmentsshalltake placewithin30 days afterthe

Membership Annual Meeting. Terms shallbe staggeredas illustratedbelow:

Section2 - GeneralPowers.The Board shallhave authoritytomanage thepropertyand businessaffairs

of the Association.The Board may exercisepowers conferredupon itby Utah Law, the Articlesof

incorporation,AssociationBy-Laws, andlor the CC&R's for the Subdivision,except those powers

reservedto the General Membership of the Association.The Board may enterintoagreements and

contractswith thirdpartiesforthe maintenance and well being of itsMembers, as itmay deem

appropriate.The Board of Trusteesshallhave authorityand responsibilityto administerthe CC&R's

includingBuildingRegulationswithintheSub-division.

Section3 - ReqularTrusteeMeetings:The Board shallhave atleasttwo (2)regularmeetingsperyear.

The firstregularmeetingshalltakeplacewithin30 days oftheMembers annualmeetingand thesecond

meetingshallbe approximatelysix(6)months from thefirstmeeting.OtherBoard meetingsmay be called

fromtimetotime.

Section4 - SpecialTrusteeMeetings. Specialmeetingsofthe Board may be heldwhenever calledby

thePresident,Vice-President,orby four(4)Board Members, by givingnoticetotheotherBoard Members

by telephone,U.S. mailor emailat leastseven (7)days inadvance. Business of the Board may be

conducted by electronicmail,providedwrittenrecordsofallsuch meetingsand decisionsare keptina

printedrecordand enteredintotheminutesoftheBoard by theSecretary.

Section5 - Quorum: A quorum oftheBoard shallbe four(4)Trusteespresent.Board Members may be

countedas presentiftheyare participatinginthemeetingby telephoneorelectroniccommunication.No

proxieswillbe givenamong Board Members. ActionsoftheBoard may onlybe takenby formalactionof

theBoard,and no individualTrusteeorOfficershallhave theauthoritytoacton behalfoftheAssociation

exceptas definedherein.

Section6 - Deadlock: intheeventofa deadlockoftheBoard,the Board shalldecideon any method or

protocoltobreakthedeadlockand shallmeet againwithinthree(3)days todecidetheissue.IftheBoard

cannotagreeon such a method,thePresidentshalldecidethemethod tobreakthedeadlock.

Section7 - Committees. The Board may designateone ormore committeestofunctionon a standingor

specialbasis.Each committee shallconsistofthree(3)or more Members oftheAssociation,including

one Trustee.The ArchitecturalControlCommittee shallbe comprised exclusivelyof members of the

Board of Trustees.The duration,functionand goals of such committee(s)shallbe determinedby the

Board.Such committees shallkeep the Board informedof theiractivities.The Presidentmay appoint

personstofillvacancieson each ofsaidcommittees.
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Section8 - Compensation. The Board ofTrusteesshallservewithoutcompensation,providedthattheir

reasonableout-of-pocketexpenses fortheAssociation'sbusinessmay be reimbursedby theAssociation.

Section9 - ResignationorRemoval. Any Trusteemay resignfrom theBoard atany time,givingatleast

30 days writtennotice.A Trusteeisdeemed to have resignedwhen theycease toown propertywithin

the Subdivisionor misses three(3)consecutivemeetings calledby the Board.Any Trustee may be

removed priortotheend oftheirterm ofofficeby an affirmativevoteofatleastfour(4)Trusteesor 2/3

majorityofremainingTrustees,whicheverisgreater,ata regularorspecialmeetingoftheBoard,or by a

majorityoftheMembers ata SpecialMembers Meeting.

Section10 -Vacancies Vacancies on the Board willbe filledby the appointmentofa successorby the

remainderofthe Board. Such appointeewillserveoutthe remainingterm ofthe resigningor removed

Trusteeand willstandforelectionatthenextannualmeetingoftheMembers.

ARTICLE V: OFFICERS

Section1 - SeleptionofOfficers.The Board ofTrusteesshallappointtheofficersoftheAssociationfrom

among itsmembers. Such appointmentshalltakeplaceatthefirstannualmeetingoftheTrustees,within

30 days oftheannualmeetingofthe Members. Officersmay servesuccessiveterms,ifre-appointedby

theBoard.The officersshallconsistof-

Section2 - President The Presidentshallbe the chiefexecutiveoftheAssociationand shallexercise

generalsupentisionover itspropertyand businessaffairs.The Presidentshallpresideat Board and

Member meetings.The Presidentshallsuperviseand be primarilyresponsiblefortheday-to-dayaffairsof

theAssociation.The Presidentshallperformsuch otherdutiesas assignedby the Board.The President

and SecretaryareauthorizedtoexecuteMgal documents on behalfoftheAssociation,forrecordationof

deeds,assignments,and otherlegalmattersoftheAssociation.

Section4 - Vice President The Vice-Presidentshallassume the dutiesand responsibilitiesof the

Presidentinthe event of the President'sabsence or inabilityto act. The Vice-Presidentshallperform

such otherdutiesand responsibilitiesas setforthby theBoard ofTrustees.

SectionS - Secretary.The Secretaryshallkeep the minutesof Board and Members meetings;cause

noticesofallmeetings be issuedas calledforinthese By-Laws;fileannual reports;and to performall

otherassignmentsreasonablyassignedby theBoard. An AssistantSecretarymay alsobe appointed,at

thediscretionofthe Board ofTrustees,who shall,intheeventoftheSecretary'sabsence or inabilityto

act,performthe dutiesand functionsof the Secretary.The AssistantSecretarymay or may not be a

Trustee,atthediscretionoftheBoard.

Section6 - Treasurer.The Treasurershallhave custody and controlof allfinancialrecords,bank

statements,checking,savings and escrow accounts containingfunds of or deposited with the

Association,and be responsibleforkeepingaccuratefinancialrecordsoftheAssociation.The Treasurer

shallbe responsibleforcollectionofalldues and specialassessments ofMembers and forpayment ofall

billsand obligationsoftheAssociation.Allchecks inexcess of$100.00shallrequiretwo signatures,one

oftheTreasurerand one ofthePresidentor SecretaryoftheAssociation.The Treasurershallreporton

thefinancialconditionoftheAssociationattheannual Members meetingand meetingsofthe Board of

Trustees.

Section7 -ControlofFunds. Allfundsshallbe depositedordisbursedthroughthecheckingaccountof

the Association.Funds may be moved intoor out of a savingsaccount or escrow account of the

Associationonlythroughthecheckingaccount.Such accounttransferswithinaccountsoftheAssociation
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may be done by the Treasureror ifabsent,by the President,but payment of obligationsor retum of

monies inEscrow must onlybe throughthe checkingaccount,subjectto the signaturerequirementof

Section6 above.

Section8 - At-LargeTrustees: The two remainingTrusteesof the Board shallbe assigned specific

responsibilities(suchas ArchitecturalCommittee)as determinedby theBoard ofTrustees.

Section9 - Conflictof InterestNo member of the Board of Trustees,or any of itscommittees,shall

deriveany personalprofitorfinancialgain,directlyor indirectly,by reasonofhisor herparticipationwith

the Association.Conflictof interestincludesany biasor the appearance of biasina decision-making

process. Each Trusteeor individualshalldiscloseto the Board of Trusteesany personalor financial

interestwhich he or she may have inany matterpendingbeforethe Board ofTrusteesand shallrefrain

from participationand votinginany decisionon such matter.

ARTICLE VI - MEETINGS AND NOTICE

Section1 - Annual Meetinqs. The annualmeetingoftheMembers shallbe determinedby theBoard of

Trusteesincludingthedate,timeand place.Members shallelectattheAnnual Meetingtwo (2)ofthesix

Trusteesto serve three-yearterms. Only Members of theAssociationshallbe electedTrustees.The

meeting shallalso provideforrecommendations and feedback to the Board of Trusteesas to any

concems orissuesthatMembers may have abouttheAssociation.

Section2 - SpecialMeetings. Specialmeetings of the Members may be calledby at leastfour(4)

Trustees,orby the Members oftheAssociationrepresentingnotlessthan one-quarter(1/4)ofthetotal

votesoftheAssociation.When a specialmeetingiscalledby theMembers oftheAssociation,thenotice

shallbe inwritingand deliveredto the PresidentandlorSecretaryofthe Association,and the meeting

shalltakeplaceno longerthan30 days from thedateofsuch notice.

Section3 - PIpceofMeetinq.AIImeetingswillbe heldata designatedlocationinSummit County,Utah,

unlesstheBoard ofTrusteeshave authorizedthemeetingbe heldelsewhere.

Section4 - NoticeofMembers Meetings.Writtennoticeof theAnnual or SpecialMeetingsof Members

shallbe senttoeach Member atleastfourteen(14)days priortothedateofsuch meeting. Noticemay

be delivered(a)inperson,(b)by U.S.Mail,or (c)by confirmedemail.Such Noticeshallbe deliveredto

the lastknown address /emailofthe Member. Ifthereare multipleowners on a singlelot,they must

designateone ofthem toreceivethenoticeofthemeetingon theirbehalf.

Section5 - NoticeofSpecialMeetings.SpecialmeetingsoftheMembers or Board ofTrusteesmay be

calledpursuanttothese By-Laws. Noticeof such specialmeeting(s)shallbe giventoeach Member or

Trusteeinwritingat leastfourteen(14)days beforethe time fixedforthe meeting. The noticeshall

advise each Member as to the date,time,place and generalpurpose of the meeting and may be

delivered(a)inperson,(b)by U.S.Mail,or (c)by confirmedemail.Such Noticeshallbe deliveredtothe

lastknown address / email of the Member. Ifthereare multipleowners on a singlelot,they must

designateone ofthem toreceivethenoticeofthemeetingon theirbehalf.

Section6 - PresidingOfficer.The President,and inhisabsence, a Vice-President,shallpresideat all

Membership and Board meetings.

Section7 - Quorum. A quorum oftheMembership shallconsistofatleastfifteen(15)Members present,

not includingproxy or absentee votes,at the annual meeting. Members may vote on issuesof the

Associationattheirannualmeeting,inadditiontoelectionofTrustees.Such issuesshallbe decidedas a
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matterof policyforthe Board of Trusteesand Officersto carryout.A majorityvote of the Members

present,in person or representedby proxy,shalldecide the questionbrought beforesuch meeting,

includingtheelectionofTrustees,unlessinmatterspertainingtoCC&R's or BuildingRegulations,which

requirea 2/3voteofallMembers.

Section8 - Proxiesand Absentee Votes. Allvotesmay be cast by the members eitherinperson,by

proxyor by absenteevote.AH proxiesand absentee votesmust be inwriting,signedby theMember as

shown on therecordsoftheAssociation.Proxiesand Absentee votesshallbe deliveredtoand reviewed

by theSecretaryoftheAssociationatleastseven (7)days priortoan annualmeetingand three(3)days

priortoa specialmeeting.

Section9 - RegisteredMember. At any Annual or Specialmeetings of the Members, only those

Members who have paidallAssociationdues andlorassessments areentitledtovote,inperson,by proxy

orby absenteevote.

Section10 -Waiver ofIrregularities.Any inaccuracies,irregularities,orerrorsinany noticefora meeting

or meetings,or inthe matterof voting,foun ofproxies,absentee votes,or credentialsshallbe deemed

waived ifthereisno objectionstatedatthemeeting.

ARTICLE Vil - ANNUAL STATEMENT

The Board ofTrusteesand Treasurershallpresentattheannualmeeting,and when calledforby a vote

ofthe members atany specialmeetingofthe members, a fulland complete statementofthe business

and conditionoftheAssociation.

ARTICLE VIII --FISCAL YEAR

The fiscalyearoftheAssociationshallbe Julyla toJune 30m ofthefollowingyear.

ARTICLE IX - COVENANTS, CONDITIONS & RESTRICTIONS

The Board of Trusteesshallhave the power to establish,modify,adopt and implement Covenants,

Conditionsand Restrictions(hereinafter"CC&R's"),and BuildingRules,includingbutnotlimitedto the

design,materialsand colorsofstructureswithintheAssociationboundaries,plattedLotsetbacks,septic

systems,parkingrestrictions,storageofmaterials,outbuildings,utilityand othereasements,maintenance

of grounds,landscapingrequirements,and generaloperationalrulesoftheAssociationas the Board of

Trusteesmay deem reasonablynecessarytomaintainthehigheststandardsoflivingand preservationof

propertyvalueswithinthe Sub-division.The Board shallcause such CC&R's to be recordedwiththe

Summit County Recorderas appurtenanttotitleto a plattedlotwithinthe Sutwilvision.The Board may

fromtimetotime,by 2/3voteofTrusteesand approved attheannualmeetingofMembers, alter,amend,

and repealsuch CC&R's and to re-recordsuch changes withthe County Recorder. Members of the

Associationshallat alltimes obey such CC&R's and see thatthey are faithfullyobserved by those

persons over whom they have or may exercisecontroland supervision,itbeing understoodthatsuch

rulesshallapplyand be bindingupon allMembers oftheAssociationand upon allowners and occupants

ofthesubdivision.

ARTICLE X -OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE

The Board ofTrustees,as agentforitsMembers, isresponsiblefortheenforcementand implementation

of the CC&R's of Hidden Cove as recordedwiththe Summit County Recorder. The assessment of
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Members forthe operationof the Associationshallbe determinedby the Board and govemed by the

CC&R's ofHidden Cove Owners Association,as recordedwiththeSummit County Recorder.

ARTICLE XI - AMENDMENTS

These By-Laws may be modified,altered,changed or substitutedby theaffirmativevoteofa 73 voteof

the Board ofTrusteesatany regularorspecialmeetingofthe Board.Such changes shallbe registered

withtheSummit County Recorder.

ARTICLE XII- OPERATION & MAINTENANCE OF THE SUBDIVISION

The Board ofTrustees,as agentforitsMembers, isresponsiblefortheenforcementand implementation

oftheseBy-Laws and theCC&R's withinallphases oftheHidden Cove sulkivisionas perrecordedwith

Stateand County governments.

ARTICLE XIll- FINANCIAL MATTERS

Section1 - Funds. Members oftheAssociationshallpay an annualdues assessment inan amount as

determinedby the Board ofTrusteestoensurethesolvencyoftheAssociation.The amounts so paidby

Members, plusany fundsreceivedforthesaleofassetsoftheAssociation,orfrom specialassessments,

or from othermeans shallbe depositedto an interest-bearingbank accountofthe Association.Funds

requiredforoperatingexpenses shallbe transferredtoa bank checkingaccount(Wnotinterestbearing)

and shallbe used by theassociationforthepurposesand activitieslistedherein.

Section2 - Payment ofExpenses. AH costsand expenses oftheAssociation,as agentforitsMembers,

inconnectionwiththemaintenance,control,operationand management oftheSubdivisionshallbe paid

and dischargedpromptlyby theTreasureron behalfoftheAssociation.

Section3 - Contingency Reserve. The Board shallestablisha contingencyreserveamount in the

amount ofatleast50% oftheannualexpenses oftheAssociation,which shallremainas a balanceinthe

interest-bearingaccountforemergency and unforeseenexpenses. The percentageofsuch reservescan

be changed by theBoard fromtimetotimeby a voteofthemajorityoftheBoard.

Section4 - SpecialAssessments. From time to time the Board of Trusteesmay electto initiatenon-

recurringcostsand expenses pursuantto itsduties,such as capitalexpenditures,extracostsofweather

impacts,common area upgrades,etc.which may reducethecontingencyreservetobelow thatrequired

by theseBy-Laws. Insuch event,theBoard may issuea one-timeSpecialAssessment toMembers to(a)

cover the actualcostof such non-recurringcostor,(b)restorethe contingencyreserveto itsrequired

amounts or,(c)both.Any such SpecialAssessment shallbe billedtoeach Member separatelyfrom the

Annual Dues, and shallbe paidwithin60 days ofthedateofbilling.

Section5 - Escrow Account. The Associationwillestablisha non-interestbearingEscrow Account to

receivedepositsfrom Members pursuantto theirbuildingor improvingtheirproperty(such as for

landscaping).Such depositsare not the propertyof the Association,but shallbe used as good faith

depositsforthe timelycompletionof work approved on the Lot of the Member. When the work is

complete as approved by the Association,thefunds depositedby the Member shallbe retumed within

thirty(30)days ofsuch approval.IntheeventtheMember does notfullycomply withtherequirementsof

the approvalor CC&R's or Buildingrules,afterreasonable noticeto the Member to comply, the

Associationisauthorizedtouse any fundson depositby theMember tocompletethework as approved.

Ifthe cost of completingthe work exceeds the depositof the Member, the Associationshallbillthe
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the approvalor CC&R's or Buildingrules,afterreasonable noticeto the Member to comply, the

Associationisauthorizedtouse any fundson depositby theMember tocompletethework as approved.

Ifthe cost of completingthe work exceeds the depositof the Member, the Associationshallbillthe

Member fortheexcess costsincurredby theirnon-compliance.Thisbillforexcess costsshallbe paidby

theMember within30 days ofbillingdate.

Section6 - Collectionof Funds. Any Members who have not paid theirannual dues, special

assessments orothervalidchargesorassessments,withinthirty(30)days from thedateofNotice,shall

be subjecttointerestchargesattherateof1.5% permonth on theoutstandingbalance.Intheeventthat

accountsare 6 months or more delinquent,theAssociationisauthorizedto placeaLien forthe unpaid

balanceand accrued intereston the Member's Lotand have the Lienrecordedby theCounty Recorder,

inadditiontocontinuinginterestcharges.Any chargesforfilingaLien withtheCounty Recordershallbe

charged againstthe Member's Lot. Other remedies may also be pursued concurrentlyto collect

outstandingbalanceson Member's accounts.

Section7 - Assessment of Fees. The Board of Trusteesshallhave authorityto assess againstthe

Member and/orLotowner(s)alllegaland otherfees incurredby the Associationifa Member does not

comply withtheCC&Rs and/orBuildingRegulationsand rulesoftheAssociation.

ARTICLE XIV - TAXES AND INSURANCE

Section1 - TE. ItiscontemplatedthatallMembers aresubjecttoseparateassessments and taxation

by governmentalentitiesand specialdistrictsforalltaxesand assessments authorizedby lawand thatas

a resultthereof,no taxeswillbe assessed againsttheAssociationas such. Each Member shallpay and

dischargeany and allgovernmentaltaxes,fees or servicedistrictassessments thatmay be charged

againstany plattedlotsowned by theMember.

Section2 - Insurance.The Associationshallsecureand maintainthefollowinginsurancecoverageinits

own name: Directors& OfficersInsurance(includingpersonalinjuryand propertydamage coveragefor

Trustees)intheamount of$1,000,000forerrors& omissionsoftheAssociation,itsofficers,trusteesand

agentspursuanttodischargingtheirresponsibilitiestotheAssociation.

ARTICLE XV -NUISANCE

No Member or occupant of a member's propertyshallcause, permit,condone or sufferany nuisance

createdorcarriedon inoraboutany plattedlotoftheSubdivision.Insuch case,theBoard oritsOfficers

may initiatea Cease and DesistOrder from thecourts,servedand enforcedby law enforcementofficers

ofSummit County.Otherremediesmay alsobe pursuedby theAssociationas may be necessary.
